Stacks and stuff

| can't believe we have got this {ar without dis-
cussing the stack It is probably one of the most
useful areas of memory in youwr Amstrad The
stack is an area of memory used for storing data
so that the machine can keep track of what it is
doing. The stack (s normally located at address
&BFFF. just below the sgeen memory, and
grows downwards... i it grew upwads we
would have senous problems!

The stack can be very useful for doing all
sorts of naughty things, if used correctly. For
instance, it can be used for extremely quick
storing and transfernng of data and can be used
to speed up your programs no end There are
two instructions explicitly for the use of the
stack:

N.B. rr refers to a double register (AF, BC, DE,
HL or the index registers [X and [Y).

M rr - Pushes data onto the stack
MP rr - Pops data off the stack

The stack is very simple to use and, for those of
you are (nterested, the computer uses the Stack
Pointer (SP) o keep tzack of the next free loca.
tion on the stack. This is fortunate because if
the Amstrad did not have a stack pointer, it
would be some form of mutated plastic mould
and wouldn't be of any use 10 MAan, wWoman of
machine! (Pull yourself together man - ed)

Now it's ume for another assembly program
which demonstrates the use of the stack (listing
one). This program was writlen using the
Devpac Assembler featured on the covertape of
AATO. Just type: 1T 18,18 in command mode and
type in the code as printed

Now press CTEAC to return to command
mode, assembie the program and run it This is
a simple example of how the stack can be used.
Firstly, both DE and HL are PUSHed onto the
stack so that the values held in those registers
won't be corrupted in any way. Then, the first
value on the stack is POPped off the stack and
intc HL foliowed by the second value held on
the stack being POPped into HL

This may all seem pretty pointless but it

demonsuates a vital concept. It shows you how
to preserve the values heid in requsters so that
you can retrieve them when needed and it also
allows you Lo perform cunning operations. ..

However, it is very easy 1o lose track of what
has been pushed and popped, so be very care-
ful At worst, you will czash the computer. At
best, you will have wickedly fast code!

A very hexy system
You have probably noticed that the numbers in
my programs are very pecubar. This is a number
system called hexadecimal (hex for short)

Hex uses the sixteen digits 0. 1. 2, 3. 4. 5. 6.
7.8,9. A B, C D, Eand F. These represent 0 1o
15 in decimal:

For exampie, 17 in decimal is #11 in hex and 30
in decimal is #1E in hex Hex numbers, using
Devpac, are represented using the ¢ symbol

“This is all very well." you may say, “but why
use such a pecullar system?” The answer is
simple; it makes life easier for us because it
works in a similar fashion to the number system
‘binary’ (the computer's number system), only
hex is stmpler 1o identify and calculate.

These numbers are stored in the computer
in the sameé way as any other number, this sys-
tem metely reflects the way the computer stores
these numbers and makes our job a ot easier
Anybody not sure about the way the computer
stores numbers should see article one in this
series (AA72), You will quickly get used to
using hex and, like me and everybody else, will
preder it.

Anybody requinng a complete list of hex
and decimal numbers will find one at the back
of their CPC user manuall

Rotating your bits!
Machine code is almost entirely a mathematical
language Hence there is no escaping the basic
concepts. [t is now time to discuss rotations and
shifts of binary bits

Rotations and shifts form the building blocks
of routines like multiplication, division and
scrolling etc. So, grasp this concept and you
have grasped the basics of machine code pro-
gramming'

Firstly, let's have a quick revision of how an
B-bit binary number is constructed:

To finish off rotating our bits (ouchl!), it is time
to explain the use of the carry flag

What use is the carry flag? Well, the carry
flag can be used to multiply or add two numbers
together with a total value greater than 255. It
can also be used for multiplication and other
mathematical routines, as you will see later,

For now though, let's see how the camy
flag works..

You can see that the largest possible number
that can be represented with a 7-bit printer
port is 127 (ie all bits switched on). Fine, but
by excluding that left-most eighth bit (known
as the ‘most significant bit' or MSB) which
would be 128, it isn't possible to get a full
complement of 8-bit oumbers - those from 128
to 255.
