A simple 'A:' does not change the user
area, only the disc drive.

Though this is mainly about CP/M
Plus, it may be worth adding a couple of
points about AMSDOS which is, in
effect, an 'improvement' on CP/M
version 2.2. Instead of having a 'system
area', AMSDOS allows users to use
programs and data in any user area by
simply adding the user number to the
filename; so

run '6:myprog

will run the program 'IVPIPROG.BAS'
in user area 6 and you can save and load
data to and from any user area so long
as its user number is specified in the
command. So AMSDOS users can also
make full use of user areas to group
their files. the AMSDOS command to
change to another user area is:

IUSER,n

where 'n' is the new user area. If you
use this and then enter 'CAT', the pref-
ace to the catalogue will say 'User area
n' and the amount of free space will
take into account the files in other user
areas.

There is one more 'attribute' to de-
scribe - the Archive attribute. This is
only available with PIP Version 3 sup-
plied with CP/M Plus but can be used
on AMSDOS discs. Try this: using your
system disc (your backup, not the origi-
nal!) ,load PIP and copy KEYS.WP from
wide I to any other disc adding [a] at
the end of the PIP command line, as in

b:-a:keys.wp[al

Then repeat the command and you will
get a very unhelpful 'File not found'
from PIP. But, if you exit PIP and enter
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DIR

you will find the file is still on drive A:.
Entering:

DIR [full]

shows that KEYS.IVP now has 'Arcv'
after 'Dir RW (Figure 1). KEYS.WP
will lose this attribute when the file is
amended and then the command 'PIP
b:-aleys.wp al ' will result in a copy of
the amended file being made. The
Archive attribute can be turned off with

SET KEYS.WP [archive=off]

If you use F ai every time you back up
data, PIP will copy only those 'Dir' files
which have been changed since the
disc was last backed up. Add I rj or Igl
if backing up a file with the 'Sys' attrib-
ute or one in a different user area.

Three final points: firstly, most older
programs, like Supercalc, do not un-
derstand user areas but, if you make all
the Supercalc files in user area 0 into
'Sys' files with:

SET B:SC2*.lsysl

(either by using a separate drive B: or
by swapping discs as requested), you
can then log onto a different user area
and run Supercalc from within a differ-
ent user area. All your data files will be
saved to this user area but, if you exit
Supercalc and change the user area
again, Supercalc will still run from the
new user area but your old data files
will be inaccessible in the previous user
area until you exit Supercalc and log
back into the previous user area again.

Secondly, you will find that some
directory displays may look rather odd
because CP/M uses the 'eighth bit' of
certain characters in a filename to rec-
ord some of the attributes. Since each
character in a filename only needs seven
bits, CP/M interprets the eighth bit
separately from the first seven. But

UM
older programs interpret the eighth bit
as part of the letter and display funny
characters on the screen.

Thirdly, every time you save a new
version of a 'Sys' file CP/M resets the
'Sys' attribute to 'Dir' and leaves it in
the current user area. This happens
whenever I add a new word to the
supplementary dictionary in my spell-
ing checker because the program re-
writes the whole supplementary dic-
tionary with the new word in the cor-
rect alphabetical sequence. In order to
access the supplementary dictionary
from all user areas, I have to reset the
'Sys' attribute for this one file and, in
some cases, copy it back to user area 0
after I have added a new word. I use a
SUBMIT tile to carry this each time but
more recent programs cope with this
automatically.

Everything I have talked about so far
can be done on standard data format
discs which can be used by both
AMSDOS and CP/M. But when Digi-
tal Research decided to replace version
2.2 with version 3, or CP/M Plus as it
later became known, it knew it had to
offer better directory facilities. This
meant re-writing the information stored
on the directory tracks of the discs.

The new directory tracks could not
be read by version 2.2 but many users
would want to continue using discs on
both version 2.2 and version 3 ma-
chines. So CP/M Plus was written to
be able to read both the older and the
newer format discs. AMSDOS follows
the older format used by versions 2.2
so 6128 owners can choose either for-
mat. DISC KIT in fact only produces old
format discs. To create a new format
disc, you must take an existing old
format disc and use INITDIR (for 'Ini-
tialise Directory') to create the new
format. Once you have done this, a
whole new world of atributes, includ-
ing disc labels. (late and time stamps
and passwords, becomes available to
you. That is the subject of my next
piece.

„I f  PIP encounters a 'Read fail', your
disc is definitely corrupted: PIP will
tell you which file has been corrupted
but you cannot use the same formula
to get at the rest of the files. You will
know from PIP which files have been
successfully copied; you will need to
use DIR to identify the remainder,
reload PIP and then enter their names
individually,

My experience has been that PIP
doesn'tusually encounter a'Read fail'.
I would therefore always try this be-
fore suspecting a hardware fault.

Eliza. It is a conversational pro-

gram allowing you to talk with the
computer, The computer responses are
determined by keywords in the last
sentence you typed in.

But., not only can you now converse
with your CPC, you can be insulted by
it too! Thomas is the most insulting
piece of software I have ever met. The
person who wrote this program must

have a very twisted mind!
Obviously, this type of program on a

CPC is not going to be as good as on a
MAC mainly because of the lack of
memory. However, that said, Thomas
is still good fun for an hour or two. After
a few turns, you can make the program
talk to you by using words that you
know it recognises. And, since it is
written in Basic, you can expand i t
adding even more insult to injury!

A sample conversation with Thomas
could go something like this:

ME: Hello Thomas.
TH: I was told never to speak to strang-
ers who say 'hello'.

sette from i1.50 to £2.25 which is excel-
lent value for money. They can also be
supplied on disc. When space permits.
I will be including some reviews of the
games received so far.

The term "Home-brew" may be
unknown to some readers, so let me
explain. A lot of games programmers
began their careers, tinkering away in
their bedrooms, usually on Spectrums

because the CPC had not been invented
at that time. Large software houses and
dedicated computer software shops,
did not exist either. These early pro-
grammers sold their games through
classified ads, etc. As they became more
proficient and the consumer demand
increased, so it naturally followed that
small businesses were set up to handle
the marketing and distribution. It also
naturally followed, that some of the
small businesses grew to be the giants
that we have today.

When the CPC arrived in 1984, a lot
of the software companies were already
established, with a string of successful
games released on the Spectrum and
BBC, already behind them. To convert
a text adventure from one computer
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AD VENT
format to another is a fairly simple
exercise, so the new cpc owner was
greeted almost immediately with a large
choice of adventures to choose from,
as the established houses converted
their old titles across to the CPC. This
meant that the Amstrad owner was
very lucky and on the whole, avoided
the then usual experience, of owning a
new machine but without having any
software to run on it.

We are now starting to turn full circle
as the major software producers are
concentrating their output on the lu-
crative, le more profitable, 16 bit ma-
chines, This is beginning to leave a gap
on the software shop shelves but once
again, the programmers are tinkering
away in their bedrooms. (Make of that
whatever you will!) This means that
the CPC adventure market, is as alive
and well as ever before but the games
are now being supplied by mail-order,
via classified ads or through the spe-
cialist adventure magazines, like Ad-
venture Probe. I cannot say that every
home-grown game is excellent but then
neither was every release from Level 9
or Magnetic Scrolls either_ Neither are
you likely to receive your game in a
glossy box complete with a full length
novel, free cuddly toy and a badge. But
you will on the whole, receive a very
play-able adventure at a remarkably
low price. Which would you rather
have?

I will be doing my best through this
column, to keep you informed of what
games have been released and what I
think of them. Provided of course, that
the adventure authors send them into
ACU for my review.

Finally, Dave Havard has offered to
keep us supplied with Infocom tips and
maps, etc. This offer is most gratefully
accepted and any similar offers of help
would be most welcome. I think we will
devote a small area to helpful adventur-
ers, called "Scrolls of Wisdom". So Dave
is the first name on our scroll.

If you have already mas-
teredTetris, then the ground
rules of its successor will be
all too clear to you. I f  you
haven't, then I suggest a lot
of practice is in order.

First of all, though, you'll
have to leaf through the
manual to get through the
protection sequence by cor-
rectly inputting data about
Russian Republics. Right,
now on with the fiendish
game itself.

The idea, of course, is to
manipulate playing blocks
down the sides of the well

into which you are peering,
so that they fi t alongside
other pieces at the bottom.

Form a vertical or horizon-
tal line and i t  disappears.
giving you room to do more
of the same.

The playing blocks them-
selves can consist of  two,
three, four or five segments,
depending on the difficulty
level you have selected. For
novices, forget about the five
segment pieces to start with
and stay firmly on difficulty
level one.

Another firm suggestion
would be to stick to the low-
est speed possible until you
have built up a bit of confi-
dence. You can also cheat a
little by pressing NEXT,
which allows you a sneak
preview of the next piece you
have to fit into your schemes,
although i t  does subtract
from your score.

blocks for a while until you
get used to the simple-seem-
ing movements. Remember,
as long as the block is still on
the wall, you can move it
wherever you want. Once it
touches the floor, you're
stuck with that shape.

If you're not careful, a
segment of the block will be
left protruding up the wall.
and what happens then? It
freezes you out. The wall is
then out of bounds for three
turns. making things decid-
edly difficult.

The more walls you block,
the more impossible it be-
comes to make even your
best strategies work out and,
if the blocks build up too high,

or you manage to block all
four walls, the game is over.

Bascially, make s ure
you've got your thinking
noddle on before even think-
ing about giving Welltris a
spin. It can be over all too
quickly for the unprepared
but, take it easy, think about
where each block will stop
along t he  bot tom and
prepare moves in advance,
and you could well see things
beginning t o  shape up
nicely.

Build wisely and you

TYPE
A bout fifteen years ago I used to

receive letters from a large in-
ternational company which was

one of my clients. They were beauti-
fully typed and printed on a machine
which gave an output that looked like
typesetting. The letters seemed to re-
flect everything about the client that
fitted my imagination; successful, pro-
fessional, organised, efficient, up-
market and - above-all - classy.

This was in an era when golf-ball
typewriters were considered hi-tech
and daisy-wheel machines cost an 'arm
and a leg' - and you could only dream
about them anyway. I  realised then
that beautifully presented documents
created a subliminal image in the re-
cipient's mind.

I bought my fi rst typewriter, a

INVOICE
I've obviously changed by address
and telephone number!

The letterhead section was printed
first using the brand new soon to be
released - CHELMER font on the top
line (from the READLEVEextension).
Address and telephone number are
in FINETYPE from the ELITE pro-
gram.

The host program then printed the
other text, which is in HEAVY font,
and also the boxes and vertical lines.

It took about an hour to design and
a further hour to fine-tune. Six sheets
of paper were used before I was satis-
fied.
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Using Brunword Elite,
Vic Barnes
demonstrates Steps
I ,2 and 3 towards
professional DTP
mechanical mons t ros i t y ,  a t
Woolworths for E49. After that came a
succession of machines which include
a Brother EP44 and a cheap Olivetti
daisy-wheel. My first consideration had
always been quality of output, but on a
limited budget it was inevitable that I
would soon become disenchanted.

Eventually, I  purchased a CPC
complete with DMP 2000. The NLQ of
the printer was awful, until I  bought
Qualitas. I loved the Clarion typeface
because it looked like typesetting and I
spent hours trying to create documents
thatgave the impression they had been
professionally printed. I  still think
Qualitas is one of the best programs
ever devised for the CPC, but the need
for a second hobby while the DMP
struggled to print out a 4,000 word
article persuaded me to buy a 24 pin
printer - the Star LC24-10. Speed of
printing was wonderful, but I  didn't
think its best font, Prestige, was much
of an improvement on Clarion. Then -
as they say in all the best adverts - I
discovered Brun word Elite.

The program is a 'one-off. There is
nothing like it available for any other
computer and calling it a 'word proces-
sor' is an injustice to Peter Brunning.
Elite will certainly take care of all your
word crunching needs, but to buy it for
that reason alone is a waste. Its real
strength is in other unique features
such as the 'page layout' facility and the
splendid, high-quality proportional
fonts included with the program. These
fonts provide the user with a quality of
output that is onlyjust bettered by laser

printers. And there is no loss of print-
ing speed either!

There are four basic fonts supplied
(with the 24 pin version) Comput,
Fineline, Finetype and Heavy. The first,
Corn put has been provided purely for
use as a display font and the latter,
Heavy is similar to, but double the thick-
ness, of Fineline. All normal, 24 pin
printer variations can be used such as
italic, condensed, double-height,
double-width, bold and double-strike
etc.

The two prestige fonts (no pun in-
tended) are Fineline (sans serif) and

CASSETTE LABEL
This took about 20 minutes to design
and about an hour to fine-tune. Three
print-outs were required to get it right.

The font HEAVY, in normal, con-
densed and lengthened.
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Finetype (serif). Practically all typeset-
ting typefaces are based on these two
designs and they are similar to indus-
try standards, Helvetica or Gill, and
Times respectively. Supplied in three
different sizes the fonts can be accessed
by the program and used to replace the
Printer's standard fonts.

The reason Elite's fonts are of such
high quality is because they are cus-
tomised, or dedicated. Peter Brunning
didn't just think of a basic design for his
fonts and then rattle them off, he fine-
tuned each individual letter before he
was satisfied. After reading the Epsom
book on font design he promptly ig-
nored the perfectly good advice and
standard practices which the book
recommended. Forexample, ascenders
use one more space than necessary
and descenders use two more. Curves
are also different, they often use an
extra space, but it depends on the letter
and the degree of curvature required.
If you examined each character on a
font editor they wouldn't look too spe-
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cial, but they do print beautifully!
Allied to its near typesetting quality,

the program allows the drawing of
boxes, and vertical or horizontal lines
of variable thickness. It also has the
ability to print any number of columns,
in any position. A final (vital) feature is
the ability to 'reset' the printer a t  any
stage during printing— to any specified
point on the paper.

Aword processor program with such
a multitude of features can obviously
be used for a multitude of tasks. It can
even rival DTP packages, available on
a PC, when its advantages are exploited,
and when used within its limitations.
Fanzines produced with Elite can look
artistic and professional. Letterheads,
if designed with care and printed pro-
fessionally are almost indistinguishable
from a commercially produced item.
My own uses include the design of
business invoices and statements etc. I
produce two Newsletters for motoring
journalist's organisations and these are
similar to the Brun word advertise-
ments, because they share an identical
layout (cribbed from the program
examples!) Finally, all manner of per-
sonal printing such as disc and cassette
labels, colour slide captions and file
titles make use of various fonts in
appropriate sizes.

Using the program requires some
effort and no-little time, but if you take
pride in good presentation this becomes
a 'labour of love'. However, there are a
number of shortcuts and one of them is
to make use of the supplied examples.
Simply, load the page layout you'd like
to duplicate; delete the Brunning text
and save the instructions as a template.
All you have to do then is type-in your

own text and, hey presto, a perfect
layout with no tears!

If you prefer to create your own page
designs be prepared to waste a few
sheets of tractor-feed paper. Elite is not
a WYSIWYG program. Columns are
created by reversing the printer at the
bottom of each page, but the command
for doing this is placed at the top. Print-
ing boxes and vertical lines is best
accomplished after printing all text.
Getting these features positioned cor-
rectly requires some thought or plan-
ning. The secret is accurate measure-
ment from a 'dead zero' position in the
top left corner of the page.

The method I now use has saved me
considerable time and paper, and is
extremely simple. First, make sure that
each sheet of paper is loaded in pre-
cisely the same position. Create a tem-
plate by typing in all commands such
as number and starting point of each
column: justification and line spacing;
position of boxes and vertical lines and,
all margin off-sets. The final command
should be 'Reset To Zero'. With this
done, type in a full point and print the
result. You now have 'dead zero' and all
measurements can be taken from this
point. Check and adjust any measure-
ments you may have got wrong and
save the result as a template.

Brunword Elite can be further
expanded by the use of the new Head-
line extension. Designed primarily for
9 pin printers, it can also be used with
24 pin versions. Seven new fonts are
supplied and a number of new com-
mands help to extend the host
program's versatility even further.
Headline is loaded into Elite as an op-
tion and to make room for it Brunspell
is cleared. The spell-checker can be
reloaded at anytime by the same proce-
dure.

Headline is switched 'on' and 'off'
(within Elite) as and when required.
This allows a tremendous variety of
print styles and sizes to be used on any
single document. Sizes up to 16 times
normal can be specified as well as the
option to use a multi-strike feature. The
trade-off is a loss of printer speed when
Headline is running. This is because it
was designed to use standard 8 pin
quad graphics. However, if  the pro-
gram is used only for headings and
display-type, this need not be a prob-
lem as you will immediately switch
Elite back on. If you don't mind waiting
awhile, Headline prints beautiful 'body
copy'. It will also produce great letter-
heads and compliment slips, and truly
excellent artwork for business cards.

If you wish to produce any of the
items above, simply create your art-
work (on clean, white paper) at twice

The CPC is a serious

machine, so says the
Doc, which is capable
of being networked.
Not a lot  o f  people
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anything about networks. Hrnm.
Not a lot of you. OK, in this

article I'm going to be explaining what
a network is, how it works, and how it
can be useful for the CPC owner/user.

Nov, it may seem to you that the
good ol' Arnold isn't anything but a

games machine, and, I suppose, for a
great many people that's perfectly true.
But it can be put to sterling service in
the small business environment —
you've just got to look at the number of
so- called 'serious' packages available
for it, and it's a fact that some of the best
wordprocessors around run on our fa-

Getting
Netted
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vourite machines.
However, not many people success-

fully exploit the connectivity that the
Amstrad machines are capable of  I
know, there are plenty that have mo-
dems hanging from the backs of their
machines, but the CPC is also a neat
machine for using in a network.

So what's a Network?
The simplest way of describing a net-
work is to say that it's a means of shar-
ing resources between machines.
Networks come on a number of levels,
the first of which I'll call the ambulant
format.

This is the simplest way of file shar-
ing there is. You pop a disc out of your
drive, amble to your mate's machine,
and slip it into his drive. Bingo— instant
file sharing. Printer sharing works the
same way — you whip the printer off
your desk, and carry it over to another
machine to be used. No problem.

The trouble with this is, the machine
that your mate/colleague has may not
be able to read your disc — it could be a
tape based 464, it might be a PC. it
could be an Amiga (who he??). So. the
ambulant network works best when
compatible machines are being used.

The next step us is the two-machine
RS232C network. In this format, two
machines at any one time can be con-
nected together to exchange files —
much like using a modem. In fact, it's
the commonest method of file exchange
between machines that are not at the
same site. Again, though, it has its limi-
tations - the files aren't being shared at
all, merely exchanged, and two ma-
chines are tied up when neither needs
to be.

Let me explain this sharing concept
a little more fully — you're probably not
too aware of how it works. We'll take a
database file as an example.

Let's say that Fred and Joe both need
access to the same contacts list, held in
a database file. Under normal, non-net-
worked, conditions, each has his own
copy, which he updates as he goes. No
problem, you might think, but there is
a hitch.

Fred might insert a contact that he's
got that Joe needs to use. At the same
time, Joe inserts another contact that
Fred will need to use. Each has it on his
personal copy of the database file. Let's
say company policy is to have only one
file, such that each employee has ac-
cess to all contacts (an eminently sen-
sible arrangement). Who has it? Is it
Joe, or Fred, since each now has a
different file.

What needs to be done is to merge
the two files, so that all new entries,
from both Fred and Joe, are in it. That,
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of course takes time, and since both
Fred and Joe are double glazing sales-
men, their time costs money, so it's a
waste of time.

Now, if Fred and Joe were part of a
network —if their CPCs were networked
togetherwith another machine or more,
they could keep the database file on
ONE machine, and each could look at
it whenever he needed to. He could
also add to it as a new entry needed to
be made, and the other would be able
to see it immediately.

In this case, Fred and Joe would
SHARE the file, rather than having to
keep their own separate copies and
swap notes each night. As either Fred
orJoe updated it—either inserted a new
record or deleted one — t he other
would be kept appraised, as they both
use the same file.

It's a very simple concept, but it only
works when some kind of network is
running. Now, the ambulant network I
spoke of earlier could work in this way.
and work quite satisfactorily in a net-
work of similar machines. All it would
entail would be ONE disc with the file
on it being passed around from pillar to
post here there and everywhere, with
an obvious consequence.

It's going to get lost, or some bright
spark is going to decide that rather
than go hunting for it, he'll make a copy
and use that. Eventually, the shared
file isn't kept updated, and people re-
vert to having their own copies.

If, however the machines are net-
worked, all machines (stations, we call
them) have access to the central file,
and everything's hunky dory.

Now, at this point, I can just imagine
that you're sitting there saying 'What
on earth has this do do with the CPC??'.
Quite a lot, actually. Remember, at the
top of this article I said that the CPC is
capable of being networked, and it is,

courtesy of those nice people at Nine
Tiles, who actually produce a CPC
network called Superlink, which I'll be
reviewing in two parts next month and
the month after. (I bet 9T get a phone
call from another mag now!)

So, now that you know we're not just
talking theory, how do these here net-
work thingies work?

Topology.
It's actually quite simple. On the CPC,
every data signal inside the machine is
duplicated at the expansion port. If you
so desired, you could knock up a super-
swish keyboard and interface it to your
machine via the port, and not bother

FRES
using the built-in one. So, the port is
capable of input as wellas output - but
you knew that already, didn't you?
Didn't you???!!! Well it is!

If it's capable of input as well as
output, there's no reason on earth why
it couldn't accept signals from another
machine, or even a number of other
machines, and share information with
them. And here's the beauty, those
other mach i nes don't HAVE to be CPCs.
They can be PCs, STs, Amigas, what-
ever, as long as they have the same ca-
pabilities.

If you only have two machines talk-
i ng to each other like this, there are few
problems— one talks, the otherlistens,
and if the 'conversation' is slow enough,
both can talk and listen at once - much
like people can. That's called 'DUPLEX-
ING', and it's fairly straightfoward.
Introduce a third machine, though, and
things start to get hairy.

In this case, assume we've got three
machines, A,B and C. Both A and B
want to talk to C at the same time. If
they do, C will get confused, since it
won't know which is saying what. To fix
it, A and B assemble their information
into small chunks called PACKETS,
and put  their signature on them
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(their NETWORK ID). A has a look
at the network to see if anything is
happening, and, i f  it's clear, sends
a packet to C. Meanwhile, B has a
look, and sees that A is sending, so
waits. As soon as it's dear, B sends its
packet.

C, on the other hand, sits there wait-
ing, and is informed that a packet is
coming for it, so it reads the network
ID of the sender, and stores it away.
When it  gets the packet from B, i t
stores that separately, and acknowl-
edges both packets as received.

Once C receives all the packets that
A has to send, it acts on the instruc-
tions, and similarly with B. Thus, all
three can talk together, with the net-
work controlling whose turn it is to
speak at any given time.

Now, this isn't an exhaustive treatise
on networks — we haven't looked at the
various topologies that exist, for in-
stance. But, it ought to make the Super-
link review a little easier to understand
when you come to read it next month.

To give you a little foretaste, the
network under test consists of two
CPC6128 machines and an Amstrad
3386SX PC. I'll be slotting a 6128 PLUS
into the net if I can as well. Thus far, it
works beautifully next  month, all will
be revealed.

Serial Links
Next on the line, a letter from Richard
Keeton, from Beaulieu (By000ly!) in
Hants...

Is it possible to link an IBM PC com-
patible and a CPC 6128 together via a
serial link in order to transfer text and
graphics files to and from each one? If
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it is possible, then how could this be
done, and what software would be
needed. The other question is about
printer drivers. Is there a printer driver
for the 6128 which will drive an HP
Deskjet 500 for text and graphics?'

First things first. The serial link is a
doddle - it's something I do on an al-
most daily basis, as I edit most of my

text on my PC machines. The simplest
way is to have comms software at ei-
ther end of a null modem lead 'twild the
two machines and use Xmodem or
Zmodem (in MEX or ZPMCPC under
CP/M) to transfer the files. I run the
link at 9600 baud, and have very few
problems. However, there is another
way, if it's something you need to do on
a regular basis.

As you'll see from my article on Net-
works elsewhere in this issue, Nine
Tiles have a system that will allow you
to network your CPC into an IBM PC
compatible, and thus do away with serial
links altogether. It also has the double
advantage that you can then store all
your files on the PCs hard disk (assum-
ing it has one). Keep reading for the
nexttwo issues to find out how it works,
and whether it's a good buy.

Now, to your Printer problem. I don't
know of a specific DJ500 driver for the
CPC, but, if memory serves me right,
the printer does have an Epson emula-
tion and quite a good one at that- built
in. If you read further in this column, I
think you'll discover that you will proba-
bly manage to drive it as far as text is

Paradoxes
knowledge resided a foul creature, one
with impious designs on Man, for whom
he had no love.

And that creature created the printer,
and was pleased with his work, and saw
that it was, well, sort of OK, if you knew
how to work it, if you see what I mean.
And on the next day (lid he create his
most impious design, the Printer Man-
ual, and cackled with glee, for this was
to be Man's undoing, as it spoke in
tongues unknown to all men.

Apocryphal? Maybe. Accurate? Al-
most certainly. Printers and their asso-
ciated problems generate more letters
for this column than any other single
item of kit or software - and when you
think about it, you soon realise why.

Firstly, there's a factor of diversity.
There are probably more printer types
that you and I have had hot dinners
(and I don't eat much salad!) Broadly
speaking, there are Dot Matrix Impact,
Dot Matrix Thermal, Daisr,vheel Im-
pact and the Laser derivatives. Each of
these can be driven either from a Serial
(RS232C) (Jr Parallel (Centronics) port.
And then there are the emulations.

Emulation Working
Oh, boy do these cause trouble. There
are two common types in Dot Matrix
printers - IBM Proprinter and Epson.
Epson what?Ali, well. that's the 864,000
question. You see, Epson have proba-
bly churned out more printer standards
than anyone else - few of which are
truly compatible with each other, and
it's fairly easy to understand why.

When the first DN1P came out, there
was no requirement for high quality
printing, italics, bold print, graphics
and so forth -  if you wanted a letter
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typed, you had your secretary do it on
the office Remington. Printers back
then were just for churning out parts
lists, inventories and so on - very dotty,
slow, and not too reliable.

Thus was the first standard formu-
lated. Nine pins, no frills. But. then
some bright spark realised that things
could be improved, and so various
knobs and whistles got added, and each
time, Epson, the market leaders in
printer technology for many years,
produced a machine to fit the bill. So.
you have FX80. EX80, LX80, JX80, GQ,
ELP, the list goes on and on and on...

Other manufacturers, never really
wanting to re-invent the wheel, looked
at what Epson d id. saw that it was good,
and decided that, since so many people
actually bought the things, and so many
software houses made their programs
work with the Epson printers, they
would copy, or emulate, the way the
Epson printers worked.

Now, that would be fine, if Epson had
stuck rigidly to their own standards. To
a large extent, they did, for the basic
functions. But as facilities increased,
so did the number of ways they ap-
proached the problem of how to tell the
printer to do something.

And all of this was before 24 pin
printers were even thought of. As you
can imagine, another 15 pins simply
compounded the problem. Now, not
only did you need another lot of com-

mands to do hoopy things with the
extra resolution, people STILL wanted
to be compatible with the older Epson
models - even though they were infe-
rior in every way. Why? Because their
software was set up to use them, and

e all know that the price of your
computer and printer is soon out-
stripped by the cost of the software you
gather (have a look at your own collec-
tion and add up the RRPs y o u ' l l
-
s e e
what I mean).

To make matters even worse, IBM
(who had been a typewriter firm for
aeons) took their usual attitude, and re-
invented the wheel just for the hell of it,
creating yet another set of standards_
(remember, up until relatively recently,
nobody ever got fired for buying IBM -
so lots of IBM printers got sold). The
result? Two sets of disparate standards,
some of which weren't all that standard
even in their own camps. r

The final confusion comes from
manuals. These were (some still are)
written by the people that designed
and engineered the software and hard-
ware that makes up a printer. That pre-
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supposes that they KNOW how to work
the damned things. I have no problem
with that. However. I'm sure we've all
come across people who are absolute
whizz-kids in their field, but can't ex-
plain what they do for toffee. Why, oh
why is it always THOSE people that
write printer manuals??

The resultant tomes are inevitably a
tangled mass of cross references, inde-
cipherable code and terms that aren't
explained anywhere in the same book-
let. For years, printer manuals were
printed in Japlish (a hybridisation of
Japanese and English, with lots lost in
translation) and had rotten line draw-
ings that didn't tally with what you had
in front of you

And out of all of this, we poor users
had to make some sense and get the
things actually working. I well remem-
ber my first printer, a lowly 50CPS
(Characters Per Second) Tandy
DMP105 that was compatible with ab-
solutely nothing but itself. Its manual
went to great lengths to explain how its
graphics mode worked, and I  spent
months (I kid you not) writing a BASIC
program to perform a screen dump to
it, taking shading and so forth into
account to represent colours.

The task was not made any easier
byt the information in the manual, in
fact it was made harder, since the ver-
sion of BASIC it used was peculiar to
the Tan dy computers - again incompat-
ible with anything you'd ever come
across, and with commands I couldn't
hope to emulate with a single line of
code in Amstrad Basic (or any others I
had, and I had a few).

The final code took roughly an hour
'to run and finish, and the output wasn't
That startling, much to my chagrin, but
• I learned a lot about reading printer
manuals and how to find out how the
actual machines. work. ,
..I  a l s o  
w e n t
through lots of ribbons (and they were-
n't cheap then, either), and made a few
more discoveries along the way.

Like, did you know that the more a
ribbon cassette is designed to prevent
you getting your hands dirty, the dirt-
ier your hands get when you change •
it?? Like, did you know that there are

/- more ribbon cassette types than there
_ a re  printer types, and no matter how

hard you look, you can never buy the
one you need when you want it, but
when you do find them, and buy half a
dozen (having travelled from Edin-
burgh to London to do so) the shop
round the corner from you suddenly
gets hundreds•* stock at a quarter of
the price you've just paid for yours?

And there's more! Are you aware
that your continuous paper is cunningly
designed to be just that little bit longer

than your printer thinks i t  is (or
shorter)? And that the printer's short-
est paper advance is not a sub-multiple
of that discrepancy, so you can never
get your output to start at the same
place on two consecutive sheets.

And what about DIP switches? Why

are they never marked with 'ON' and
'OFF. Why are thay always positioned
under concealed covers that break your
nails when you try to shift them? And
why does the point of the pencil always
snap when you try to adjust the micro-
scopic little beggars?

Colour

And then we come to colour. Another
set of standards, another set of head-
aches, and even more gobbledygook
in the manuals. You can bet your last
beer token that the colour printer you've
just bought isn't. supported explicity by
your software, simply because the soft-
ware authors went out of business two
years before the machine was invented
That's par for the course. The emula-
tion factors get worse, purely because
Epson didn't get in first (or at the right
price, anyway), and the ribbons can
cause major headaches.

For instance, I've discovered that
fabric colour ribbons are good for one
decent printout, and rapidly go down-
hill after that. Why? because of the way
they work.

There are four bands on the ribbon,
Cyan, Yellow, Magenta, and Black on
the one I've had most recenly, or some-
times Yellow, Red, and Blue (with
black). When the pins fire through the
ribbon, they pick up some ink, and
tranfer it to thenext colour up it. Also,
when the seconcreolour is printed over
the first, the ribbon picks up bits of
damp ink from the page.

The result is plain to see — a muddy
green yellow, a purple red, a blue that's
a dark green, and only the black re-

-' • -00molsolu'
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mains unscathed (until it, too, goes a
muddy khaki colour), and that's only
the ribbon! Hard copy degenerates into
an artist's nightmare, more suited to
Andy Warhol and Salvador Dali than
the pristine vision you've got onscreen
- and that's assuming you've managed
to get it out to the printer.

Oh, yes, I LOVE printers—they keep
me in work!! See you next month, and
I bet there'll be a printer related prob-
lem or two in there!
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be programmed with a set of
notes and used to control a

synthesiser module to produce a re-
peating riff or sequence of notes. Se-
quencers vary in their sophistication —
some can only store a dozen notes,
others can store several thousand.

As most synthesisers control pitch
by voltage, le the higher the voltage the
higher the pitch, many sequencers
actually store a list of voltages. These
can be used to control any voltage
controllable part of the synthesiser.
Most synthesiser modules are designed

Slappa dat
to be governed by voltages and are
called such things as VCO (Voltage
Controlled Oscillator), V A  (Voltage
Controlled Amplifier) and VCF (Volt-
age Controlled Filter). Every time we
use a DATA statement to read in a
string of notes we are, in effect, using a
sequencer.

We can add a Bass Sequencer to the
last program, which will play a riff and
allow us to improvise over the top of it.
This is common in electronic music
and the use of sequencers has been
popularised by such musicians as
Tangerine Dream, Kraftwerk and Jean-
Michel Jarre. The listing shows the
lines we must add to last month's Pro-
gram.

Corn mentary
The sequencer uses ENV 15 and ENT
15 which are defined in lines 60 and 70.
The main routine, from lines 2010 to
2050 is as simple as can be — read note
and play it. It uses ON SQ GOSUB
which is primed in line 80 and rearmed
at line 2040.

The program will run by itself if you
add:

Altering the bass riff
Extra sequences have been included in
lines 2090 to 2110 for you to experi-
ment with and new ones can easily be
added. Try the sequence in line 2100
with a longer envelope such as:

ENV 15,1,15.1,1,-2,10,13,-1,15
Alter the tone envelope to suit.
The riffs in the program are quite

simple but could be extended to any
length by adding more data. You could
even program the sequencer to play

the complete bass line of a tune.

Developing the sequencer
You could add a rhythm to the se-
quencer based upon the ideas in Pro-
gram 7.2 but you would lose the chorus
facility. This would be quite interest-
ing.

Apart from adding more envelopes,
rhythms, sequences and effects, you
might like to put a memory capability
into the program so it remembers what
you have played and can play it back.
This could be very useful. If you are
improvising and play a good sequence
of notes it is not always easy to remem-
ber later what notes you played.

To accomplish this it would be nec-
essary to include an incrementing vari-
able in the program and to record the
variable's value whenever a key is
pressed or released. The notes would
be stored in an army, the variable pro-
viding the subscript.

Taking the program even a stage
further, if you added editing facilities,
allowed envelope changes during play-
back and had facilities for altering pitch
and tempo you would be on the way to
a miniature recording console. I t  is
certainly a worthwhile exercise.

If you want to control and alter music
to such a fine degree, the difficulty of
playing the QWERTY keyboard does
not make your job easy. Perhaps a
better and more suitable solution is to
preprogram the entire piece and let the
computer manage the difficult pas-
sages.

To play two- or three-part tunes; if
the notes of all the channels have the
same duration a simple program will
do the trick, le read notes and play
them. Problems arise, however, when
each channel contains notes of differ-

ent durations.
The solution is to store the notes in
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a note when it's required. The ON SQ
and rendezvous commands make our
task quite easy.
Stereo positioning

I normally arrange the channels as
follows:

Channel A: Melody line. Channel C:
Bass line. Channel B: Anything inbe-
tween, often reinforcing the bass/ac-
companiment.

If the piece has a prominent bass line
I sometimes program that first into
channel A.

This tries to take into account the
stereo positions of the voices. As some
channels may be used to play more
than one part, eg channel B, the stereo
image may sometimes sound strange.
The use of stereo is very effective and
if you can connect the output to stereo
speakers it is certainly worthwhile, not
least for the increase in sound quality
which larger speakers will bring. Even
plugging in a pair of stereo headphones
will enable you to appreciate the stereo
effect. Generally, the melody will come
from one side, the bass from the other
and the inbetween parts from the
centre.

The three voices are stored as inde-
pendent sets of data and you can pro-
gram any channel to play any voice. To
experiment with stereo placings, read
the data into different channels.

The melody and bass lines are the
most important and set the character of
the piece. I use channel B to fill in the
harmony where required and it  can
switch from bass to melody as neces-
sary. With this sort of arrangement,
channels A and C will be dealt with
before channel B, which may seem
strange when you look through the
listing.



The next program gives us control
over five elements of each note. In
practice, it is possible to employ some
time-saving procedures - which I have
done in certain cases-and you will find
that you rarely have to enter five data
items for each note.

Commentary
The variables pertaining to each chan-
nel are suffixed with their channel let-
ter. I usually refer to the music parts as
voices 1, 2 and 3 or A, B and C. The
former seems more natural but the
latter tells us which channel the voice
will be played on.

va, vb and vc hold the number of
notes in each voice. They refer to the
number of notes per channel, not the
number of data items.

Three arrays are dimensioned at lines
1130 to 1150 to hold information about
each note. The first subscript refers to
the following aspects of the note:

Subscript -  1: Status, le channel
number, rendezvous, flush, etc. Sub-
script - 2: Pitch number. Subscript = 3:
Duration. Subscript - 4: ENV number.
Subscript = 5: ENT number.

The tempo is set and envelopes are
defined. The program links the volume
and tone envelopes together so if a tone
envelope is not defined it is good prac-
tice to reset it in case a definition has
been left over from a previous pro-
gram.

The next section sets the data into its
relevant arrays and the process is re-
peated once for each channel. I have
kept it this way to aid understanding
although you might like to substitute a
single array such as chan (3,5,n) to avoid
the repetition. n would be the maxi-
mum number of notes in any channel,
in this case equal to va. As the process
is exactly the same for each channel we
will only look at channel A in detail.

The screen is cleared and a message

printed to let you know the computer is
doing something. Some tunes can take
a minute or two to digest and it's com-
forting to know the computer hasn't
locked up.

A FOR/NEXTIoop runs through the
data, once for each note. The first step
is a call to the routine at line 1740. This
'cautiously' examines the first item of
data. If  it begins with an ampersand
(&) it knows it is a channel instruction
and evaluates it to produce the channel
status. It then reads note8 and dur. I
have used hex notation to represent
channel status because it is relatively
easy to use and the ampersand tells us
at a glance that this item is a status
value, You could use decimal notation
and ignore the ampersand. See Appen-
dix II in the User Guide for further
details of hex notation.

If the data item does not begin with
an ampersand it is taken to be a note
and a second item, dur, is read. As
these have no specific status value,
status is set ot O. This method of assign-
ing status values saves us having to
enter a status value for each note. We
only include one if it's required. The
channel status is assigned in line 1290
where the channel number is added, in
this case, 1.

A call is then made to line 1780 to
analyse the note. This is the same
routine as the one in Program 9.1 with
one small change. If  note8 is a rest,
pitch is given the arbitrary value of 0:
This shouldn't strictly be necessary
but it may help in debugging if you
scan through the arrays.

Next, noteS is examined to see if it is
an 'R' which I have used to represent a
rest. lilt is, the volume envelope, ev, is
set to O. This produces a sound at a
volume determined by the V parame-
ter of the SOUND command which,
under envelope control, we set to 0 so
no sound will be heard. Otherwise, ev
is set to the required envelope number.
You can see this more clearly in lines
1440 and 1570 where only one other
envelope is used.

Line 1310 is arranged to give certain
notes certain envelopes. This saves us
having to include an envelope number
with the note data which would be
time-consuming and rather a wasteful
exercise if the envelope only changes
once or twice throughout the piece.
The tone envelope, et, is set equal to
the volume envelope in line 1320. A
similar routine to the one in line 1310
could be used to vary the tone enve-
lope.

The next lines copy all this informa-
tion into the relevant arrays.

Line 1380 lets us know the channel
data has been stored.

I
At the end of these three sections,

the arrays are filled with figures which
the SOUND command can work on
directly although they can still be al-
tered as we shall see.

Line 1660 sets three variables which
are used to check the number of notes
sent to each channel. The next three
lines prime the ON SQ commands. As
the first notes are all set to rendezvous,
the tune will begin in sync. By the time
the sound chip has played the first
notes, the computer should have proc-
essed a few more so keeping the buff-
ers full. An alternative way to start the
tune would be to issue a hold on the
channels, fill them with notes and then
issue a RELEASE command.

The routines at lines 1890, 1950 and
2010 are similar. Each time the routine
is called, it adds I to the value of the voc
variable. I f  this is greater than the
number of notes in the channel, the
routine returns and, not having repri-
med itself, is not called again. The next
line simply issues the SOUND com-
mand and the following line reprimes
the interrupt. Even at this stage, we
control the speed of the piece with
tempo.

The WHILE/WEND loop at fine 1770
does nothing. It just keeps the program
running while the interrupts do the
work.

You can alter the tempo (if you wish)
and play the tune again by entering:

GOTO 1660
Modifications, alterations and sug-

gestions
Once you have this program you will

be able to play almost any three-part
tune by inserting new data and altering
a few variables.

If you arrange the data in lines of one
bar it will aid editing and debugging.

When programming other tunes, if
all channels do not start together, ie
each sound a note at the start of the
piece, be sure to include rests in the
channels which are not used to keep
them together.

You will notice that only the very first
notes have been rendezvoused. Nor-
mally, this will be enough to keep most
tunes together but you could add more
rendezvous commands if required. The
ON SQ interrupts allow BASIC to proc-
ess other commands while sounds are
being played. In this program, the loop-
ing at line 1700 is wasted. If the pro-
gram was doing something else, it may
be necessary to include more rendez-
vous commands.

Envelope changes are often tedious
to enter. If your program requires a lot
of envelopes you could arrange a sepa-
rate routine to take care of this.

When calculating the note durations,
the important thing is to get the rela-
tionship between the notes correct.
Adjustments to the variable, tempo,
can be effective, too.

It's easy. Just like that.
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within the computer is this
month's subject. Most of the in-

formation taken into the computer is
stored in strings, in most programs it
will be necessary to extract part of the
information held within these strings,
this ability to interrogate a string is one
of Basic's best features.

String Handling
A string is a series of characters, either
alphabetical, numeric or a mixture of
the two (alphnumeric). It is often nec-
essary to search within a string for a
certain character or word, perhaps,
extracting part of the string. (i.e. Split a
telephone number into the Std code,
area code and number). The string
handling functions within Basic are
probably the most comprehensive of
any computer language allowing data-
base type programs to be created with
ease.
