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Why Maxwell’s loss is good news for you
Last week the huge Robert 
Maxwell-owned distributor 
Microdealer closed down, but 
what’s bad for the trade is good 
for end users in the short term.

The enormous firm was one of 
the companies whose job it is to 
buy kit from manufacturers and 
sell to dealers. With such large 
volumes of product changing 
hands mark up on each item is 
quite small. Distributors make 
money by being extremely effi­
cient and very big.

The knock-on effect for the 
industry and for buyers is

marked. Piles of stock will have to 
be sold at knock down prices and 
in job lots. Hundreds of comput­
ers and thousands of items of 
software will then make their way 
into mail order companies and 
“the market stall brigade”.

This is bad news for official 
dealers who will be beaten hands 
down on price. Micodealer plans 
to pay off all its debts and some 
stock will be returned to manu­
facturers and publishers.

But it is all great news for bar­
gain hunters who will be able to 
buy computer products at silly

prices over the next few weeks.
However, although it will hardly 

worry buyers, this flurry of bar­
gains can only hurt the industry in 
the long term as established deal­
ers suffer and manufacturers lose 
ground.

When a big distributor goes it 
effects everyone. The only people 
who will benefit from this in the 
short term are end users. Dealers 
and creditors will be very upset.

Outlaw virus 
menace call
The influential Computer and Business Equip­
ment Manufacturers Association in the US 
has urged Government to class virus writing 
as criminal behaviour.

The Washington based body has called on 
federal government to crack down on a prob­
lem which is growing to epidemic proportions 
in the US. CBEMA said that Congress should 
be concentrating on the people who write 
viruses rather than the equipment they use.

It also wants police and other law agencies 
to be taught how to deal with computer 
crime, to establish a government and indus­
try body with the sole aim of tackling comput­
er viruses, and to spend money on urgent 
research.

This falls in line with the Confederation of 
British Industry’s concern about computer 
crime. That body has repeatedly called for 
Government action although its fears are 
aimed more at hackers than viruses.!

M irro rso ft has moved sw iftly to com bat a 
potentia lly  em barrassing flaw in some 
copies of the Am iga version of Xenon II.

The highly accla im ed shoot ’em up 
has an inexplicable bug which means 
some copies won't load. M irro rso ft could 
not say how many of the games are 
affected  but leading London dealer Soft­
ware Circus estim ated tha t about two in 
ten games are a ffected.

M irro rso ft said that the problem  only 
a ffects the firs t batch of the games m ost 
of which have been stopped at reta il 
level. However some will have been sold 
through and d isgruntled buyers are 
urged to con tact M irro rso ft.

"U nfortunate ly we do seem to have 
had a problem  with it but we've m an­
aged to stop m ost of the games. We re 
not sure what it is. There doesn't appear 
to be an rhym e or reason to it." said Mir- 
rorsoft's Cathy Campos.

The Bitm ap Brothers refused to com ­
m ent on suggestions tha t the problem  is 
related to an ti-p iracy p rogram m ing in 
the boot block sector of the disk.

WHY AMSTRAD WILL SUCCEED
An Amstrad console? But the m arket’s 

already crowded, isn’t  it  -  Sega, Nintendo, 

the PC Engine, even the old cheap and 

cheerful Atari games consoles...

Expect to see plenty of articles confi­

dently predicting the flop of the Amstrad 

console. The other consoles are better, 

they’ll say; the console m arket will not 

take o ff in the UK; and they’ll cite 

Amstrad’s mishaps this year over the ir Top 

end PCs. The console will then sell in 

truckloads and prove them all wrong.

What makes this crysta l ball gazing so 

easy? First, c ritics  love to get at Amstrad, 

fo r a variety of reasons among which is 

the company’s obsessive hatred of jou r­

nalists. Second, it ’s true that other con­

soles would be hard to beat in sheer per­

formance term s, and Amstrad are not 

renown fo r technical innovation.

But an Amstrad console would be a 

sure-fire winner. The mere name will sell 

most of them; consoles are currently 

being bought by the eventual users, but 

the presence of the Amstrad name would 

sell the games machines to the ‘granny 

m arket’ -  parents and grandparents buy­

ing presents. Also, the console m arket 

seems set to expand steadily in the com­

ing year, and the presence of an Amstrad 

machine would spur tha t growth on.

Finally, whatever m istakes the company 

has made in its ventures into the business 

market, it knows the home consumer like 

no other company, and has enough m ar­

keting muscle to make it succeed.

BRITAIN LOSES OUT AGAIN
This week we read of the ‘breakthrough’ 

by Hitachi in the US in neural networks, 

the basis fo r genuine a rtific ia l in te lli­

gence. Last week, Express reported that 

researchers from  the University of North 

Wales in Bangor had given up the ir neural 

network project through lack o f funds. 

They wanted £75 ,000  to keep the ir low- 

cost, high-power system ahead of the ir US 

and Japanese rivals, but got nothing, 

despite the project being rated alpha p ri­

ority by the Government.

The hackers were allegedly using the school’s 

network as a gateway to networks containing 

im portant information. They are then said to 

have passed secrets on to the Soviet Union.

However, a book written by Stoll explaining 

his activities is causing trouble. German hack­

er Marcus Hess says the book will prejudice 

his tria l should the case come to a hearing. 

The book, Cuckoo in the Nest, states that the 

author has proof of Hess’s guilt. Hess’s lawyers 

say this could a ffect any chances of a fa ir 

tria l.■

IBM tools up
Programming has by trad ition been a long 

and intricate process requiring heavy atten­

tion to  detail. But now, a fter much research, 

com puter giant IBM has announced a devel­

opment in programming methodology which 

is set to take the program m ing world by 

storm.

You can save a fortune by buying second , but what 

are the pitfalls and what’s a fair price. Jerry Glenwright 

puts on his auctioneer’s hat

W
hy buy a second hand computer?
Apart from the obvious savings to be 
had, microcomputers are very hardy 
beasts and, unlike second-hand cars, 

cameras, videos etc., hardly ever go wrong, 
which means that you can buy a popular home 
computer such as the Commodore Amiga or Atari 
ST and make a considerable saving. Alterna­
tively, if you have a specific purpose in mind for 
your machine you may be able to buy one of the 
older, ‘obsolete’ home micros of yesteryear for a 
fraction of the original price and have a usable 
system and some money left over to buy the soft­
ware.

Many of the eight-bit computers can be had 
complete with a monitor, disk drives and a moun­
tain of software for next to nothing as the owner 
tries desperately to get rid of what they see as a 
useless space-taker since they swallowed the 
hype and bought the latest 16/32-bit mega­
machine. They’re usually happy with a few quid 
to offset the purchase of the new computer.

For example, grubbing about in the Express 
classifieds for the last few weeks, I managed to 
turn up an Atari ST complete with 1Mb floppy 
drive, lots of software and books for £240, an 
Apple II with twin drives, monitor and software 
for £150, an Amiga A500 with 1084 colour moni­
tor and lots of software for £500 and various 
modems, monitors and printers at give-away 
prices.

Several advertisers had eight-bit machines such 
as the Commodore 64, Spectrum and CPC for

sale, all at well under £100, most with software 
and peripherals.

Many people who would otherwise consider 
the purchase of a second-hand micro are a little 
worried about what happens if the machine does 
go wrong. What rights do they have? Can they 
demand the return of their money? Unfortunately 
if you buy a computer from someone who adver­
tised the machine in a magazine classified ad, 
newsagent’s window etc., take it home and it 
doesn’t work then you have no comeback. Zilch, 
zero, nothing. You can’t ask for your money back, 
you’re stuck with the machine. There’s absolutely 
nothing you can do. It’s up to you to try out the 
computer and test it before handing over your 
hard-earned and taking it home.

Sold as seen
The legal position concerning the purchase of 
second-hand computers from dealers is a little 
different. If you get the computer home and find 
that it doesn’t work then you can take it back to 
the shop and demand your money back. Goods 
sold by traders have to be fit for the purpose sold 
-  in the case of computers, computing. However, 
if the machine works fine at first then breaks 
down after a couple of weeks, it’s unlikely that 
you’ll be able to secure the return of your cash. 
Although there are no hard and fast rules detail­
ing how long a computer should work before 
falling outside the responsibility of the seller, in 
practise a court would be unlikely to allow any 
more than a couple of weeks before deeming the

maintenance of the machine your responsibility.
So, what’s the moral of the story? Try machines 

before you buy them -  simple enough, right? 
Don’t buy any computer that you haven’t had the 
opportunity to see running, unless it is incredibly 
cheap (and then ask yourself why it’s incredibly 
cheap).

OK, you’ve spotted a likely looking computer in 
an advert in Express, arranged with the owner to 
go along and have a look at the machine, what 
should you go armed with? What knowledge do 
you need to ensure that a prospective computer 
is fit for the purpose? Well all you really need is a 
modicum of common sense. If you’re not allowed 
to see the computer running put your purse 
away.

You’ve switched on the machine and all seems 
to be well. Try booting up a program from disk 
and watching it run. Listen to the drives, any 
clicks or clunks? Maybe the stepper motors of the 
drive are reaching the end of their useful life. Try 
all the keys of the keyboard and watch the result­
ing characters on the screen. All present and cor­
rect? Tinker with the monitor. Adjust the colour, 
contrast, brightness controls etc., and listen care­
fully to output from the speaker. Try saving files 
to the disk drive. Any DOS error reports? There 
may be something wrong with the drive cables, 
interface or heads. Turn the computer over and 
have a look for signs of the case having been 
opened. Perhaps it’s already had to have repairs 
carried out, in which case you might be better off 
buying .^sewhere.

Finally, if all appears well with the system, take 
a look at the seller. Sure, they’re going to be a lit­
tle nervous and certainly anxious to make a sale 
(after all, that’s why you’re there) but do they 
look like they’re trying to hide something? It’s dif­
ficult to tell wheteer your dealing with a con­
firmed criminal or a genuine nince guy but a 
glance at your host may make you think twice 
about handing them your cash.

BUYING A MICRO
■ SECOND-HAND TIPS

Under the gavel
The classified sections of this and other maga 
zines are likely places to begin your search for a 
second-hand micro but wouldn’t it be nice if you 
could have a good look at the computer before 
having to negotiate the price with the seller? An 
uninterrupted grub about can often turn up faults 
that a cursory glance under the watchful eye of 
the owner will fail to locate. The auction fulfills 
this basic need to examine. All auctioneers lay 
out the equipment at the chosen venue, open the 
doors an hour or two before the auction is sched­
uled to start and let you open boxes, lift lids and 
generally make a pest of yourself without any 
limitations short of complete machine strip- 
downs.

Computer equipment sold at auction can be 
bought for incredibly small sums (although occa­
sionally several punters covet the same device 
and the price can rocket), the auctioneers are 
usually reputable and at least one will return 
your money within a reasonable amount of time if 
you’re unhappy with your purchase.

Hot stuff
Official estimates put the total of stolen micros in 
the second hand market at a massive 40%. If this 
estimate is to be believed, there’s almost an 
evens chance of the second hand micro you buy 
being a stolen machine. Lousy odds, right?

What happens if you buy a computer from 
someone who appears to be reputable and a cou­
ple of days later there’s the heavy hand of the 
law making free with the scruff of your neck? 
Unfortunately, the police may choose to incrimi­
nate you in the theft of the computer, even if you 
made the purchase in good faith. In practise, they 
will usually make a decision based upon you, 
your character and the likelihood of your knowl­
edge of the theft. You may get away with the 
proverbial flea in the ear.

The bottom line
Follow the precautions, buy wisely and you stand 
to save a large amount of what little money you 
have stashed away for a rainy day. The second 
hand computer market is flourishing and it really 
is a buyers market. Take a look at our chart and 
all the publications carrying small ads and com­
pare prices. In this way you will be aware of the 
reasonable maximum you should have to pay and 
won’t get ripped off.#

NEW MACHINE
ANALYSIS

D I E  N E W  K IN G  0
Surely there’s no market for another outdated eight-bit 
machine? But that’s what they said about the PCW. Jerry 
Glenwright is suitably impressed with the SAM Coupe

A
t long last the SAM Coupe has reached 
the market place. First discussed way 
back in early ’86, this Spectrum clone 
with bells and whistles received its offi­

cial launch last week. Amid the popping of cham­
pagne corks and hearty backslapping, the 
gentlepersons of the press watched with baited 
breath as the SAM performed a series of decid­
edly mediocre demonstrations involving the plot­
ting of BASIC functions, displaying ‘stolen’ Atari 
ST graphics screens and mimicking train whistles 
and the wind.

A short history lesson
Miles Gordon Technology, the company responsi­
ble for the SAM Coupe have a long history in the 
production of Spectrum peripherals. Beginning 
with joystick interfaces, monitor leads and so 
forth, directors Alan Miles and Bruce Gordon 
decided that the time was ripe to design and 
market a computer that would provide the home 
market with a powerful machine exploiting the 
best in existing technology at a price that would 
win over all but the most hardened one brand 
buyer. At that time - and to this day - the Spec­
trum had a huge share of the market in terms of 
software quantity and as applications availability 
is the make or break of any computer (witness 
the demise of the Oric, Dragon, QL et al in the 
last five years) MGT decided to produce a com­
puter that could run Spectrum software, giving it 
a huge existing software base, yet to improve the 
Spectrum specification beyond recognition.

The plan met with hoots of derision in the com­
puter press. Computer hacks everywhere took it 
upon themselves to laugh at the idea of a Spec­
trum clone and no-one expected it to reach the 
market. MGT soldiered on and now several years 
after the Coupe’s first announcement, SAM is 
here.

Under the skin
Touted as the first all-British computer to hit the 
home market in five years, the SAM Coupe is a 
‘second generation’ home micro sporting a Z80B 
central processor running at a fast 6MHz. MGT 
have designed an eight-bit computer with 
enough power to really compete with the 16-bit 
market, yet at a price which makes the machine a 
definite option for the first time or upgrade buyer.

Just what’s lurking inside Sam’s case? As well 
as the six meg Z80B there’s a 10,000 gate custom 
chip - the ASIC - which handles control of the 
machine. One of the primary functions of ASIC is 
as a graphics processor determining the output 
from the Motorola MC1377P video chip. In this 
role it provides four screen modes. Beginning 
(not surprisingly) with mode 1: 32 x 24 screen 
cells, a 16 from 128 colour palette and Spectrum- 
compatible attribute display, progressing to mode 
2: same as mode 1 but with 32 x 192 cells; mode 
3: 80 column text display, 512 x 192 pixels and 4 
colours from 128, to mode 4: 256 x 192 pixels 
sporting 16 colours from a palette of 128.

The ASIC chip is also responsible for such mun­

dane tasks as memory paging, input/output, 
colour palette allocation and processor/video con­
tention. ASIC is a complete in-house design of 
which MGT are justly proud.

Rather than plump for the old-hat AY sound 
chip which can be found in a variety of home 
micros from the BBC to the Atari ST, MGT 
decided that good sound generation was a must 
for a machine intended to conquer the home mar­

ket. To this end, the company installed the 
Philips SAA1099 sound chip into the SAM. The 
chip offers stereo sound via six channels over 
eight octaves. There’s envelope wave shaping 
and each channel has individual volume control. 
Plenty of scope for games programmers looking 
to design the ultimate in sound tracks, explosions 
etc.

Many of the original home computers suffered 
from a severe lack of expandability. When I/O 
was provided it was usually in the form of some 
obscure machine-specific interface meaning that 
you had to buy an expensive device from the 
company responsible for the machine before you 
could make use of it. Machines such as the ST 
and Amiga did away with all that, shipping as 
standard with proper serial, monitor and other 
interfaces. The SAM Coupe is in the same league 
with RS232, monitor (consisting of composite 
video and RGB) in the form of a SCART socket, 
joystick and mouse/lightpen ports and a fully-fea­
tured MIDI port -  a big plus for a machine in this 
price range. One of the big selling features of 
Atari’s ST is the MIDI interface. Muscians who 
would otherwise have steered clear of a com­
puter bought the machine and experimented. The 
SAM is half the price of the ST, and the MIDI port 
will be a big plus for musicians looking for a com­
puter to perform their creations.

Also built in is a socket to allow SAMs to be 
linked together in a network.

Future markets
The most damning criticism of the SAM Coupe 
has been the length of time it’s taken to reach the 
market place. Even when first discussed, the 
SAM was generally thought to be old hat. Who 
could possibly want a computer based in yester­
day’s technology, running yesterday’s software?

The computer industry along with fast cars, 
cigarettes and throbby motorcycles pitches its 
advertising at those sections of the buying public 
who feel inferior unless they own the latest hi-fi, 
biggest motorcycle, fastest car. The computer 
press panders to this notion and the consequence 
is that any computer not bearing the latest 16-bit 
processor is automatically assigned to the scrap 
heap. Unfortunately 16-bit computers come with 
16-bit prices and not everyone can afford them.

MGT has used cheap silicon bits and pieces in 
order to build a computer offering a large number 
of features at a price which is unmatched for the 
specification. The Z80B is almost given away,

BACK TO BASICS

The power quotient of the origi­
nal home computers such as 
the T I9 9 /4 a f Dragon, Oric etc., 
was measured in terms of 
BASIC language performance -  
which BASIC could perform  
loops, screen plotting and cal­
culations the fastest Nowa­
days, we’ve -  thankfully -  
passed on from the vagaries of 
a prospective machine’s BASIC. 
But BASIC is still the foremost 
language for novice program­
mers and although the BASIC 
shouldn’t unduly effect your 
decision to buy a computer, it’s 
wise to examine the language

supplied with any machine.
SAM’s BASIC has benefitted 

from several years of language 
design and improvement. No 
longer the archaic, limited lan­
guage of yesteryear, BASIC is 
now replete with functions, sub­
routines, CASE statements etc., 
in fact everything necessary for 
‘proper’ structured program­
ming.

Programs may be up to 217K  
in length and line numbers up 
to 61 439  are allowed. There's 
plenty of structured program­
ming features in the form of 
DO, LOOP, REPEAT, UNTIL, ON

ERROR and a CASE statement. 
There are a range of pre-pro­
grammed sound effects avail­
able directly from BASIC and 56  
built-in functions covering 
maths and string-handling, 
mouse handling, string and hex 
searches and more. You can 
convert easily between hex and 
decimal numbering systems 
and programs can be re-num­
bered easily. SAM BASIC is a 
language which will painlessly 
initiate the novice as well as 
providing everything for the tal­
ented advanced programmer.
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keyboard is a cheap membrane-based device and 
the drives - although innovative - are made by 
Citizen. MGT has a distribution deal with Citi­
zen’s products and gets the drives at a ‘lower 
than otherwise’ price.

The intended markets for the SAM are home 
and educational. Excellent sound and graphics 
and a fast processor provide everything neces­
sary for a super home games machine. Speed, 
colour and sound is the life blood of shoot-’em- 
ups. Musicians won’t find a cheaper introduction 
to MIDI and as a computer for the classroom the 
SAM is unparalleled. In these days of Govern­
ment education cuts, schools are finding budget 
balancing very difficult. The Coupe, with its built- 
in local area network, large memory and very 
competitive price has to be a first choice for ped­
agogues everywhere.

Miles Gordon Technology is also looking seri­
ously at Asia as a possibly source of revenue. 
Traditionally lacking in high technology, MGT 
feels that with such a cheap computer it should 
be able to tap an almost virgin market. By 1991 
the company hopes to be selling in excess of
250,000 models worldwide.

A n d  f i n a l l y
Don’t write off the SAM Coupe just because it’s 
an eight bit machine. Under the skin there’s 
everything necessary for the computer to be a

viable indeed, preferable, alternative to the 16-bit 
machines. MGT has a sound reputation in the 
micro industry and some very capable engineers 
under its roof. The length of time for the machine 
to reach the market has ensured design flaws 
have been ironed out, whilst new prices and 
technology have been built in. Spectrum compati­
bility means that there’s an enormous range of 
existing software covering everything from super 
games to education to business to such sublime 
tasks as radio ham and model control. You can 
also use existing Spectrum compatible hardware 
and peripherals such as the Plus D and Disciple 
disk drives - indeed, the launch demonstration 
machine featured a Plus D disk drive.

Features like local area networking and built-in 
MIDI ports set the Coupe apart from its cousins 
the CPC and Spectrum, and are areas where 
machines of two or three times the price could 
take note. Its low price opens up markets like 
education and professional music where previ­
ously the high cost of equipment is a limiting fac­
tor. Given efficient marketing and distribution 
there is no reason why the SAM Coupe should 
not get the success it deserves. Over coming its 
‘too late’ image could be the first problem MGT 
have to overcome.

At £150 the SAM is a computer which deserves 
consideration by anyone looking for their first or 
next machine.#

But a micro can 
be used in many ways as an aid to the 

musician, or even as an instrument in its own 
right.

Depending on how much you care to spend you 
can make bleeping noises, make your machine 
sing, write your symphony or program a 
synthesiser to play perfectly.

Feel the noise
Most machines can make some kind of noise from 
their internal loudspeakers, but ‘noise’ is an 
appropriate term for the majority of their 
warblings. Owners of PCWs and PC-compatibles 
are particularly badly off in this area with a 
pathetic bleep being all they can raise. A PC copy 
of the Indiana Jones adventure game arrived in 
the office this week and its attempt to play Indy’s 
theme tune was gallant, but unconvincing.

However most eight-bit machines and the Atari 
ST (which must be classed with them when it 
comes to its internal sound) can be programmed 
to play simple tunes either with special music 
software or from your own BASIC listings. You 
can control the pitch of the sound, its volume and 
duration. Finer control is by the use of 
‘envelopes’ which shape the sound's volume, 
determining the attack, sustain and decay of a 
note. By using envelopes passable imitations of 
drums (rapid attack and decay) or a piano (rapid 
attack, long sustain and slow decay) are possible.

Some machines are capable of playing more 
than one note at once -  the ST for instance has 
three ‘voices’ which can play simultaneously. If 
you listen to the average ST game’s soundtrack

you will here the melody (if that's the word) 
backed by drums and a bass line, the three 
voices.

The kings of sound however are the Amiga and 
the Archimedes. These machines offer multi-

IN  FR E Q U E N C Y

When you s ta rt considering music software, especially 
sound samplers, the a ir soon becomes th ick  with ta lk  of 
kilohertz. The measure is applied to sampling frequency of 
the software, so a sam pler which operates at 20kHz analy­
ses the incom ing music signal 2 0 ,000  tim es a second. Up 
to a point the h igher the frequency the be tte r the sound 
sample, but beyond 20kHz it doesn’t m ake much d iffe r­
ence and the higher frequencies eat up vast amounts of 
m em ory and disk space.

For serious music work there are three m achines to con­
sider. The A tari ST has bu ilt in MIDI ports and a wealth of 
cheap hardware and software but has a dire bu ilt-in sound 
chip. The new STE rem edies this and is worth a look. The 
Archim edes is very capable in th is area but its s o ftw a re s  
lim ited and expensive -  the same old story. If you’ve got the 
money then buy it! Lastly the Commodore Am iga has an 
excellent on-board sound system and is well supported by 
both samplers and MIDI packages. On the negative side are 
its price, some technica l problem s with large sound sam­
ples, and a lack of re liab ility  which m ighkw ell ham per it on 
stage. Still, the Am iga is the best all-round music machine.

channel stereo sound and can play really quite 
passable tunes through the monitor’s 
loudspeaker or headphones.

Sing something sample
The micro’s internal sound system can only play 
simple notes, but many machines, especially the 
16-bit micros, can play sampled sounds. 
Sampling, as any rap connoisseur will tell you, is 
the electronic recording of sounds. The recorded 
sounds are stored digitally, like the music on a 
compact disk, and can be replayed through the 
micro’s loudspeaker. Samplers allow you a lot of 
control over the played sound. With the 
appropriate software you can reverse sounds, 
change the pitch, edit the noises, join sounds 
together and generally play till your heart’s 
content.

To sample sounds you need two things, a 
sampling device and the appropriate software, 
often packaged and sold together.

The sampling device is a hardware cartridge 
which holds an analogue to digital converter 
which takes the output from a tape recorder or 
microphone and produces a digital version of it 
which the computer can understand. The 
software then processes the digitised sound.

The machines to use for sound sampling are the 
ST (cheap but not brilliant quality) the 
Archimedes (excellent but the choice is limited) 
and the Amiga (the best all round).

Stick to  the  script
Another area where your machine can help you 
out musically is with getting your symphonies 
onto paper. Just about every machine offers 
manuscripting software, often in the ridiculously 
cheap public domain. Using a simple dot-matrix 
printer you can produce perfectly usable musical 
scores, the software being as simple to use as a 
wordprocessor. Even the most profoundly 
unmusical machines like the PCW can produce 
spot-on manuscripts.

In the M IDI
The most powerful, and therefore the most 
expensive, way of using your computer to make 
music is to let it control a real synthesiser. To that 
you need an interface to link your machine to the 
synth, and fortunately there is a standard for this 
known as MIDI.

If you fit a MIDI interface you can control your 
synth from the computer’s keyboard and use 
programs called sequencers to play the tunes. 
This has several advantages over conventional 
playing. Firstly you can edit the score until it is 
perfect on the screen and then hit play for a 
perfect rendition of your composition. Most 
programs will let you play the synth’s keyboard 
and will record the tune onto the computer’s disk 
drive. Some will even automatically convert your 
two-fingered doodlings into a fully annotated 
musical manuscript.

You can also use the computer to save the 
synth’s settings to disk, speeding your initial set 
up. Of course MIDI instruments are not limited to 
keyboards; guitars and saxophones are also 
available at a very reasonable price. Although 
these do not offer great sound quality you guitar 
players can record onto the micro and then replay 
through a decent synthesiser. MIDI offers a huge 
potential for musicians and most professional 
studios use it to aid recording.

If you want to play with MIDI you’ll need a 
MIDI interface for the computer and here the 
Atari ST takes the centre stage as it has one 
fitted as standard. The recently launched SAM 
Coupe also has a built-in interface but as yet 
there is no software to take advantage of it. The 
Amiga and Archimedes are very competent MIDI 
controllers when you have invested in the extra 
kit, but the well-heeled musician wouldn’t be 
seen without a bank-destroying Apple 
Macintosh.#

T he PC and its compatibles are not exactly 
renound for their outstanding sound 
quality. The internal buzzer’s bleeps ruin 
many games and music programs are out 

of the question.
Now an add-on board called Game Blaster by 

Creative Labs Inc claims to turn your PC a stereo 
sound machine to rival the Amiga. With a full 12 
channels of stereo excitement, the package 
comes with a half-size card and accompanying 
games drivers, and software to use the card as an 
electronic organ. The software is on both 5.25- 
inch disk and 3.5-inch; for once it’s nice to see a 
software house taking 3.5-inch users into consid­
eration.

The installation of the interface card is rela­
tively simple provided you have the courage to 
take the lid off your machine and explore, as 
there are no diagrammatic instructions. Once this 
has been done, and you have put the machine 
back together, the installation of the software is 
simple for the DOS initiated. However, a separate 
piece of paper floating in the bottom of the box 
does indicate that you need to alter your CON­
FIG. SYS file to set FILES to 15 or more (which it 
probably already is). This kind of thing wouldn’t 
be tolerated on most machines; there’s no reason 
why an installation program couldn’t do it auto­
matically rather than leaving the user to struggle.

The installation program and manual lead you 
through the setting up of the i/o port, and provid­
ing that you have read the first few pages before 
hand, you will have no problems. Otherwise, if 
you haven’t set up the jumpers on the music 
board before installing it into the slot, you will 
have to take the machine to pieces again to do so.

Game Blaster gives you the option of using head­
phones or you can connect it up through your hi-

fi speakers via the internal amplifier providing 
they are 4 ohms or above. Better still, jack it in to 
the amp of your system. Make sure the neigh­
bours are away, though, mine didn’t appreciate 
being transported into the speaker of a heavy 
metal rock concert at two o’clock in the morning!

The package comes with a Sierra game called 
the Silpheed, a Star Wars-style dogfighter adven­
ture. A joystick is recommended, as the space bar 
is used as the fire button and continuous rapid 
fire is needed to get into the next round. The 
background music that accompanies your inter- 
galactic adventure to save the battleship Gloire 
and the universe is quite entertaining, but 
Xacalite, the brutal interplanetary terrorist who 
has seized your newly built battleship Gloire, for 
some reason still talks via the internal speaker of 
your PC.

Drivers are included in the pack to run several 
other Sierra games with the board, including 
Leisure Suit La rry  I I  and K ing ’s Quest IV. The 
device is compatible with the Creative Music 
Card so you can run such classics as Sing-Along 
Christmas which will play you Jingle Bells in 12- 
channel stereo. I kid you not, an order form is 
enclosed in the pack.

Get organised
The main screen of the free organ software dis­
plays a standard keyboard with F-key options at 
the bottom of the screen. These produce flip up 
menus to help you through. Learning to play is a 
combination of going through the manual and F- 
keys; you don’t have to read music to play, as 
there is no music to read. Everything is done by 
ear. The F8 learn key is very helpful if you want 
to succeed with playing Twinkle Twinkle Little 
Star; or Baa Baa Black Sheep.

To get the benefit of this program, I suggest 
that you go through the basics of learning 
Twinkle, Twinkle Little Star, as it does help you 
to understand which keys are which notes. If like 
me you just want to compose your own tunes and 
listen to them at a later date, the program will 
save your composition. Loading and replaying 
any saved compilation is just a simple F-key func­
tion. Who knows with a little practice you could 
even become the new Andrew Loyd Webber of 
the 90s.

It would have been nice to see your composed 
tune in a music sheet format on screen. Editing of 
wrong notes is next to impossible -  if you make a 
mistake you have to recompose all of your efforts 
as an apprentice musician.

Verdict
The package asks you to imagine your favourite 
adventure game in full stereo. Unfortunately, at 
least at first, imagine is all you’ll be able to do as 
the number of games which support the board is 
bound to be limited.

The Game Blaster makes a good noise, certainly 
in a different leaugue to the internal loudspeaker 
and easily as good as ‘musical’ micros like the 
Amiga or Archimedes. The increase in sound 
quality could lift games from passable (with the 
sound option off) to addictive.

The question has to be though, will it be sup­
ported by the games companies? Electronic Arts, 
Cinemareware and Activision are writing games 
for the device, but whether a significant number 
of games will be issued is another matter. At a 
hefty £120 it s unlikely to be bought in large num­
bers so large-scale software support seems 
unlikely. A pity.#

A M O S  u p d a te
Oooh! I’m so excited! Yes folks, A M O S  makes 
it into AmigaBLIT again with even more 
mouth watering specification-type details to 
make the lives of all you suffering games 
programmers a little better.

As reported in a recent AmigaBLIT 
Mandarin’s soon-to-be-released A M O S  is a 
complete BASIC-like games programming 
language that allows the user to produce 
stunning effects that were previously on 
possible through languages such as 
assembler.

Mandarin plans to release AMOS in early 
January, but below is a rundown of the 
almost final specification for this impressive 
package to give you a taster of what to 
expect.
PROGRAM EDITOR -  AMOS’S program 
editor is a powerful, yet totally configurable 
beast that includes lightening fast text 
rendering speeds. For the macros freaks 
among you, the Amiga function keys can be 
defined to either single commands, or 
complete macros.

When a program is run from within the 
editor, A M O S  examines the whole program, 
checking it for syntax errors before finally 
running it. Using this system allows for the 
rapid removal of errors therefore speeding up 
the program development process. When an 
error is encountered, A M O S  allows you to 
correct it and the continue from where it left 
off.
GRAPHICS AND SOUND -  According to 
Mandarin, A M O S  offers the highest level of 
control over the Amiga this side of the 
assembler programming language.

For starters, A M O S  allows you to

simultaneously display upto 48 blitter-based 
software sprites. Static sprites are all very 

r nice, but with A M O S  you can send any sprite 
flying across the screen using an animation 
string produced by drawing a movement 
path with the mouse pointer.

A M O S  can use up to eight different 
screens, each with its own separate 
resolution, bitmap, position and colour 
palette. Frustrated AmigaBASIC 
programmers will also finally be able to take 
full advantage of Extra Half-Brite, HAM and 
fully overscanned display modes. Once a 
screen has been defined, any part of it may 
be scrolled smoothly by just changing the X 
and Y offsets of the screen.

For adding music to your gaming 
creations, A M O S  allows tunes in either 
S o n ix  or S o und  T ra cke r  format to be played 
under interrupt while you program continues 
as per normal.
ACCESSORIES -  The A M O S  system doesn’t 
just consist of a fancy program editor and 
powerful BASIC, to make the development of 
games simpler, A M O S  also includes a whole 
range of accessory programs. At the top of 
the list is a professional sprite editor which 
allows the creation of animated sprites for 
direct inclusion into your A M O S  programs.

Also included with the A M O S  package is 
a powerful, Sonix-compatible music editor 
and a Copper List editor which allows you to 
produce those nice, but rather over-used, 
copper colour bars that seem to be used 
within just about every Amiga demo these 
days.

T e s tin g ?  W h a t’s th a t?
Before becoming a journalist, I worked as an 
analyst programmer producing applications 
in several languages including C and COBOL 
within the Unix environment. Within the 
corporate market, coding takes second place 
to the process of initial design and program 
testing. Only a tiny fraction of the time spent 
on a programming project is actual spent 
programming! But very few bugs ever got 
through to the end user.

Unfortunately, many (but not all!) Amiga 
programmers producing serious applications 
seem unaware of the concept of program 
testing. This can not only damage the quality 
of the program, but the reputation of the 
Amiga as a viable alternative to the PCs and 
Macs of this world. How many times have 
you used a piece of software that has locked 
up and then turned around and blamed the 
machine? Although the Amiga OS may have 
flaws, it isn’t always to blame when the 
machine crashes!

Several major programs have been rushed 
out onto the market complete with bugs that 
have made the program almost unusable. 
One notable example is the American version 
of PageS tream , which the UK distributors, 
SDL, have had to rework the program to 
make it fit for release.

P ro te x t is  in n o c e n t!
I’ve had a couple of worried letters from 
people asking about the ‘bugs’ in Amiga 
P ro te x t that I hinted at three weeks ago. 
Well, OK maybe ‘highly bugged’ is an 
exaggeration - I’ve only really come across 
one problem while using P ro te x t, which locks 
up large text files (15-20k).

However, Amor have not heard of this 
one, and no-one else has reported it, so it 
looks like P ro te x t is innocent. Anyway, to 
anyone who’s worried, I can put your minds 
at rest. I have been using, and will continue 
to use P ro te x t to put my copy together for 
both AmigaBLIT and for my other job as 
technical editor on A m ig a  F o rm a t magazine 
(no plug intended!) Jason Holborn

Third Coast is one of the most active 
companies serving the ST hardware scene at 
the moment and not content with bringing 
out H yp e rc a c h e  and all their RAM upgrades, 
it’s now released a vast number of new 
internal hard drives for the mega range of 
STs.

The are two different sets on offer. The 
first of these consist of 22Mb, 32Mb and 
50Mb capacity drives which have access 
times of 25ms and data transfer rates of 
around 600K per second. These are selling for 
£349, £399 and £449 respectively. The access 
time is the time it takes for the head to locate 
a file and compares to 40ms found most hard 
drive units.

But by far the most interesting range is 
their set of 12ms systems. These come with 
capacities of 45Mb, 85Mb and 105Mb and 
feature a 64K cache which works like a 
printer buffer in that data is spooled into the 
cache. This method of caching data is 
extremely popular across the pond where US 
multi-user systems use it to overcome the 
input/output bottleneck. The fast access time 
beats anything else available on the ST and 
is brilliant if you’re after the ultimate system.
Third Coast are selling the drives for £599,
£799 and £999 respectively.

All the drives are 3.5-inch types which fit 
on top of the battery-backed clock. A hole is 
cut into the back of the mega and a lead is 
threaded out to the DMA port. A second 
DMA port is provided to allow several hard 
drives to be daisy-chained together. Since the 
clock must be removed, a new clock is 
supplied on the main board. All systems will 
be fitted free of charge.

For those of you with big storage 
requirements, a 200Mb drive is on its way -  
Third Coast are yet to announce the price but 
£1500 seems likely.

Thus, if a word processor file has 
been corrupted then the majority would be 
salvaged and the remainder removed so that 
the file could be loaded without encountering 
a read/write error. This is of enormous 
benefit to anyone who has suffered at the 
hands of their disk drive.

The formatter is the most interesting side 
to this software. Besides formatting to IBM 
and 10 sector formats, Microdeal claims that 
it can format a new disk in 10 seconds flat. A 
speed of four seconds can be achieved if the 
disk had previously been formatted and all 
that’s required is for the contents to be 
removed. This works by simply formatting

the first few tracks but it doesn’t solve the 
problem of bad sectors further on in the disk.

The specifications sound good but we’ll 
have to wait to see if it lives up to them.

An 
edit screen displays a blow-up view of a 24 X 
24 pixel grid and up to eight colours can be 
placed in the different locations. This is used 
to define all sprites. In the case of 
backgrounds, several may created and these 
are position to build up a patterned backdrop 
which can stretch upwards for as far as the 
shoot-’em-up will progress.

Alien sprites are defined in the same way 
as backgrounds except that an invisible 
colour becomes available so that the 
background will show through. Limited 
explosion effects can be achieved and a 
certain amount of animation can be used to 
show the same alien moving in four 
directions.

Editing the path of offending enemies 
couldn’t be simpler. Using the joystick you 
can draw the route the enemy will take and 
this path is activated when the player 
reaches a certain part of the level.

The main difference between this and the 
Amiga version, released earlier in the year, is 
the sound editor. It's sophisticated enough to 
let you add spot effects and blasting routines. 
The editor makes creating sound effects so 
simple that Palace's sound supremo, Richard 
Joseph, is considering using it when he 
designs future spot effects in Palace games.

Hopefully you didn’t take any notice of my 
ramblings because Ocean have released one 
of the best licenced software releases for the 
Speccy so far.

Like the latest Bond and Indy games the 
action takes place over five different levels, 
each one based on a key sequence from the 
film. Only this time it’s easy to identify 
exactly which scene you’re taking part in and 
there’s also a good deal difference between 
each one.

Effectivly, you’re getting four mini games 
for your tenner and judging by the first few 
(unfortunately time and lack of talent mean 
I’ve yet to get any further) Ocean could have 
released each one separately without fear of 
being dangled by their ankles off 
skyscrapers, incarcarated in Gotham City Jail 
or anything else the Dark Knight does to 
people who aren’t honest and decent.

End of the line for Dixons
So Dixons is to stop selling the CPC (see 
news story, p. 3). Once its current end of line 
sale has cleared the remainder of its stocks 
the high street chain will not be reordering. 
The news is as we feared (see last week's 
column), but it gives me absolutely no 
satisfaction to be proved right.

It appears the reasoning behind the 
decision is not so much that the CPC is not 
selling, but that it's taking up valuable shelf 
space that could more profitably be used to 
sell more up-market machines -  PCs and the 
like. A CPC costing under £400 takes up 
approximately the same room in a store as a 
PC costing two, three or more times that, and 
Dixons appear to have calculated they can't 
afford to continue stocking it.

It's easy to over estimate the importance of 
this news. Fans of the Amstrad would, 
naturally, prefer to see it on sale in as many 
stores as possible. On the other hand, there's 
little doubt that small, independent dealers 
offer customers a better service, since in the 
main they know much more about the 
machines they stock than the large 
chainstores with their densely packed 
shelves and ludicrously wide ranges. The 
spotty 'erberts behind the counters in high 
street stores often don't know what the hell 
they're talking about, and have little interest 
in helping the customer find what suits his or 
her needs best.

T he algorithms behind Laptop Chess are 
good enough to have beaten the 1985 
chess world champion. Co-programmed 
by David Levy, the international chess 

master, organiser of the recent Computer 
Olympiad and the man who claimed no computer 
would beat him in a decade 21 years ago, the pro­
gram is based on the successful Cray Blitz.

But whereas the Blitz ran on a $10,000,000 
mini-computer, Laptop  Chess runs on any PC- 
compatible portable so it’s something of an 
achievement for it to offer an opening library of
16,000 moves and 16 levels of play with both 2D 
and 3D displays. In addition there are features to 
set up problem positions, print out game moves, 
view analyses of positions and perhaps most 
important of all, take back and replay moves.

There’s no denying Laptop plays a mean game - 
made all the more difficult, unfortunately, by 
rather unclear screen displays. While pieces are 
depicted adequately enough, locating your cur­
rent cursor position is somewhat hit and miss - 
you have to resort to using the navigating arrow 
keys to move the cursor until it occupies an 
empty square before returning it to the piece you 
want to move because its highlighting isn’t suffi-

cient. Having hit Enter you move to the destina­
tion square and press Enter again - hey presto 
the piece moves.

This isn’t the only disappointment in display 
even though the graphics are customised for LCD

screens - the 3D option is curiously positioned as 
an off-centre view which manages to obscure 
some of the pieces and is therfore virtually unus­
able. The last thing you want to do when playing 
chess is to have to figure out which pieces are 
which. Planning moves ahead is much easier if 
you stick to the simple 2D display.

These two grumbles aside, Laptop Chess is 
remarkably fast - its response to the first half 
dozen opening moves is often instantaneous - 
this regardless of the playing strength. On-line 
help, the abiltiy to save games in progressand on­
screen chess-clock all add to its positive features. 
Besides using the arrow keys to move a square 
cursor around the board to position pieces, you 
can also enter moves by typing in chess notation.

So, will it give you a good game? Since at level 
5, a neat little Queen’s Gambit resulted in a 45 
move win for White, while the same tactics lost 
out convincingly to level 13, it would seem 
there’s quite a hefty chunk of programming expe­
rience knocking around in here.

Batch file fans will probably be frustrated 
with DOS’s lack of simple functions to take 
user input and perform sections of code as 
sub-routines. There are always ways of 
using small PD routines to get round these 
limitations, but then you have to have a 
stack of little COM files on your disk to 
accompany each batch. Hyperkinetix Inc 
have a solution to this in the form or a batch 
file compiler called T he  B u ild e r. This little 
goody takes any existing batch file and 
compiles it to a stand-alone .COM or .EXE 
file, which the company claims takes up very 
little extra room. The program also supports 
many extensions to MS-DOS batch files, 
including WHILE.. WEND loops, CASE 
statements and sub-routines. It also contains 
the basics for constructing menus and 
selection screens and an on-line editor for 
putting the whole thing together.

386 PC without a hard disk or monitor needs 
at least £600 spending on it (£450 for 40Mb 
hard disk and controller, £150 for mono VGA 
monitor) to be usable, and for many DOS 386 
applications, let alone OS/2, 1 Mb will soon 
feel cramped.

This is not to knock Amstrad, though. The 
cutting out of the most maligned component 
of the 2000 series, their slow hard drives, 
seems eminently sensible. Dealers and third 
parties can now start to supply their own kit 
to better the existing Amstrad performance. 
The fact that they can also make a bit more 
profit by adding their own hard drives and
