American magazine, TWICE, 
reports that PolyGram, the giant 

record and entertainments com¬ 

pany, which is 80 per cent owned 

by Philips, is to sell its stake in 

Philips Interactive Media of 

America.

Nasty rumours start to fly when 

the founder of a major 

American hardware maker 

begins to sell his shares. 

This is what has happened 

to Dell Computer Corporation, 

formed by ex-IBM executive, 

Michael Dell. 

Dell, who owns eight million 

shares in the corporation has sold 

350,000 of them over the last two 

and a half months, according to 

the Securities and Exchange 

Commission (SEC). 

A spokesman for Dell put 

this shedding of stock down to 

“Normal portfolio diversification”. 

With Dell in a strong position in 

both the PC and workstation mar¬ 

kets worldwide, this diversification 

could well mean an expansion 

into the lower-end market. ■

In fact Robert Schifreen has 

turned over several hundred new 

leaves - those of his latest book 

called Data Protection and 
Security for Personal Computers. 

Schifreen’s prestel hack was 

splashed across the national 

newspapers and was made 

famous in The Hackers 
Handbook. It involved badly 

embarassing Prestel by not only 

breaking into its supposedly hack- 

free security system, but by also 

leaving messages in the HRH The 

Duke of Edinburgh’s personal and 

private mail-box. 

The latest book turns the 

tables on these activities by 

advising businesses on the 

possible dangers presented by 

hackers or just plain office thieves. 

Areas covered include virus 

protection, access control and 

passwording, tricks that hackers 

use, and special considerations 

for LAN servers, amongst other 

subjects.

Top UK leisure software publisher US 

Gold is being hauled over the coals by 

Activision in a £200,000 legal battle. 

Activision UK, which has been involved 

in arguments as to who actually runs it since 

its UK offices were shut down in March this 

year, has issued legal proceedings for breach 

of contract. It claims that US Gold “breached 

an agreement for failure to pay sales guaran¬ 

tees and royalties”. 

SETTING A PRECEDENT 
Activision president, Keith Moore, said: “We 

are not trying to be difficult, we’d just like to 

get paid the royalties for products which have 

come out. These problems have been going 

on since we (the Disk Company) took over. 

We perceive it as a simple collection matter. 

Maybe it is a precedent though. I have to 

solve these problems, and I picked out US 

Gold first because it was the biggest”. 

When asked if Activision’s (which to all 

intents and purposes ceased to exist in 

March) reaction was simply a case of sour 

grapes, Keith Moore was forthright in his 

response: “That is a complete misnomer! 

Activision does exist. We have not released 

any games since March because we said we 

were not going to release any bad ones - 

and that means any of the old stuff. This is 

not a case of sour grapes. It’s a case of get¬ 

ting money from royalties which are ours”. 

DISTRIBUTION RIGHTS 
It is alleged that Activision granted USG the 

rights to distribute games which included 

Hammerfist, Ninja Spirit, Dynamite Dux, 
Myth, Super Wonderboy, Enduro Racer, 
Wicked, Bangkok Knights, International 
Karate 2, Citadel, and more than aptly for the 

current situation Vendetta. 
The games fall into all the major formats 

including ST, Amiga, C64, Spectrum, and 

CPC. US Gold distributed the games in 

widely bought compilations, such as Sega 

Master Mix, Sega Arcade Turbo, Coin-Op 

Hits, and System 3 Pack. 

It is claimed that USG has not paid the 

large sum of cash in the form of ‘unpaid guar¬ 

antees’ - essentially royalties. 

STORMY HISTORY 
Activision’s recent history has been stormy, 

while US Gold’s fortunes in all senses of the 

word, have continued to improve. This is the 

first anyone has heard of Activision since the 

doors were shut on the Reading HQ and 

business moved to Paris. 

The fact that two console compilations 

are included in the legal proceedings, com¬ 

bined with Activision/The Disk Company’s 

known interests in the Sega market, is a 

major reason why the legal proceedings were 

issued in the first place. 

It is understood that US Gold will make 

counter-claims which are based on the fact 

that it has been unable to complete several 

compilations because it has not received 

games from Activision. ■ 

Action axes laptop prices 
Fancy a nice piece of 386SX notebook computing 

kit from IBM? Fancy it at a knock down price? 

Well, how about the N33SX and L40SX which are 

being sold by Action Computer Supplies at well 

below minimum retail price (mrp). 

The N33SX, pictured right, is a 12MHz 

machine which comes with a 40Mb hard disk and 

2Mb of RAM which is expandable to 6Mb. It uses 

Ni-Cad batteries which provide up to 1.5 hours of 

operating time. 

The L40SX is the 20MHz version, with a 60Mb 

hard drive, up to 18Mb and three hours worth of 

battery time. Both machines come with serial and 

parallel ports, VGA side-lit LCD screens and auto¬ 

sensing mains units. 

The L40SX costs £2,319 (mrp £3,495) and the 

N33SX £1,235 (mrp is £1,865). For more 

information call Action on 081-900 2566. 

Not so Sony side 
The most organised, bureau¬ 

cratic bug ever has just struck 

the Japanese multi-billion yen 

electronics giant Sony. 

And the glitch has forced the 

company to stop selling its hand¬ 

held, handwriting input palmtop 

computer, the Sony PTC300. 

The built-in software will not 

let users carry out any actions 

which are not noted in the man¬ 

ual. Although sources close to 

Sony have not confirmed the 

exact nature of the problem, how¬ 

ever it has been confirmed that 

Sony is to rush re-written software 

to its 162 dealers. ■

A TIME TO LIVE 
A TIME TO FLY!

According to On-Line executive, Clement 

Chambers (formerly of CRL which produced 

the excellent Tau Ceti) the difference between 

playing Air Warrior and a well respected flight 

simulation like F-11 Strike Eagle is “The differ¬ 

ence between playing with someone else and 

playing with yourself!”. 

Chambers, who has a history of cynicism 

concerning what he sees as a pompous com¬ 

puter industry, is claiming great things for his 

new venture. When we asked him why on 

earth people should fork out for a modem, and 

telephone bill in order to play a flight sim, he 

replied: “You have to realise that this is not a 

simulation as such. It has 3D graphics, several 

theatres of operation, and you are flying 

against real people in real time. In the States, 

the ace flyers, the Top Guns, use the game as 

relaxation and to hone their skills. I’m rather 

glad this isn’t happening over here yet 

because once you get into the air with those 

guys you’re lucky if you last 10 minutes”. 

ALL FORMAT FLYERS 
Air Warrior is available to users of all 16-bits 

formats. With up to 40 people in the air at any 

one time, the action is fast, furious and some¬ 

times too realistic. 

One user told Express: “The adrenalin 

really does start to pump as you realise that 

it’s not just a computer you’re playing against, 

it’s a real person.

The Foreign Office has blun¬ 

dered again. It appears that 

following the closure of a com¬ 

pany which was supplying the 

Foreign Office with office 

equipment, a floppy disk con¬ 

taining all the financial records 

was damaged beyond repair - 

and there was no back-up. 

The liquidation of the 

unnamed company took place in 

February 1990. 

After much manual book¬ 

keeping, imbalances of up to 

£500 million were found and at 

the last report in July, £100,000 

was still unaccounted for. 

A report, published by the 

House of Commons Common 

Committee on public accounts is 

said to be ‘disturbed’ by the way 

that the Foreign Office seemingly 

disregarded basic guidelines on 

computing procedure - in other 

words no back-ups were made. 

The committee is also ‘alarmed’ 

and even ‘astonished’ that while 

the accounting system was being 

changed, so was the entire 

accounting staff. 

The upshot of this multi-mil¬ 

lion pound loss of public money, 

which as usual is being blamed 

on computers, is that one cashier 

who stole £31,000 has been 

sacked. ■ 

First disks, then optical disks, 

then integrated circuit cards, 

and now Japan’s NTT has 

come up with the integrated 

optical card. 

The company calls its revo¬ 

lutionary new development in 

computer storage, the ‘Hybrid’. 

It comprises a layer of opti¬ 

cal memory spread over a 

standard integrated circuit card 

(1C) of the type used as the stor¬ 

age medium for hand-held 

organisers such as the Sharp IQ. 

The 1C holds the central pro¬ 

cessing unit and 0.8Mb of 

memory, while the optical layer 

holds a massive 1 Mb of memory. 

Aside from standard text, 

even graphic and picture data can 

be stored using the card, although 

it cannot be erased or re-written. 

The Hybrid was first shown at the 

Smart Card Application and 

Technology Exhibition in Finland 

two weeks ago. Commercial 

releases of the card are not 

expected for another two years. ■ 
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Banking on 
a system 
No longer will you have to wait 

for weeks for that important 

cheque to clear if Barclays new 

cheque and document handling 

system catches on with other 

High Street banks. 

Barclays has installed more 

than 1,500 NCR 87720 document 

handlers to carry out the task nor¬ 

mally done by four manual 

systems.The new automated sys¬ 

tem reduces this process to a 

single operation in 700 of the 

High Street bank’s branches. 

Each cheque or document 

processed with the new system is 

allotted a unique reference num¬ 

ber, allowing any queries to be 

chased more quickly. 

With the new document han¬ 

dlers Barclays expects to save 

£8m a year by the mid-1990s. 

The only downside is that 

the bank will also be able to send 

out petulent letters about over¬ 

drafts in double quicktime too. ■

The European Computer Entertainment Show drifts into 

THE SHOW THAT 

• Earl's Court II was the scene for this year's European Computer Entertainment 

Show. While there were entertainments in the form of parties, champagne and 

games playing for the industry, the buying public could only look on 

The European Computer Entertainment 

Show which was held at the spanking new 

Earl’s Court II between 5-8 September was 

as dull as ditchwater. 

The show, which ran into a minefield of 

mismanagement that exploded under the feet 

of the public late last month, featured no major 

new releases, no surprises and engendered 

none of the enthusiasm normally associated 

with Europe’s premier computer event. 

NO GO AREAS 
The ECES has been widely publicised 

throughout the computer press as a show for 

the public. It was only days before the decision 

to turn the event into a trade binge that adverts 

warned the public not to attend. 

While a few members of the software 

buying public did make the journey to Earl’s 

Court, the bulk stayed away. Had the con¬ 

sumer side gone ahead however, it is more 

than likely that the average computer user 

would have felt a sense of disappointment. 

There were none of the RoboCops, Turtles, 
pop star mini-concerts, product launches, 

arcade galleries (including the smoke belch¬ 

ing, faulty machine like the one which adorned 

Ocean’s stand last year) which made last 

year’s event such a massive success. 

Many major software houses even boy¬ 

cotted the trade side of the event. Mirrorsoft 

set up shop at Kensington Park. US Gold - 

incorporating LucasFilm and SSI, Electronic 

Arts, Psygnosis, and Core Design were all at 

the Gloucester Hotel. 

BAD TIMING? 
Reasons for dropping the consumer side 

bandied about amongst leisure software gurus 

were that the show was too far away from 

Christmas to be effective, and that having to 

pay for two stands - one for the trade side, 

and one for the doomed consumer - was too 

much of an investment. According to a number 

of sources who were adamant that they should 

not be named in print, the whole affair had 

been mismanaged from the start. Excuses 

such as the so-called recession were generally 

dismissed as “rubbish” and “inaccurate”. 

NEXT YEAR ISLINGTON? 
How does this all bode for an extravagant con¬ 

sumer show? Frankly it doesn’t. According to 

Simon Jeffery of Electronic Arts: “In terms of 

business, we had a great show. But at the end

Acorn users have a ball Apple case is overturned 
The news of the ECES non-event proba¬ 

bly comes as no surprise to Archimedes 

users. They have a show of their own in 

the form of the BBC Acorn User Show. 

It is to be held at Wembley Conference 

Centre from the 11 to 13 October and even 

members of the public are invited. 

The show will include features for own¬ 

ers of the Archimedes, A3000, BBC, BBC 

Master and even the Electron. 

More than 60 exhibitors are expected 

including Arxe Systems, Topologika, and 

Clares. Acorn experts will be running a 

diagnostic clinic offering help with problem 

machines. There will also be competitions, 

a game arcade with high score prizes, and 

even a school’s projects centre. 

Topping off the shebang is what the 

organiser calls a “Fabulous 60s concert” 

featuring such wrinkly rockers as Mike 

Berry, the Bruvvers and Herman’s Hermits. 

Also appearing at the show will be athletes 

Linford Christie, Fatima Whitbread and 

Colin Jackson, and then Carol Vorderman 

of Countdown fame will also be there. 

Doors open from 10am and shut at 

6pm. Price in advance is £5 (adult), £3 

(under 16) and £13 (two adults and two 

children). On the door these rise to £6, £4, 

and £16. ■ 

Two top Apple Computer executives are 

breathing more easily now because a 

1984 verdict against them has been 

overturned by a federal district court 

judge in California,US. 

A ‘class action’ brought by an undis¬ 

closed number of disgruntled Apple 

customers had alleged that the execs had 

made misleading statements about the abil¬ 

ities of Apple’s ‘Twiggy’ disk drive on the 

now discontinued Lisa computer. 

In 1984 an Apple spokesman said that 

the company ’’Disagrees with the verdict 

and will contest it”. Had this new ruling not 

gone in their favour, the two Apple execu¬ 

tives could have been made to pay dam¬ 

ages of up to $40 million. 

The latest judgement ruled in favour of 

former Apple chief executive office Mike 

Markkula and former vice president of 

Apple’s peripheral products division John 

Vennard, ruling that there is no evidence 

that either man violated securities laws. 

The judge has even ordered a new 

trial with respect to Apple itself. 

A much relieved Apple vice president, 

Edward Stead, said: “We’re gratified the rul¬ 

ing reversed the prior verdict against the 

two former officers and we’re confident we 

will prevail in a new trial”. ■

“We would be happy to commit to a con¬ 

sumer show next year, but until an organiser 

realises that it’s not about making money, it’s 

about aiding the public, it won’t happen.

Andrew Wright of Virgin Games was 

equally acerbic in his comments: “This year’s 

show was sadly lacking - it was an anti-climax 

to all that we had been expecting since last 

year. If we, as an industry can’t get a some¬ 

thing together for the consumer, that’s a sad 

reflection on the state of this industry. 

“Now it looks as if next year’s will be trade 

only too, and not even Earl’s Court - people 

are talking seriously about the Design Centre 

in Islington.” 

RIGHT TO REPLY 
So, the excuses for a lack of consumer side, 

and a drab trade show have been coming thick 

and fast, recession being top of the list. 

However, for an industry which has seen its 

profits rise rather than fall since the last ECES, 

and is as healthy now as it has ever been this 

is a lame reason. Turn to page 9 of this week’s 

issue to see what the industry’s own statistics 

have to say about that. ■

The $199.95 (£121.18 but 

expect a straight pound for dollar 

conversion when it comes to the 

UK next year) machine comes 

bundled with Super Mario World. 
Only two other Super NES 

games are available outside 

Japan - F-Zero, and Pilotwings 
both costing £49.95 (£30.29). 

The Super NES is accepted 

as a better machine technically 

than Sega’s Mega Drive. Like the 

Mega Drive, it offers digital stereo 

sound, but it also has enhanced 

graphics abilities such as hard¬ 

ware scrolling, rotation and 

enlargement. 

For British gamers, the 

American launch means that the 

wait for an official Super NES 

(Famicom) is lessening. Nintendo 

has hit the US in time for 

Christmas, and it is expected to

Over the past 12 months the number of full-price games sold for 
all machines has risen by 80 per cent. Andy Storer takes time out with his 
favourite leisure title, Excel 3 for the Mac, to dig down deeper... 

It appears to have been a bumper year for UK leisure 

software publishers - as long as they’ve been 

concentrating on 16-bit titles. For there are now 

nearly three times more full-price 16-bit games being 

sold than last summer, but 8-bit games are suffering a 

slump with sales down by a third. 

Why this should be the case is, of course, no 

surprise - 1990/1991 year has seen a record number of 

16-bit hardware sales. So, for example, during the peak 

buying periods of November and December, the 

Commodore 64 sold only a few thousand full-price 

games less than the Amiga, but over the whole year, 

the massively expanding Amiga market accounted for 

nearly twice as many games sales as the C64. 

Elsewhere within the 8-bit market, the picture is 

similarly depressing. Sales of Spectrum games were 

down 35 per cent, CPC games down 45 per cent and 

C64 down 24 per cent. Even in the budget sector, 8-bit 

sales dropped significantly. Only the newly emerging 

16-bit budget games managed to save the sector as a 

whole from also dropping by a third. 

PC OUT SELLS GAMES KING 
But in the 16-bit world, everyone is smiling. PC full-price 

games sales were up nearly 300 per cent, Amiga sales 

up 175 per cent and even the ST, a machine that many 

feel is on the downward slope, secured an increase of 

30 per cent. Indeed, such has been the rise of the PC 

compatibles as a major games platform, that during the 

last three months they’ve been selling more units than 

the ST - the one-time games king. And that doesn’t 

include returns from such US PC heavyweights as 

Sierra, Origin and Microprose. 

While this may make very depressing reading for 

Atari, Commodore should be looking carefully over its 

shoulder. PC games sales are currently growing at 

nearly double the pace of the Amiga. 

BREAKING THE MOULD 
So, it all looks set to be a mould-breaking year ahead 

with the PC finally replacing the ST to join the Amiga in 

dominating the leisure market. The underlying reason is 

not too difficult to define. There are estimated to be 

something like 500,000 PCs in the home with a further 

two million in offices. With VGA graphics boards now 

avaliable at rock bottom prices and a wealth of software 

being released to exploit their impressive 256 colour 

tech spec, PC owners are finally getting round to forking 

out for some fun to fill in the hours between 

spreadsheeting and word processing. 

And they’re doing it with a vengeance. After years 

of being laughed at for enduring the rigours of four 

colour CGA games and the half-way house of 16 colour 

EGA, the PC user can now claim tech specs at least 

equal to, if not better than, the Amiga in terms of speed 

and colour. 

THE FUN STARTS HERE 
Sound too has changed beyond recognition - the beep 

echoing into the ether forever with the arrival of sub- 

El 00 stereo cards. But it’s not just a case of existing PC 

owners suddenly deciding that the fun starts here. With 

PC hardware prices dropping to the point where you 

can walk into a shop and leave with a VGA PC for not 

much more than the price of an Amiga and monitor, 

there’s a whole new generation out there looking at PCs 

in a new light. Rumours of a leading high street supplier

SO HOW DOES YOUR MACHINE'S GAMES 
PC 

You and your fellow owners are now buying four times as many full-price games as you 

were last year. During the peak buying period last November and December, the ST was 

selling half as many games again as the PC, but since May this year your machine is 

now selling more games than the ST. However, you are currently only selling about a 

third of the number of games the Amiga is. Of the average cost of a game, around £25, 

the publisher producing it is receiving around £10 to recover its costs. 

The future: looking brilliant. 

What PC manufacturers should do: bundle all the bits together. 

AMIGA 
You are undoubtedly the leader of the pack. Over the year you sold double the amount 

of games of your nearest 16-bit rival - the ST. And Amiga owners are now buying three 

times as many games as they were this time last year. Over the year, sales were growing 

at an average rate of 30 per cent a month, bringing in the publishers cited here around 

£9 a game on sales of 940,000 units. 

The future: looking good. 

What Commodore should do: enjoy the ride. 

ST 
Although industry insiders say your machine has peaked in terms of games sales, 

they’re still up by 30 per cent over the past year. On the other hand, you’ve lost 30 per 

cent of your market share! This apparent contradiction is because your increase in sales 

has to be seen in the light of a 150 per cent increase in the size of the 16-bit market as a 

whole. As a general rule, your software publisher gets around £8.50 for every game. 

The future: wait for the STE to take-off! 

What Atari should do: encourage developers to work on the STE 

COMMODORE 64: 
Your performance during November and December is second only to the Amiga in terms 

of units sold. But these are often six times the numbers you sell at other times of the 

year - a fact which means your sales are down by a quarter. Even in the budget charts,

GROWING CONSOLE MARKET 
Another reason for Atari and Commodore to start to re¬ 

address the market with new, better specified, hardware 

is the growth of the console market. Atari already 

seems to have given up the ghost of the ST as a games 

platform - pushing its cash into the Lynx and Falcon 

machines. Commodore, though, has no such plans at 

present. The former 16-bit beauties are being squeezed 

between the PCs and consoles quicker than they cope 

with. Although Nintendo doesn’t choose to publish 

cartridge sales for its NES and Gameboy in this country, 

Sega does and it’s only too readily apparent that the 

company’s Master System and Mega Drive are making 

deep incursions into the full-price market, largely at the 

expense of the ST and 8-bit machines. 

BUT THERE ARE LIES, 
DAMN LIES 

AND STATISTICS... 
The great thing about statistics is that you can use 

them to prove just about anything you want. So what 

conclusion would you draw from the enclosed figures?

What’s more worrying for owners of these latter 

machines, is that the margins on Sega cartridges - 

that’s the money the software house actually gets back 

once the retailers and Inland Revenue have taken their 

cut - is double that of an ST and Amiga game and four 

times that of the 8-bits. This is largely because there are 

less publishers competing to produce the Sega titles 

and the cost of the cartridges is a lot more than disk or 

tape. Overheads aside, in a profit conscious industry it 

doesn’t take much intelligence to work out which format 

to publish for, does it? ■ 

FIGURE FORMING 

The figures forming the basis of this article are derived 

from tables and charts complied by the European 

Leisure Software Publishers Association (ELSPA) from 

data supplied by 14 UK publishers. The reports are 

published monthly for ELSPA members. 

While the figures do not include returns from such 

notables as Ocean, Microprose, Sierra and Origin, yet 

do include sales forwarded by relatively small 

publishers, Express has taken the returns to be fairly 

representative samples from which to extrapolate 

percentage calculations. 

We have drawn conclusions from the samples to 

establish trends in the market, but cannot conclude 

what the overall figures would be if all publishers were 

willing to submit returns. 

Express would like to thank ELSPA for making 

these monthly reports available. 

Express's private bet is that it'll be a lot sooner! 

• Recession? - what recession? full price games sales soar during Xmas - budget titles barely budge! 

SALES RATE ALONG WITH THE REST? 
sales are down too, but you’re still miles ahead of the Spectrum and CPC in both 

markets and still sell more full-price games than the ST and PC. For every game you 

buy, the publisher gets around £4.85 - the rest going to retailers and the tax man. 

The future: keep buying those titles - all year! 

What Commodore should do: support that 3.5-inch drive with a C64 bundle! 

CPC 
Sales this June were nearly 45 per cent down on July last year, despite the launch of the 

new machines. So just reconcile yourself with the fact that these figures are inaccurate. 

You and your mates are still buying at least half a million units a year - and that’s just 

from 14 companies - so things can’t be all that bad. On the bright side, your presence in 

the budget market is better than the C64’s and Speccie’s. Every game you buy makes its 

publisher about £6.25 - and that's to cover everything from coding to promotion. The 

rest goes to the shop you bought it from, its distributors and Her Majesty's coffers. 

The future: hang on in there! 

What Amstrad should do: start pushing the cartridge formats more 

SPECTRUM 
During November your machine sold more full-price games than any other except the 

Amiga - though for the last six months it’s been selling at least 10 times less. As such, 

sales are down a third. In the budget stakes you’ve experienced an even bigger drop - 

down by 42 per cent since last July. The publisher of your game gets the least back from 

any machine format - around £3.90 per title. 

The future: times are changing. 

What Amstrad should do: drop the price even more? 

SEGA 
Sales are on the up and up and look set to continue. During June you almost sold more 

games than the PC and ST put together - and that was in summer, traditionally the worst 

time. This sales figure even surpassed the November and December figures - a quite 

remarkable feat. Who knows what the limit will be on Christmas sales this year?

•If you're looking for serious, no-nonsense word 

processing, then InterWord is the program for you 

Living up to its name, the Power Slimline measures 

a mere 240mm by 110mm by 40 mm and fits neatly 

into the same space that a floppy drive would 

occupy. It comes in two versions, one with an external 

power supply and one that uses a direct connection to 

your ST’s own internal power supply. 

The Power Slimline features an ICD drive inside its 

casing, which can be configured to auto-boot and auto¬ 

park, making it easy to look after. A utility programs disk 

is supplied to help you set it all up the way you want. 

The case has two small LEDs for showing the 

power is on and whether the drive head is accessing 

data. On the rear panel is the DMA input socket that 

connects to the ST’s DMA port, but sadly there is no 

DMA output port for chaining other hard drives together. 

The Power Slimline performs well, but occasionally 

exhibits a tendency not to “wake up”, especially if the 

DMA plugs have been removed and replaced prior to 

re-booting. This may be because you need to use a 

screwdriver to adjust the screw-down connectors - 

thumbscrews would have been more effective. It’s 

usually possible to get the drive back on-line within 

three reset attempts, but it can be annoying. Three 

Slimlines tested all exhibited this problem when 

connected to a variety of STs. The Power Slimline is a 

cheap and tidy system and quick to install, but not 

recommended for serious users. An ideal first-time hard 

drive buy if you don’t need to expand much further. ■

Technology and Germany go hand in hand and the 

ProGate 40DC hard drive is no exception. It’s 

designed to look like a hard drive - big and solid - 

reflecting the efficient, no-frills way it operates. 

Protar's ProGate includes a versatile installation 

package, making many others look positively under¬ 

equipped. As well as the ability to cope with other 

manufacturers’ hard drive systems, Protar’s utilities can 

give you password protection and write-disabling on any 

drive partition, a screen-saver and a floppy backup of 

the partition info for use in an emergency. The ProGate 

is capable of auto-booting and auto-parking and has an 

on-board 64K RAM cache to speed up drive accessing. 

While Protar has copied the Atari specification 

exactly to minimise compatibility problems, you may find 

it difficult to understand the instructions since they are 

written in German. Hopefully these will be translated as 

demand for the system picks up, as it is sure to. 

But the ProGate’s redeeming qualities make up for 

the inconveniences of a foreign language. Versatility 

oozes from the drive; it carries its own internal power 

supply and it can be re-configured to form part of a 

chain-system using the drive-identifier switches that 

have thoughtfully been placed on the rear of the casing. 

If you want quality and reliability, then the ProGate 

40DC is ideal for you. It can form part of a larger system 

if expansion is where you’re headed, but is so easy to 

use that a beginner would find it indispensable too. ■

With the release of such cracking programs as 

Arnor’s Protext and the excellent Wordworth 
from Digita, Amiga users wanting to produce 

anything from a letter to a book have never had it so 

good. The range of Amiga word processors is now so 

vast that finding the program best for you is almost 

impossible. 

A new arrival is InterWord, a budget priced WP 

from a Dutch company called InterActiVision. It must be 

stressed that InterWord is not a ‘word publishing’ pro¬ 

gram in the same vein as Wordworth. It doesn’t let you 

import graphics and any font other than the standard 

topaz system font, which is definitely out. What it will do 

is process words, which it does very well indeed. 

It has the features you’d expect from a decent word 

processor including cut, copy and pasting of blocks, 

search and replace, adjustable margins, soft hyphen¬ 

ation plus a spell checker which comes with a huge 

137,000 word dictionary.A most impressive feature, 

though, is its speed - even when working on larger doc¬ 

uments, InterWord moves faster than a nitroed Ferrari. 

InterWord has its faults, but overall is a real gem of 

a program. It may not offer the kind of document layout 

controls of such programs as ProWrite 3.0 and 

Excellence!, but for churning out large amounts of text, 

it’s only rival is Arnor’s Protext (which is considerably 

more expensive). 

If you’re after a serious, no-nonsense word pro¬ 

cessor, then this could well be the one to go for. ■

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• So you're full of ideas, but not sure what to do 

with them? flow 3.0 puts your ideas into order 

New Horizon’s Flow is one of those products that, 

despite the fact it has been around longer than 

any of us dare to mention, very few people have 

actually even heard of it. In truth, it’s not surprising - 

New Horizons pushed it briefly when it was first 

released back in 1985, but it’s been gathering dust on 

the top shelf of most software stores ever since. 

Now the company has injected a new lease of life 

into the product with the release of Flow 3.0 (what hap¬ 

pened to Flow 2.07). If you don’t already know, Flow is 

an ideas processor. It allows you to organise your 

thoughts and ideas by arranging them into an outline 

which can be expanded upon until you have sorted your 

ideas into an organised and readable format. 

It can also be used to organise large amounts of 

information, allowing you to flick through viewing only 

the information you require. Idea sheets are created by 

producing a sort of tree structure containing all your 

data. Say, for example, you wanted to organise informa¬ 

tion on a particular subject - modern cars for example. 

You might well start off by organising the cars into coun¬ 

tries of origin. This would then break down into 

manufacturer and car model with the information ending 

with a breakdown of the car’s specification. 

Version 3.0 of Flow has a number of new features 

including a spell checker (which offers a fairly compre¬ 

hensive 50,000 word dictionary) and full support for 

ARexx. 
Flow is definitely one of those products that has a 

very limited audience, but it’s a useful tool nonetheless. 

It would have been nice to have been able to cross-ref¬ 

erence information in a hypertext manner, but then 

that’s probably beyond the scope of the program. 

Gripes aside, if you need to organise data, but 

don’t need the sophistication of a database, then Flow 
could be worth investigating. ■

There are a million and one screen savers 

available in Shareware, so why should you buy a 

commercial package? When you consider that 

ScreenWorks comes complete with its own library of 

more than 75 icons for use within Windows, there is a 

bargain to be had. 
As with every program, ScreenWorks has its faults. 

Although the images are good, their updates are rather 

Correct Grammar has been on the market for a few 

months, but has been relaunched due to its recent 

purchase by the former good guys of the word 

processor world, WordStar. 

This is one of the most professional grammar/spell 

checkers available on the market. Correct Grammar 
differs from the majority of grammar checkers by the 

way it reads a document. Most checkers scan over 

small portions of words, and then decide if the scanned 

sentence is grammatically correct. Correct Grammar, on 

the other hand, scans most of a paragraph before 

making a decision over its content. This gives the 

program a much better chance to find any mistakes and 

work out what is the best possible solution to the 

problem. 

This program, as you would expect, is capable of 

reading in files from the most popular word processors 

(including WordStar, surprise, surprise). But should the 

word processor that you use not be one of the extensive 

list, then Correct Grammar can always read in standard 

ASCII files. 
In addition to this programs grammar/spelling 

detection and correction facilities, there are a couple of 

bonuses to be had. As this is an American product, this 

program can be set to check for both checking 

American and British usage. This could prove more 

than useful for those that send letters to both sides of 

the pond.

TAPE TIPS 
I get quite a few letters from readers 

having trouble getting tape software to 

load properly. So here’s a couple of tips 

from the archives that might help you out: 

The tape deck in the 464 isn’t as 

reliable as it should be. The playback 

head can move so that it doesn’t line up 

with the recorded track on the tape. This 

may result in ‘Read Errors’. If this 

happens there are two things you can do. 

• You can clean the tape-head and 

the pinch rollers.

Virus tips 

In response to a plea from Michael 
Flanz (Express 148 - ‘Tech Tips’ 
section) in connection with a virus 
problem, I may be able to shed 
some light on his problem. 

The symptoms he describes 
with the ‘Australian Parasite’ are 
only too familiar, as I recently had 

similar ailments with a disk of my 
own. I promptly ran it through

RR9 Video titling 

I am interested in putting titles on 
my home videos.

I will need a genlock, but am 
unsure as to the software I will 
need.

THE ONLY SOFTWARE you absolutely 
need is a program to generate the titles 
you wish to overlay on the video footage. 
Probably the best value package for this 
sort of thing is the Big Alternative 
Scroller from Alternative Image 
Productions (0533 440041). 

The program costs £50, and 
enables you to enter and display text in 
one of 20 typefaces. The text can be 
scrolled both vertically and horizontally, 
and you can alter the scroll-speed. The 
only drawback is that you need at least 
1 Mb to run it. 

Fat facts 

What is the difference between a 
Fat Agnus and an ordinary Agnus? 
How can I tell which one is in my 
Amiga?

THERE HAVE BEEN several different 
versions of the Agnus chip. It is one of 
the Amiga’s custom chips concerned 
with graphics. The easiest way to tell 
which you have is to open up your 
machine and look. The serial number on 
the chip labelled ‘Agnus’ will tell you 
which version it is. The possibilities are 
as follows: 

8361 - this is the original Agnus 
chip which was in the A1000 and found 
its way into some of the initial A2000s. 

8371 (or 8370 for the American 
version) - is the most common chip, 
known as the Fat Agnus because of its 
more robust shape when compared to its 
predecessor. Both the Fat and ordinary 

Agnus chips can access 512K of Chip 
RAM, which is the memory used for 
graphics, animation and sound. (Any 
extra memory fitted will be configured a^ 
Fast RAM, and can only be used for 
programs, not graphics.) 

8372a - this is the Fatter Agnus. 
The same chip is used for both the 
American and British systems, since it 
can operate in either PAL or NTSC 
mode. The main advantage it has over 
the others is that it can access 1 Mb of 
Chip RAM, meaning that Amigas fitted 
with it can display more sophisticated 
animations and play more and longer 
sound samples. Some Amigas are fitted 
with this chip and yet have only 512K of 
Chip RAM. 

Obviously, if you only have 512K 
then you can only have that much Chip 
RAM; but if you have more memory and 
yet only 512K of it is appearing as Chip 
RAM, then your circuit board may need a 
simple modification (best performed by a 
qualified engineer). 

If you don’t want to open your 
machine up (since doing so within a year 
of buying it will invalidate your warranty), 
then you can find out whether you have 
a Fatter or merely Fat Agnus by running 
the Public Domain program VectaCheck, 
available from most PD libraries. 

RRJ COMMS query 

I have recently bought a modem - 
it is a Hl-Tec EC2400 MNP4 and 5 
and the software I have used is JR 
Comm, N Comm and Access!, and 
all to no avail. 

The problem is that every time 
I attempt to phone somewhere, 
and believe me I’ve tried 
everywhere, I keep getting the 
same two replies: either ‘No dial 
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tone’ or ‘No carrier’. 

I have grasped from various 
documents that ‘No carrier’ 
implies that the modem did not 
respond, but: 
1) What does ‘No dial tone’ imply? 
2) What is a dial tone? 
3) How can I rectify these 

problems? 
The computer is an Amiga 500.

‘NO DIAL TONE’ implies that your 
system isn’t connecting to the phone 
line. The dial tone is the noise that a 
phone makes when you pick it up. No 
carrier means that there was no other 
signal on the line that the modem could 
grab and link up with. 

The simplest way to rectify the 
problem is to make sure first that your 
equipment is set up properly and that 
your software and the modem are set up 
as well. The first thing to do is test the 
lead between your Amiga and modem. 
To do this, try it on another COMMs set 
up that is known to work. Also, borrow 
and try a lead that is known to be 
working on your own set up. 

Assuming that you have a working 
lead and still no COMMs, make sure that 
your software is configured to work at a 
speed the modem can handle. This 
information is in the manual. If the 
modem and the software still aren’t 
talking, try the modem on someone 
else’s COMMs set up and see if it 
responds. If at this point you are still 
getting no response, go through the 
modem manual with a fine-toothed comb 
and try any of the troubleshooting hints 
given. 

As a last ditch attempt before you 
go screaming back to the shop where 
you bought the modem, check to make 
sure that you have a dialling tone. If you 
haven’t, pay the phone bill or ring BT’s 
engineers and all will be OK.

If 
you get another printer, or you need to 
use a different printer, it’s a simple job of 
installing the relevant driver from 
Preferences. 

Some software comes with its own 
printer drivers, and you will need to 
check whether or not these support a 
serial printer. Some of the whizzier 
software packages even allow you to 
configure more than one printer driver 
and choose from within the program. 

Accessories 

I have an Atari 520STE upgraded 
to 4 meg and i am having a 
problem with desk accessories. 

I always load the application I 
am going to use into a 2 meg RAM 
disk and run it from there for the 
increased speed advantage. I 
sometimes find that I need to load 
another accessory into the system 
after I have started working. 

Is there a way to load another 
accessory into the desktop 
without losing the contents of my 
RAM disk?

THE MOST OBVIOUS solution to your 
problem is to use an accessory loading 
utility such as DC Stuffer or MultiDesk. 
DC Stuffer is available from most PD 
libraries, whilst MultiDesk is by 
Codehead Software and is available 
from the Atari Workshop, on 0753- 
832212.1 am not sure if DC Stuffer 
allows you to load accessories on 
demand, but I know that MultiDesk 
certainly will, as I use it myself. 

I have found a method of loading an 
extra accessory without booting, 
although it is a bit of a tedious 
procedure. This will only work on colour 
monitors and assumes that you are in 
medium resolution. 

First of all exit the application you 
are in and return to the desktop. Then 
make sure that the floppy with the 
accessory you require is in drive A, and 
ensure that the other accessories that 
you are already using are also on the 
same floppy, and that all the accessories 
have valid .ACC extensions. 

Now save the desktop to the floppy 
to retain all your current desktop icons 
and drives. Go to the set preferences 
option in the Options menu and select 
Low res. After the computer has reset to 
Low res, return to the preferences and 
reselect Medium res. The computer will 
reset screen resolution once more, 
loading in the accessories as it goes! 
You should now have your extra desk 
accessory along with your original 
applications in the RAM disk. ■

Drooling over a new product is not 

something I do too often, but I 

must admit that BlitSoft’s new 

Sybil utility has got me going. For those 

of you who didn’t catch the news story 

on it in issue 148 of Express, it’s a 

powerful multi-function hardware/software 

combination that enables your Amiga to 

achieve all manner of wondrous things. 

Like all technical bods, I just had to 

have one, so I phoned up BlitSoft to find 

out more. After little more than a few 

minutes chatting to Paul Lesurf of 

BlitSoft, it became apparent just how 

powerful Sybil really is. 

Here’s a rundown of the very latest 

spec (it keeps changing, don’t you 

know?): 

MULTI-DOS TRANSFER - if you want to 

swap files with a friend that owns 

either an ST, PC or Macintosh, Sybil 

will allow you to directly read and 

write files to these disk formats. The 

Amiga has been happily reading 

and writing to PC and ST disks for 

years now (thanks to utilities like 

Consultron’s CrossDOS and Central 

Coast’s D0S-2-D0S), but the ability 

to read and write Mac disks with 

Amiga drives is an absolute Amiga 

first. In some respects, I can see 

quite a few people rushing out and 

buying Sybil for this feature alone! 

A-MAX II PATCH - Because of Sybil’s 

ability to read and write Mac disks, 

it’s ideal for owners of ReadySoft’s 

A-Max 2 Macintosh emulator. Sybil’s 

developer has signed a deal with 

ReadySoft to build support for the 

unit into future releases of A-Max 2, 

enabling the emulator to directly 

read and write Mac disks from within 

standard Amiga disk drives. A-Max 

2.1 (which supports Sybil) should be 

available very soon. 

INCREASED DISK CAPACITY - If 880K 

just isn’t enough, then Sybil is 

• A-Max users will soon be able to directly read and write Mac-format 

floppies thanks to BlitSoft's Sybil 

definitely for you. Thanks to some 

clever jiggery pokery, Sybil 

increases the storage capacity of 

Amiga disks from the standard 880K 

to a massive 1.12Mb. What’s more, 

though, you’ll need a Sybil unit 

connected to your Amiga to write to 

these higher capacity disks, any 

Amiga will be able to read them. 

DISK COMPRESSOR - Now this is 

impressive. Sybil will take any disk 

and compress it to two AmigaDOS 

files, retaining copy protection and 

any other quirks. These files can 

then be stored on any mass storage 

device, allowing you to back up your 

favourite software with ease. 

DISK BACK-UP - I don’t agree with 

back-up devices, but I thought I 

ought to just mention that Sybil can 

also perform this function. 

I’ll be taking a closer look at Sybil in 

a couple of weeks time, so stay tuned for 

a comprehensive review.

A1 500 GOES CHEAP 
Checkmate’s A1500 expansion system 

for the A500 has been with us for a 

couple of years now, during which time it 

has been doing very nicely thank you. In 

a fit of generosity, Checkmate has just 

announced that it plans to cut the price 

of the A1500 from its original price point 

of £230 to just £169. 

Checkmate would have liked to 

have cut the price still further, but as the 

company itself admits, even this price 

leaves little room for profit. 

For those of you who haven’t seen 

or heard of it, the A1500 is a 

replacement casing for the A500 that not 

only makes the machine look a lot more 

appealing (let’s face it, the A500 is ugly!), 

but has a number of other advantages. 

For starters, the A1500 comes 

complete with a separate keyboard 

casing which separates the Amiga 

keyboard from the computer via a curly 

cable (just like the A2000). What’s more, 

it also allows you to install an extra disk 

drive or even a hard drive inside the 

A1500 casing, with both drives facing 

forward. 

The A1500 doesn’t really come into 

its own until it comes to expansion. Just 

like Commodore’s own 1500, the 

Checkmate A1500 offers greater 

expansion possibilities thanks to an add¬ 

on ‘OverRider’ unit which gives the it the 

ability to take advantage of B2000 cards 

including RAM expansions, hard drives, 

processor accelerators, genlocks and 

even the infamous Video Toaster. 

One of the main reasons for the 

price drop is the recent announcement 

by Checkmate of its new A1500 Plus, 

which is a vastly improved version of the 

A1500. I won’t bore you with the details, 

but Checkmate assures me that it’s 

going to be pretty stonking. As always, 

you can look forward to a review within 

these pages. 

Checkmate plans to offer all users 

of its existing expansion console the 

chance to upgrade to the A1500 Plus 

when it finally arrives. According to 

Checkmate’s Steve Jones, this shouldn’t 

more than £250. It may sound a lot, but 

you have to see the A1500 Plus to 

believe it - it really is that good. 

Unfortunately, Checkmate only has 

a few A1500’s left in stock (about 20 at 

the last count), so if you want one, I 

strongly advise that you get in touch with 

the company as fast as possible.

WORKBENCH 2.0 LATEST 
Those of you eagerly awaiting the release of 

Workbench 2.0 for the Amiga 500 and 2000 will be 

pleased to learn that you haven’t much longer to 

wait. 

According to a developer close to the 

company, Commodore plans to make the upgrade 

available to all Amiga owners in time for Christmas. 

Like Workbench 1.3, the upgrade will consist of 

two parts - a 2.0 Enhancer Pack and the Kickstart 

2.0 ROM. The Enhancer Pack contains two disks 

which contain Workbench 2.0 and Extras 2.0. 

Surprisingly, Extras 2.0 doesn’t contain 

AmigaBASIC. This is despite the fact that sources 

close to Commodore were claiming that the 

company had commissioned Microsoft to produce 

an upgraded release of its interpreted BASIC which 

took advantage of the extra facilities that 

Workbench 2.0 had to offer (a file requester at 

least!). 

The price for the enhancer pack is still to be 

decided, but sources claim that Commodore is 

aiming for around £25. 

The KickStart ROM is the most expensive 

part of the upgrade. Like 1.3, you’ll have to take 

your machine to a registered Commodore dealer 

to have the chip fitted. Because the new chip is a 

much higher capacity than any previous Kickstart 

ROMs, the chip alone will probably cost around 

£50-60. Once again though, the price is yet to be 

fixed, so this could change. 

Still no news whatsoever of the enhanced 

chip set, despite the fact that A3000 owners have 

been happily using it for over a year now. The new 

chip set adds higher and non-interlaced screen 

modes to the Amiga plus a far more capable 

blitter. 

Despite a long wait Workbench 2.0 should be 

with us in time for a Christmas release.

It may have been the lack of people, 

but the show seemed very small and 

subdued, with no real life or atmosphere.

Many companies, including Psygnosis, 

US Gold and Core Design, had no 

stands at all at the show itself, but were 

seeing customers at a nearby hotel. 

OCEAN had probably the biggest 

stand, complete with the obligatory 

person wandering around in a rubber 

Bart Simpson suit. This was to publicise 

its forthcoming licence of The Simpsons, 
which won’t be out for a few weeks yet. 

Sim Earth, once mooted for Spring this 

year, is now unlikely to make it to the ST 

until Christmas. 

VIRGIN had a surprisingly large and 

well-attended stand and was showing the 

excellent Jimmy White’s Whirlwind 
Snooker and the forthcoming Rolling 
Ronny, an enjoyable platform/arcade 

game featuring one weird dude who 

spends his life roller-skating everywhere, 

hence the name. 

ELECTRONIC ARTS announced 

several ST conversions due over the 

coming months; Hard Nova, Strikefleet, 
Starflight 2 and PowerMonger: World 
War 1 Edition among them. 

Hard Nova is a MegaTraveller clone 

in which you play a space mercenary on 

a mission to recruit a new crew after 

yours was accidentally killed in a freak 

accident. There are hundreds of planets 

to visit and many characters with which 

to interact, some of who will send you off 

on submissions and pay you handsomely 

in the process. 

Strikefleet from LucasFilm is a 

warship simulator. Taking command of 

an entire fleet of warships, your job is to 

employ the appropriate ships with the 

appropriate strategies for any of 14 battle 

scenarios.

THE PD COLUMN 
For those of you who take the PC seriously, and the rest of you who use it just for kicks - this 
week James Leach gets his hands on a whole bunch of software in a special PC PD round-up 

This week the PD Column rounds up 

as much PC compatible Public 

Domain software it can find. Owing 

its business orientation, the PC seems to 

attract a great deal of word processing, 

database and spreadsheet packages. 

However, Swindon based Eigen PD 

Software has deliberately maintained a 

balance between these and the more 

recreational type of programs. In a later 

PD Column, I’ll be looking at the serious 

business software, but for now here are 

some of the more entertaining items they 

can provide. 

ARE YOU A HOT SHOT? 
Shooting Gallery is the sort of game 

every ST and Amiga owner will be 

familiar with. Basically you control a^ set 

of cross-hairs on screen, and various 

targets appear which have to be shot. 

Points are awarded for speed as well as 

accuracy, and there are sections 

devoted to skeet shooting (what we 

British call clay pigeons), a fairground- 

style shooting gallery with ducks, 

crockery and cuddly toys parading past 

in front of you, a quick-draw arena where 

you have to whip the cross-hairs up from 

the bottom of the screen on to the target 

as quickly as possible. 

There is also the obligatory game 

segment in which you must shoot the 

baddies as they stick their heads round 

the sides of some old Western style 

buildings. You have to avoid the civilians 

and innocents who do their level bests to 

get in the way of the gunfire. 

Shooting Gallery is a lot of fun and 

is very well presented. It’s simplicity 

makes it one for the kiddies, though. 

SPACE OUT 
Eigen PD has also got hold of a 

comprehensive ray-tracing program 

called Render. Such an item isn’t 

common in the PC world (at least, not as 

Public Domain), and this is an excellent 

example, and has the C source code 

included. 

Starview presents you with, on first 

sight, a black screen peppered with little 

pixels at random intervals. Take a closer 

look and you might twig that the pixels 

actually represent the stars of the night 

sky. The whole program is mouse driven 

and allows you to scroll around the sky 

and peer at any of the constellations as 

seen from the northern hemisphere. 

You can zoom in on items of 

interest, such as the planets in our solar 

• Calling budding Patrick Moores - 

StarView illuminates the flight sky 

system, particularly close stars and so 

on. Again, Amiga and ST owners might 

have seen it all before, but Starview on 

the PC is presented in a nice fashion, 

easy to use and if you’re interested in the 

heavens it’s a useful educational tool to 

keep in a corner of your hard drive. 

FAST FRACTALS 
Once again, fractals rear their infinitely 

regressing heads. Fractint, available 

from Eigen PD is the first fractal PD

DEMO WARS - THE BATTLE FOR SUPREMACY 
Often it isn’t the new full-price games on the market that 

push your Amiga or ST to limits. You just need to take a 

look at the demos that are around. 

Demo creators manage to get the most amazing 

effects from their chosen hardware, driven by their egos 

and the desire to ‘get one over’ on all the other demo 

crews out there. The ST demo scene has witnessed such 

a battle for supremacy over the last 18 months. The Care 

Bears (a British demo squad) has locked horns with The 

Lost Boys (a British and German group). The result was a 

fax war, which involved the (childish) trading of insults 

between their respective fax machines last summer. 

Now the teams have redoubled their programming 

efforts, and the results are spectacular. The Lost Boys 

have come up with something called the Ooh Crikey, 
What A Scorcher! mega demo. It all fits on one disk (but 

requires a 1Mb STE to play it), and contains several 

music and graphics demos linked by a game in which 

you pilot a spacecraft over a fractally produced 3D 

landscape from landing strip to landing strip. Every time 

you land at a new location, you get to see a new demo. 

OUT OF THIS WORLD 
And the demos are out of this world. Sampled house 

music mixes with psychedelic graphics to produce a 

complete entertainment experience. If you’ve never seen 

a decent PD demo (or any demo) then this is the one to 

go for. The Lost Boys have taken the display right to 

edge of the screen on all four sides, and have produced 

colours you didn’t think your STE was capable of. The 

Care Bears will just have to try and top it if they’re to 

regain their credibility. I can’t wait to see what both The 

Care Bears and The Lost Boys will produce next. 

Meanwhile, Persistence Of Vision, another demo 

team has produced a two-disk demo of Queen’s The 

Invisible Man. It’s garnished with plenty of graphics and 

the overall quality is very good. 

It’s worth noting that often you can get hold of 

music demos such as this and Nightshift PD’s KLF 91 

demo for about the same price as the single. So you get 

the tune plus a load of graphics as well. If you’ve got a 

stereo STE linked up to your hi-fi, you’re laughing.

CES REPORT 
Nostalgia Trip No. 1499 - ‘I remember 

the CES Show when people used to go 

to it...’ 

This year’s bash at Earl’s Court was 

distinguished mainly by the amount of 

floorspace which was empty and blocked 

off. Few companies bothered to put in 

much of an appearance, and dragging 

the affair out for four days seemed to be 

stretching things just a little too far. Still, 

those who did show up had some 

interesting stuff on offer, even if you did 

have to queue up for 20 minutes beside 

the stand’s single monitor to get a look at 

it... 

Ocean was progressing apace with 

Robocop III, which is already 

considerably advanced on the preview I 

told you about a few weeks ago. There’s 

lots more in there now, including a wild 

3D beat-’em-up section and some top 

driving action, and the whole thing’s had 

an injection of speed too. 

Keep an eye on this one, it could be 

special. Also on show they had (at last) 

an early Amiga version of coin-op 

conversion Smash TV. It’s looking very 

violent and very fast, and most 

importantly, it doesn’t slow down when 

the baddies start to pile on screen in 

ridiculous numbers. 

The WWF wrestling game was 

underway (although still at a very early 

stage) too, but the most exciting 

development was Parasol Stars {or 
Bubble Bobble lit). Looking and playing 

like a cross between the two previous 

games in the series (Bubble Bobble 
and Rainbow Islands), this is an 

absolutely gorgeous arcade game which 

is being very accurately translated from 

the PC Engine original. There was a fair 

amount already done, and I for one can’t 

wait to see the finished article. If it’s 

anything like its predecessors, stand by 

for fun on a global scale. 

Activision didn’t have an awful lot 

going on, but it did have Shanghai II - 

Dragon’s Eye up and running on PC 

and Super Famicom. Both versions are 

lovely, but the Famicom version is, as 

you might expect, the lovelier.

It’s a cute 

platform game in the mould of Bubble 
Bobble, and System 3 has been working 

on it secretly over the last year or so. 

Totally simple and hugely playable, I 

think it could be a surprise smash in the 

festive period. I wonder what else it’s 

keeping under its hat... 

Drawing the biggest ‘oohs’ though, 

had to be Microprose’s stand. 

Microprose Golf (snappy title, guys) 

looks like making a strong challenge for 

PGA Tour’s title as top 16-bit golf sim, 

with its 3D polygon graphics and 

MicroProse’s traditional attention to 

detail. 

Also on show was Formula One 
Grand Prix. Written by Geoff Cramond 

of Stunt Car Racer fame, a polygon- 

graphics Indy 500-style race game. It 

scores over the latter in graphic detail 

(the course is packed with scenery, at 

the level of the arcade version of Sega’s 

Super Monaco GP). Everything zips 

around at a very impressive rate, and 

there are all the usual options and 

different views and such like you’d 

expect from MicroProse. No word on a 

release date yet, but this really ought to 

be an enormous success. Start saving 

up now and prepare to be impressed. ■
