Stocks of I he new i n1crfacc arc apparcn I· 
ly large enoug h for it 10 be read ily 
available, al though MtCrodm•es a re still in 
\'cry short supply. 

Interface 2 plugs neaily into the back of 
the Spec1rum-or, for the lucky few. into 
thcbackoflntcrfacc 1-a ndp ro,-,idestwo 
major advantages for the machine . First. 
ROM canridgcs can be used. so all )'OU 
need 00 is power up for your pr ogram to be 
re ady a nd loaded, and seco nd . 11 will 
accep t two sta ndard Atari-1ypc D ·plug 
joyst1d,.s. 

Sinclair Resea rch empha.siscs that t hese 
can be any type of JOys11ck with a 9-way 
D-plug . and tha t . as the necessary softwa re 
is built into Interf ace 2. the ,oysticks wall 
work with cassc llc·loadcd programs as 
well as ROM canridges, Ten of the most 
popular Spectrum game s. arc al ready 
available on canridgc. 

I ntcrf acc 2 iscurrent ly bei ngsold by mail 
order for £19.95. and 1he ROM cartridges 
arc selling for £14 .95 - cheap for \\hat 
they arc. but st ill somet hing of a blow for 
those used 10 cheap games tapes . 

Th e Spcc1rum was initially concel\·cd by 
Sinclair as a low-oos1 hobbyists' micro - 11 
did lhc job i i set out 10 do well. at a \'Cf)' 

compctiti\·c price . But 11 was still some· 
thing o f a 'ba re bones' machine- many of 
t he facili11es needed to commun icate 
adeq uat ely wit h the outside world were left 
out orthcdesign. Users were therefore left 
with jus t the casscllc interface. a nd with a 
cheap. but poo r qualit y. print er . 

Bit by bit. companies like Kcmpston 
filled the gap - it became possible to use 
joysticks and decent printers, although 
there we re still com patibilit y problems . 
Not all games would operate with a gi,·en 
joys ttck. and vice ,·ersa . Therefor e. 
although some exce llen t games ha,e been 
produced for the Spect rum, 11 hasn't 
always been pos~ blc 10 pla y them the way 
they 5,hould be pla yed. And if )'OU were 
reduced to playing thr ough the keyOOard 
alone. you'd ha,·c even more prob lems 
because of the poor response from the 
cut-price keys . 

Construction 
With Interface 2. these problems arc 
s1aning to fade. The device itself is finished

in the s1andard Sin(l:ur Model T black, is 
slightly wider than the Spectrum's edge 
connector. and slots t1d1ly into s:ud 
connector. The ROM car tridge 1t.sclfslots 
into a slightl y oval socket. v.hich is 
protected by a sort or hatch affair . a nd the 
joystick ports are situa ted to t he left of this. 

It is a prime example or the growing 
pctite -ness of Smda1r Resea rch produc 1s. 

But in operatton. it' s more than Just a 
pre11y case. Scumg aside for 1he momen1 
the ROM cartridge f3e1fity. v,,h1ch will 
allow you to load programs v,,hich v.ould 
otherwise be sim ply too big for the 
Spectrum, the ,oyst1ck interface alone 
promises to gi,·e the mark et a thorough 
s.haking up . for a number of reasons. 

First , there 1s the adva ntage of slandar· 
d1sa1ion. The Kem pston sel·u p had 
already gone some way to achic,·i ng 1h1s. 
Like Interface 2. the Kempst on interface 
plug s in10 the edge con nec1or. and uses 
stan dard D·plug joysticks. and the com­
pany has been ha ,ing some cons iderabl e 
success in persuading softw are producers 
10 include joystick code routin es in their 
games pr ograms. 

But this has m no way been a um, ·ersal 
solu 1ion 10 the probl em. Many of the 
Spec t rum oWhers most w1lhng 10 spend 
money on a joystick int erface must already 
be confirmed games add.cis, and so w,11 
have a t least a handful of games v. hkh 
were. until now. incom patible v.1th Joys· 
1icks of any dcscnption . 

You could use the Pickard Joystick 
Controller. \\h1ch is v.ircd upm such a way 
that 11 fools the computennto 1hinlr:1ng that 
you are sending 11 the key codes 11 expects. 
but it is a fiddly operation to fit. and is no t 
particu larly warrantt·friend ly. 

Interf ace 2 gets round this rather 
stylishly, and simp ly because it comes from 
the machine's manufa cturer. 11 1s assured 
of the pos ition of the industry standard . 

Sinclair hasn ·1 made the support bracke t 

featured on 1he Interface I part of the 
package. Thi s bracket screws onto bo1h the 
Spectrum case and lmcrface I to form a I 
solid connect ion wit h !he Spectrum board 
and red uces the dreaded RAM -wobble 
problem prcv a lcnl on the ZX81. 

The connee11on has a tendency to wear 
down leading to frequent crashes and the 
orrnss ,on he re 1s partic ularl y unfonunate 
considenng the una,"01dable amou nt of 
stress and s1ram likely to be placed on the 
Interface 2 as canridgcs and joys11cks are 
plugged in and out. 

Visually. the nicest thing a bout 1hc 
product 1sthecanridgeitse lf. True to form. 
Sinclair has done a man rcllous miniat un sa· 
tion job. producmgcanridgcsabout 1.5 x 
2 x 0 .3 inches. 

Al £14.95 Sinclair is producing some of 
the cheapest games ca rtridge s on the 
market althoug h the)' now loo k decidedly 
O\crp nccd following Com modo re's ~cent 
decision to cut its games car tridg es for the 
Vic20toaround the £10 mark. There v.as 
some talk from Sinclair before the launc h 
to the cffe<.1 tha t £10 would be the pncc for 
its cartridges although it may be that the 
price will come down af ter a few month s. 

Another nifty fea ture is the red rubber 
skirt -which en,·e lops and protects the 
ca rtndgc connec1o r v,,hen it is not plugged 
in10 t he games port. When the cartridge is 
plu gged ,n. the skirt ,s pt.1lled up out oft he 
way. 

Ther e's a hinged hd o,e r 1he games pon 
and a pair of plastic plugs 10 pr otec t the 
JOys11ck sockets. These arc easily remov· 
able - and also easy to lose. a lthough 
Sinclair says they can be dispe nsed with 
a nyway.

But as w11h 
all imposs ible dre am machines. 11 1s far 
fro m faultless. 

The Cortex is aimed at lhc serious user 
- eithe r a professiona l working from 
homcoranofriccworkcr . ltsma inlot1nli fc 
is runmng the Wordstar word processor 
though being a C P'M mac hine 11 1s, of 
course. capable of most Jobs. A choice of 
disk sto rage up to I .6Mb of floppy and 
IOMb Winchcs1cr also make it more 
suit able to bigger business Jobs tha n 
Apples and Osborncs.
