Subsequent 'attribut e' charac­
ters may alter the effect o( previ ous ones. 
This approach is the same as on Prcstel. 

The grcac advantag e is that much less 
memory is used up. compared with most 
ot her low~t micros . but the disadvan­
tcge is that complex colourful screens can 
be a nuisance to set up. lr the Orie modem 
had appeared earli er this tcletcxt-compati· 
bilitywould have been much more reason· 
able. As it is the modem is not mentioned in 
the Atmos brochure , though the print er 
and forthcoming micro disks arc . 

The Atmos has three tow-resolution 
modes . In TEXT and LO MESO the 27 x 40 
screen can be modified by PLOT and PR1:-rr. 

The new PRl:-rr @ featur e effectively 
extends what PLOT did on the Orie · 1. but 
PLOT is st ill pr eserved . LORES I displays all 
characters as Prcstcl-stylc graphics block. 
tuR ES invokes a 200 x 240 grid wi1h a 
couple of lines at the base of the screen for 
messages. 
- H..a.r Two speeds or loading 
(CI.OAD) and saving (CSAVE) on ca.sseu e 
make the Atm os very ncxible with most 
recorders. Most Oric--l software suppliers 
send out their programs recorded in both 
mod es and no doubt this will continue for 
the Atm os. Orie-I Basic program s on 
cassette will 001 load corrcccly onto the 
Almos - the Basic is compatible bu1 the 
sys1em variables arc nol. CLOAo's exten­
sions of joining and verifying look use ful. 
eo.tr91 C4NN1 A num ber of contr ol charac­
ters give handy system function s. CTR L T 

switches betwee n upper and lower case (a 
new CAPS key would have been bette r). 
CT RL f' toggles the audible keyclick on and 
off . CT RL Lclea rs the screen and the more 
obscure CTRL sca n switch off the display. 
All these codes arc accessible from 
programs as well. Con trol characters and 
cursor movement keys arc used in ediling, 
not one of 1he machine's best fea tures. 

Hardware 
Having see n that the Atmos and its 
pred ecesso r have almost identi cal Basic. 
massive innovation s in hardware arc not to 
be expected . 

The base lifts off to revea l ... a board 
with the insignia 'ORIC -1 designed by 
Tangerine Compuler Systems '. It is the 
issue 4 Orie -I board containin g the single 
ROM chip as IC9, the only difference 
being that the ROM is labelled OR IC 
BASIC VI.I insteadofVI.O . 

The ROM 
The overall memory map of the Atmos is 
yet another feature identical to the Orie- I. 
The ROM occupies a slot at the top of 
memory from addre ss 0>00 hex onwards. 
Experiments with a few memo ry display 
rou tines reveal that data tables rema in in 
the old Orie -I positions. give or take a few 
bytes.

Many of the ROM rout ines have 
different start addresses on the Atmos and 
this mean s that most machine code 
progra ms written for the Orie I will 
require changes. Appa renlly. most soft· 
ware houses have been told about the 
pro posed changes well in advance. so 
Atmos software should appear very soon . 
Much of the Orie- I convoluted code see ms 
to have been untangl ed and this results in 
more efficient processing. A few simple 
timed tests matching the Atmos against an 
aging version·3 Oric-l proved the Atmos 
to be up to twice as fast. 

Peripherals 
The MCP-40 Printe r/Plotter has been 
refurbished in the new Atm os livery. but 
remains the same inside. The long-awaited 
Microdiscs also appear in the Atmos 
brochure in red and black . These have not 
been examined but 1hci r specification 
looks impressi\ •e. Th ey are pukka disks. 
not tape canridg es. and arc in the Hitachi 
3in format. 160Kcan bcstoredoneachside 
and a tran sfer rate of 2SO Kbits per second 
is quol cd. 

Conclusion 
The Orie Almos carries on the Oric-1 
tradition with a few changes . All the 
laudabl e features remain, keeping it well 
ahead of many other machines despite 
changes in the market over the past ,·ear . 
Th e niggling errors and inconsistencie s of 
its predecessors seem to have been cleared 
up too . and the keyboa rd is much easier to 
use. 

Orie-I owners wakin g up to find their 
micros outdat ed may be encouraged to 
know that an upgrad e service is planned. 
where by an Orie-I may be equipped with a 
new keyboard and ROM for around £50. 

The Atm os si1s une asily at £169.95 
between the Spectrum and the Commod· 
ore 64 bot h in price and capabilit ies. If the

Microdiscs live up to expectations. the 
Atmos should prove to be a good step 
forward for its manufactur ers . 

Second opinion 
I don ·1 see how anyone can call the Atmos a 
new product. Pu1 blunlly. it's a repackaged 
and slightly improved Orie-I . Apart from 
P RI ...,,. @' and a few new file-handling 
commands (* hich some say should have 
been included m the origi nal machine) n 
has the same features as the Orie-I . 

Most of the bugs m the old ROM ha"·c 
been ironed out . bu t TAB still prints spaces 
instead of just moving the cursor. The 
serial attribut e system is shll used ine xactly 
the same way and even the scree n 
add resses arc the same. 

Several of the ROM routines' addresses 
have been altered. which means that some 
software with CALL.s to 1he ROM will 
hang up. 

Despite the fact that the Oric' s been 
around for almost a ,·ear . there's Mill 
precious little software available for 1t 

compar ed with machines like the Spectr um 
o r Dragon. while progra ms for the 16K 
Orie arc as rare as hens· teeth . 

lf you choose to upgrade your Onc · l to 
an Atmos all you get for thc£50conversion 
fee is a new ROM . a red case and a different 
keyboa rd. £50 seems rather steep . 

At £170 for a 48K micro. the Atm os is 
considerably more expensive than its 
competi t ion. Being so similar 10 the 
Oric· I. it offers much lhe same compcti· 
tion to machines with similar feat ures as 
the Orie- I did - virtually none . 

If Orie Products International want to be 
successful in the micro market they'd do 
well to try to gloss over lhe initial setbac k of 
producing 1he Orie-I and come up with 
someth ing really new.

The big screen 
Tic Spectrum's display format is some· 

what limited in that it only has 22 
(Basic usable) rows down the screen. 

and 32 columns across. This makes 1he 
machine unsuitable for word processing 
applications. and for many situat ions 
where a large output of text is required. 

But it is possible. with careful mampula­
tion of the display file's mem ory, to display 
up to 42 characters on each row . This 
enables 924 characters to be placed on one 
screen, an increase of 22 characters over 
the normal display. 

I have written a machine code routine 10 
enable a string of 12 characters to be 
displayed on any one row of the screen. 
The machine code routine it.self is only 26 
bytes long, but the total set-up in memory 
takes slightly O\'Cf IK. The extra space is 
occupied by a 42 by1e inpu1 buffer. a 32 
byte 1empora ry buffer (used by 1hc 
rouline). and an altcrnati\·e character set. 
This is necessary because the Spectrum's 
characters arc too wide 10 be able 10 fit 42 
on one line. 

To load the machine code and the 
alternate character set it is only necessary 
10 type in the program and then RUN ic. 

The fir>I (and longer) ba1ch or I Jex codes 
is the allcrnative character set. so mistakes 
made when typing this in ..... on't cause the 
system to crash. and should be fairly easy to 
track down. The second batch (after the 
REMs1atcmen1) isthcac1ual machine code. 
and care should be 1aken when typing il in. 
as mistakes can be hard to find laler. 

Although the code is not relocatable in 
the stn ct sense of the word (it ii docs 
contain absolulc address). it is possible 10 
position it anywhere in empty RAM. 
because the Basic program works out any 
address used, relative to 1hc stan address 
or the alternate character set which is 
spccifiedat thesia rtoflheprogram . It then 
pokes these addresses into the RAM 
containing lhe code at the correct places. 
which arc again worked out relative to the 
initial value specified. Asitstands(wi1hou1 
you altering anything) the routine peck~ 
1hesys1em variables to detect a 16Kor48K 
Spectrum, and sets the value of A 
accordingly so that the routine is placed as 
far upin RAM as it can go. to save wasting 
space. 

Adventurous use 
The routine is al.so placed under the user 
defined graphics, so these may be used 
elsewhere in the program. 

If you arc using the rou1inc in a Basic 
program (for instance. an adventure game 
with large amounts of text output) and you 
wish to place the rouline elsewhere in 
memory. change the rclcvcnt value of A in 
line I (remember this is the starl of the 
alternative character set). 

It is worth noling 1ha1 when you change 
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lhc base address on line I. you alter not 
only the posi1ion or the al1crnativc charac· 
lcr set, but al.so the machme code and 1he 
two buffers. Relati\·e to each other they 
stay in the same place. Jr you choose 10 
move one on its own.say the 42 byte input 
buffer. the routine will not work unless you 
POKE the input buffer's new address in10 
the relevant part of the machine code (not 
rcoommended unless you know \.\hat you 
are doing). 

Afler you have finished typing the 
program in, it is wise to save it on tape , as 
when you RUN the program it first loads the 
alternate character set. then the machine 
code, and then it calls the machine code 10 
dcmons1ra1e 1he outpuL lf you ha\e made 
an em>r in typing in the code and the 
routine crashes the system. you can then 
load it back from tape and carefully check 
the DATA lines bet""een 140 and 340. and 
especially the section of program from line 
500 to 540. which works out the addresses 
and POKES I hem into the code. Correct any 
errors, re·SAVE, and re·RUN. 

When you RUl"I the program. you will see 
numbers printed in the middle of the 
screen: they indicate the line number that 
the DATA is being read from. tr the 
program stops with an error such as 
' Integer too Big"" or ·va riable not found'. 
lhen the number on the screen will indicate 
which line conlains the offending DATA 
statement . 

When the routine is working correctly. 
check all the characters by using the 
routine to print them all out. The DATA on 
lines 32 to 127 inclush·e represent the 
characters with codes 32 10 127 inclusive. 
Therefore if any characters appear incor· 
rCCI or misformed. 1he code of the 
character will be the same as the line 
number containing that character's DATA. 

Once you type in the program and ha\·e 
got it working. you can save the bytes on 
lape to use in your own programs. Use 1he 
command: 
SA VE .. 42 COLUMNS .. siart addrm. 
1054 which saves the routine and the 
allernativc character set together. Don'1 
forget to lower kA\ITOP before loading 
back orr 1ape. 

When using the routine. you have to 
POKE the codes of the characters in10 the 
input buffer before calling it. Running 
through a loop from I to 42 10 POKL. the 
codes every time you want to print a line of 
characters does 1ake a small amount of 
time. but outputting text in an adventure 
game is better at reading speed.so )'Ou may 
have to insert a PAuses1a1emen1 as well. 

If speed is necessary. the best way to 
achieve it is to sto re all the different strings 
as ASCII codes in a protected area of 
memory. and to use a small machine code 
routine with an LOI R instruction in i1 to 
transfer the 42 bytes of the string into the 42

• 29 byte input buffer of the routine . 
When print ing a string or less than 42 

charac1cn with the routine , it is not 
necessary 10 run your FOR NEXT loop 
right up to 42 to oblitera te any characters 
left in the buffer from the last line or 
print ing. The loop can run from I to the 
LEN or AS (or whatever string you arc 
using). 

Filling in spaces at the end is not 
necessary because every time the rout ine is 
used , right at the end it fills the whole input 
buffer with 32s (the code for a space). 
therefore eliminat ing a ny overlap pr"!). 
lcms wi1h your 1ex1. 

If you want to use the routine in an 
application where contin uous frequent 
printing or the same string is needed. the 
routine can be changed to prevent the 
input buffer being cleared afte r every 
printing. You can do this by simply 
changing the characte r "8" from a zero 
("O") on DATA line number 340. 

You will notice that my program. when 
printing the demonstration string at the 
end. outputs the text in the middle or 1he 
screen ( rR1 ....-r AT line 10 in fact). This is 
variable and can be changed to suit your 
needs . Whatever line you wish your text to 
be printed on, just POKE the line number 
into the one byte buffer in the system 
variables that the routine uses. 

Every time you call the rout ine, it looks 
at thisby te(locatio n 23681) and 1akesi110 
be the line number down lhe scree n. The 
display file address for the output is then 
worked out from this value. As you may 
wish to print on the same line each time 
(obviously with a scroll after calling the 
routine: RA""oo:.1 1ze usR 3280 in case you 
didn't know), the rout ine preserves the 
value in thisb tye. It is only necessary in this 
case to set the byte to the desired value 
initially. 

Remember that the I byte buffer is 
located in the system variable and its 
location remains unchanged wherever the 
routine goes in memory . whether 16K or 
48K RAM . 

Although the routine is placing 42 
characten on a line, it is unable to change 
the way the display file is organized. ie 
there are still 32 character positions across 
che SCTcen. each one byte wide. What the 
rout ine docs is squeeze one and a bit 
characters into every characccr position . 
When you alter the colour of a character 
position. you alter the whole character 
position's attributes(beca usc the att ribute 
file has one byte per character posit ion). 
Therefore if you change the colours on part 
of the line con1aining the 42 charactcn, 
you will probably get a very strange effect, 
with characters O\'erlapping the edge of the 
colo ur block; try it and see. 

When playing around with different 
strings to display in 42 columns. especially 
while a program is under cosntruct ion. it is 
very easy to accidentally POKE in astri ngof 
length more than 42 characters. especially 
when your loop runs from I to LEN AS. 
Don't worry as this will no1 hurt the 
routine. It will still function but lhe extra 
characters will just be ignored. This is 
because I have placed the 32 byte working

buffer directly after the 42 input buffer . 
The working buffer is only used by the 

routin e it.self, and only while the routine is 
working. lt docsno tsto rei mportant values 
in the buffer between calls. Therefore. if 
your string is slightly over 42 bytes 
(characters) long, the extra bytes will just 
overflow into the working buffer . The 
rou1ine will igno re them. and the first time 
1he routine uses the buffer. they will be 
over-written. 

So long as the total length of the string is 
not over 74 characters (42 + 32). you will 
not harm anything . Any string longer will 
overwrite the first bytes of the alte rnative 
character set. 

Theory and practice 
Although the routine does print on the 
screen. none of the ROM printing routines 
ha\'C been changed or used within my 
rout ine. The printing on the screen of the 
42 characters is achie\·ed tota lly by man­
ipulat ions of the displa y file bytes in the 
rout ine. This means that because the 
normal PRl""1' routin es have not been 
changed, when not using the routine (ie 
when print ing normally on the screen, with 
its normal 32 columns) all printing uses the 
original ROM based charact ers. It can be 
very effective if both types of display are 
used in a program. (Hobb it owners will 
know what I am talking about). 

The way the rou tine works is as follows: 
the Spectrum's charactena re drawn on an 
8 x 8 pixel grid, with one blank space at 
each side of the character . Therefore , 
characters occupy six bits across the block , 
with two spare bits (pixels) between 
charact ers. If we consider three chara cter 
blocks next 10 each other. there is a line of 
(3 x 8) 24 bits. 

Now consider characters drawn on a six 
by eight grid: the character takes up five 
bits. and only has one spare spacing bit at 
the end . Each characte r is the same heighl 
but is one pixel thinner, and the spacing 
between characters is one pixel instead or 
two. This means that in three 8 by 8 
character positions (lota l width of 24 
pixels)weca n fit four6 x 8characters. The 
tolal number of characters per line is 
therefore 42. 

Theroutineuse sala rgeloopfrom I to 10 
and trcal s the display file in blocks of three 
characters. The 32 byte working buffer is 
used to temporarily store the image bytes 
(8 per character) for the four charac ters to 
be place in the three blocks (4 x 8 • 32). 
Then the rou1ine works oul what bits of 
each character go into each character 
position on the screen and rotates the 
relevant image bytes around before load· 
ing them into 1he display file. 

In this way half a characte r can be loade d 
in10 one characte r posit ion. and the other 
half into the next characte r posi1ion. 

The two spare character positions at the 
end of 1he line (to1al width 16 pixels) store 
only t\11'0 6 x 8 characters (total 12 pixels 
wide) and four pixels a rc left unused right 
at the end of the line. This , however. is only 
noticed when print ing the full4 2characters 
ont hescreenwi1h a di fferent borde r colour 
rromthep apc rcolour . JOI

Speech synthesisers can be cuhcr 
allophone or digital. Advertisements for 
the forme r usually say they'll speak any 
word you like. but eac h \lo Ord mus t be built 
up from a set of allophones. in what can be 
a time-consuming t rial and error process. 

Cwn ll lllc:rospeec:h ..... 
This unit , uperimposts sound 1hrough the 
TV speaker. which can also be fed in1oan 
externa l tape or Hi-Fi.

Cheetah Sweet Talker 
Allophone 

The Sweet Talker 1.s a small black box 
which fits onto the edge connector of the 
Spectrum.

Furthermore. the allophone systems tend

Digital speech synthesisers don't sound 
so bad but neither arc they crystal clear.

DCP Speech hell ...... 
Digital speech packs can cost up to twice as 
much as the more conven t ional aJlophone 
eq uipment . and lhey have a limited 
vocabu lary. The DCP pack has just 71 
entnc s in its initial directory o f numbers , 
letters , and a few usefuJ words. These are 
sto redi n aROM.anduptothreeex tmca n 
be fitted with more useful words - at a 
price - to give a total of abou t 250 words. 

Accessing the words is ,imple: when the 
numbe r correspond ing to a word is 
entered , the word is spoken .

1050 Disk Drive 
The 1050 operates in much the same way as the 
810 , for obv.ous reasons of compat1b1l1ty The 
1050, however. has the ability 10 go 1n10 an 
enhanceddens,tymode WhenOOSlllberomes 
available soon. the Atari 1050 will be capable of 

stonng l 27K of mformatt<>n on a ~ngle sided 
diskette. The disk drrve 1s currently supplied with 
the DOS II and accesses only about 88K. 

As with the 810 . this S 11,,n disk dnve oomes 
wtth a bu1IHn 6507 microprocessor and ackhtt<>n· 
al ROM provKj1ng the controller. Up to four disk 
dnves may be accessed from the computer 
although !he most normally used at one time 
would be two !or business purposes . The disk 
dnve has an automatic e1ect feature whereby the 
disk ,s pushed out of the dnve when the latch is 
opened When pushed into the dnve lhe disk 
chcks 1n10 place. and dosing the latch causes the 
dnve to stan upon what appears to be an ahgn,ng 
procedure. The disk dnve 1s packaged w,th the 
mams transformer and a cable to connect 1110 the 
peripheral port of any A1ar1 home computer The 
d1skopera11ng system occupies about 6K of RAM 
and makes a 16K machine unsuitable for running 
thednve 



On the front of the dnve are two lights. One is 
next to the power sw,tch and shows that power Is 
being supplied to the dnve. The second nearby 
light shows whenever the drive is 'busy' (and 
diskettes should not be Inserted or removed). 
Along the rear ofthe disk drive, as with the 810, 
are two peripheral ports. 

One of these connects to the computer via the 
inpu1/output supplied, and the other 1s lett tree to 
'daisy-chain' other penpherals to the computer. 
such as the program recorder. Here too are the 
switches to determine Which of the four drive 
numbers this drive is. 

1010 Program Recorder 
A major criticism commonly made against the 
Atari computer system Is that you have to use 
Atari's own tape recorder at an extra cost of 
almost t50. However, there are many advan­
tages to using a dedicated program recorder. 
One impor1ant problem area of any computer 
system is cassette loadingtsav,ng. Alan tried to 
get around this problem with a dedicated 
recorder. and although Atari's recorders are not 
tree lrom loading problems, compared with 
others they are relatively troubkt-free. One 
immediately noticable adVantage Is all Alan 
cassette programs should load from all Atari 
program recorders. 

This compallbihty cannot be matched by any 
non-dedicated system. Even so. how can Atan 
justify CSO tor their recorder? First, this price 
includes the connecting lead and the power 
adapter for the recorder as well as a reasonable 
quality machine with a power indicator light and 
tape counter. 

Also Atari has What it calls ',Sound·through'. 
The recorder is, of course, stereo. So while one 
channel stores the program data the other can be 
used tor another purpose with the Atari hard· 
ware. Already some educational and game titles 
take adVantage of this split recording Jaahty. 
A1ari produces a range of Conversational 
Language courses in French. German. Spanish 
and Italian. One channel ol the tape sends 
p,ogramdatamto1heoomputer'smemory, while 
the second contains a voice channel In the 
relevant language saying words in time wUh the 
lext and the pictures generated by the program. 
Moon base 1 o, a game w,th a cassette sound 
traci< by PDI, is enhanced by voices and 
alien-type notses. 

Some programs, such as European Countnes 
and Capitals, have a voice telling you how to 
operate the program while it loads. 'Sound· 
through' makes the Alan recorders special. 
Although there is not a great dealol sottware yet 
using this system. Atari, PDI and others will 
almost certainly be bringing out more titles. 

The data part of the recorder transmits 
information at a rate ot 600blts per second (600 
baud). Most t 6K programs lake about three or 
four minutes to load. On a C60 cassettte you 
should be able to record about IOOK ot data. 
However, the Atari operating system does not 
include a search function in the loading of 
programs, so lhe tape must be positioned at the 
righl place at the start of a program before the 
k>adingcommand hasbeenentered. ll's inadVis· 
a~etosloretoomanyprogramsononecassette 
due to problems in f1nd1ng the start of programs in 

lhe middle of lhe tape. The volume control is 
handled automatically by the recorder, to some 
extent by the computer. All the standard recorder 
buttons are include<l-even a pause button. The 
1010 recorder also has two VO ports on the back 
to allow for daisy-chaining ot peripherals. 

There are a number of ways to interface an 
Atari computer to a printer. One way on the 400 
and 800 Is to use a cable from the joystick ports 
and a program in memory to send printer data 
through the ports. Although cheaper than an 
expansion box, it isn't as versatile as it works with 
only a handful of machine language programs 
and is therefore suitable tor use only with Basic. 
This method would not work on the new 
machines as it requires use of three joystk:k 
ports. and the new machines have only two. 

Atari used to supply the 850 interlace module 
at around C135. This module is now almost 
impossible to get hold of though its XL equivalent 
is due for release soon. The 850 had a single 
parallel 'centronics' type port for attaching to a 
printer and four serial RS232 ports suitable for 
connection to acoustic modems, other compu· 
ters and so on. 

Atari's new expanSion box has not yet been 
released. It would appear that this box is for Xls 
only as tt connects via the new parallel bus 
Interlace on the rear of the XL machines. It will 
provide eight expansion slots. two RS232 ports 
similar to these supplied on the 850 Interlace 
Module and a bi-directional parallel bus. 
Although it all sounds very good , tt gives httle 
comfort to the 400 and 800 owners who wish to 
connect to a printer but who don't have the 
parallel bus.

Pictured directly above is the 
A tan 1025 BO-column dot matnx 
printer whlCh Is, unfortunately, 
neither fast nor cheap. The printer 
accepts either smgle-sheel or 
fanfold paper - and otters bolh 
condensed and expanded text. It 
uses a typewriler-sryle reel-lo· 
reel nbbon and does not havt1 true 
descenders. 

A bener option perhaps for 
pnnting out hstmgs is the Atari 
1020 colour pnnler/ploner 
(pictured lop nghl) which uses 
four coloured pens 10 draw or 
'sketch' pictures and text. II 
resembles several other versions 
of lhe ploner made by Ong1nal 
Equipment Manufacturers tor lhe 
Commodore 64, lhe Orie and lhe 
Tandy Colour Computer.

However, salvation is at hand in the form of a 
printe, interface box whlCh plugs into the serial 
port on all lhe Alan compul8fS. This has an 
Atari·type cabkt for connection to the serial 
peripheral port of lhe computer. and another 
cable 10 a cenironics-rype printer. This box 
should by available shortly lor about C99. 

Atari's other new expansion due for imminent 
release Is a CP/M module. CPIM is the standard 
tor small business mk:ros and minis. Atari's 
module wUI connect to any Atari computer via the 
serial peripheral port and will allow the Atari lo run 
CP/M business soltware on an 810 or 1050 disk 
drive. The module will contain a 280 Micro­
P<ocessor with a speed of 4 MHz. as well as an 
adlditlonal 64K of RAM, and will have the CPIM 
2.2 operating system included. II will be like 
connecting the Atari to a second computer 
although ii will also give the Alari owner 40· or 
BO-<Olumn output (swilchable), a serial input and 
ouput port and a monitor output. 

Printers 
Atari has released lhree new printers. The first 
distributed In lhe UK for use specifically wilh an 
Atari In the UK was lhe Centronics 737. This was 
an 8()...cotumn dot matrix machine similar In 
capability lo one of lhe old Epson printers. The 
Centronics was not In fact Atari's printer but it was 
the most available equivalent to lhe Atari 825 (the 
American Atari printer made by Cenlronics). To 
connect this printer lo the micro you needed an 
850 Interface Module and printer cable. The 737 
was distributed by Ingersoll Elec1ronics before 
Alari UK was fomled. UK Atari discontinued lhe 
Cenlronics dislribulJOn bul continued the availa· 
bility of Atari's second printer. the 822 thermal 
prinler. This 40-cotumn printer connected direct 
lo the Atari and l)(oduced reasonable quality 
printing of text and graphics. 

This printer was disoontinued a few months 
ago 10 be replaced by Atari's three new models, 

lhe 1020 colour printer plone,, the t 025 80-
column dot matrix pnnter and the t 027 teuer 
quality printe,. 

The 1020 Colour Printer/Plotter 
The 1020 is a four-cok>ur prinler and plotter. 
Using little pens in a rotating head. this machine 
is controlled by lhe computer to perform most of 
the standard graphic plotting and drawing, but 
instead of 1ust dumping a screen. the picture is 
actually drawn on the paper by moving the pen 
leh lo right and moving the paper up and down . 
The paper is held by small rollers with pomls on 
lhe,n and moves the paper backwards and 
forwards in front of lhe pens, 

The standard character size will print ten 
characters to the inch. The printing area Is four 
inches wide giving 40 characters per line in 
standard text mode. 

In lhis mode the printer will pnnt at ara1eof ten 
characters per second, not very fast al printing 
although fasl al graphics. 

The printer can be l)(ogrammed to print 
characters In any of 64 sizes. It also has two 
standard printing size modes besides the 40 
column mode . The printer can be set up to print in 
either 20 or 80 oolumns pe, line though lhe 80 
column print requires a magnifying glass for most 
people lo read ~- The printer oomes with a 
generous roll of paper and two sets of pens, and 
cable to connect it to the computer, as well as the 
power transformer. 

A cassette comes with the printer, 1nctuding six 
good de,nonslrallon l)(ograms which can be 
tisled and altered, and a drawing utility that can 
reproduce your drawing on the printer. 

Along the lront of the printer arevarlouscontrol 
switches: a power switch with a light indicating 
when power is on or off, a pen button thal readies 
lhe head for changing lhe pen colour manually, a 
colour button for rotating lhe head manually to 
bring another colour inlo line and a paper bunon 
to feed the paper manualty. The reverse of the 
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printer houses the power socket and two 
peripheral ports IOI' the connection of the printer 
and 'daisy-chaining' of other peripherals. At 
£199, the 1020 printer/plotter Is the cheapest 
way of attaching a printer to an Atari computer. 

1025 SO-column dot matrix 
printer 

The 1025 is the fastest as well as the most 
expensive (£349) of Atari's new printers though 
the40characterspersecx>ndspeedolthisprinter 
does not come close to the speed ol the new 
Epsons. The printer will accept single sheets ol 
paper that can be led through with a friction roller 
in the machine°' sprocket paper on a roll °' tan 
folded which can be fed through tractOI' feeders. 
A number of print sizes are available including 
condensed and expanded text. The printer prints 
with the standard Atari character set as well as 
the XL lnt8fnational character set. The number of 
lines to the inch can be changed too. The 
characters are of the 5x7 dot matrix type but 
lower case letters do not include true descen· 
ders. As well es a power switch and light the 
printer has an 'on line' button. The ribbon used on 
this print8f is lhe typewrit8f reel to reel 
type-convenient IOI' supplies but a little messy. 
The 1025 has a built-in Atari inlerlace and 
connects directly to any Atari computer. 

1027 Letter Quality Printer 
FOl'-d processing°' other applications where 
typewritten text quality is required, the 1027 letter 
quality printer is an obvious choice. As with the 
other two Atari printers, the 1027 connects 
directly to any Atari computer via the peripheral 
Interlace using the cable supplied. This printer 
will accept single sheets of paper, ideal where 
letterheads are required, but can also accept roll 
orfan-foki paper which can be drawn through on 
the friction roll8fs. The letters are mounted on a 
barrel-type head which is inked by a small roller. 
The printing speed Is 20 characters per 
secx>nd. 

PULL OUT &KEEP 

The width of the printing page is 80-cotumns and 
the head can print in both d1recOons. As well as 
standard printing of most of the Atari character 
set, the printer has an under1ining capability. 

Epson RXSO 
Epson and Epson-compatible print8fS have 
always been the second printers to the Atari 
computers. Many programs for the Atari are 
wntten in two versoos. one for Atari pnnters and 
the other fOI' Epsons. The new RX80 is a superb 
quality machine but at a price. 

Untonunately, to connect almost any printerto 
the Atari apart from Atari's own, you must atso 
purchase a cable and an interlace module 
(usually coming to over £150). There are 
advantages to this machine. the most obvious 
being speed. The Rxeo prints characters at 1 oo 
charact8fs P"' secx>nd. Atari's 1025 dot matrix 
printercanmanageonty40. The Epson has more 
pins in the print head, printing characters wilh a 
9X9 matrix. The printer can be programmed to 
print lines to almost any spacing and includes a 
96-character ASCII characier set. 

There are an additional 11 international sets 
buih in and all sets can be prinled in normaJ text, 
italic or ehte text. The printer can condense and 
enlarge characters too. It COl'n&S in twooptlons­
with °' without a friction feed roller fOI' single 
sheet feeding. Feeding Is also accomplished 
through sprocket paper feeders. 

FXSO 
Epson also produces a big brother to the Rxeo 
called the Fxeo. With sprocket and tract°' teed 
as standard. this print8f also allows you to 
re~ace its cha racier set Vflth one ot your own (up 
to 256 characters). This prinler will do super· 
scripting (feeding paper forward and backward 
by hatt notches). The speed has been improved 
to an amazing 160charact8fS P8f secx>nd. 

Otherwise this printer has all the features of the 
RX80, though It costs about £100 more. 

A variety of printers can be used 
with the Alan range of machines. 
Plctured above are three parallel 
printers than can plug 1n: the Atari 
1027 Letter Quality pnnter, the 
Epson RX-80, the Epson FX-80. 

The letter quality printer 1s 
described m detail on the page 
opposite. The Epsons are 
upgrades of the long-standing 
Epson MX-80 industry 
'workhorse'. 

At top leh is the Epson RX-80 
which runs at 1 DO characters per 
second, and drew excellent 
reviews when PCN looked at 11 in 
Issue 8. Barry Miles said m our 
pages: 'This printer has an 
excellent price/performance ratio. 
and is backed up by a company 
which has been widely recognised 
tor years as producmg good­
quahty printers with an excellent, 
readable font. The lack ol easy 
access to the d1p·sw1tches ,s 
1mtat1ng, but provided you don't 
want to use s,ngle sheets ot 
paper, the machine has much to 
offer.'

SOUND 
This 1s perhaps one of the mos! powerful 
commands 1n Alan Baste . Through 1h1s 
one command ,t is possible lo obtain an 
enormous vanety of sound . The SOUND 
command has four parameters : 
SOUND a.b.c,d 

The first parameter dererm,nes whteh of 
!he Atari 's four sound channels will be 
used (0-3) . Obv,ously lour SOUND com­
mands can be used 1oge1her 10 creale 
harmonies . 

The second parame1er specifies the 
actual note that the Atari will produce . A 
number lrom Oto 255 gives you notes over 
a three and a hal f octave range .

Some uses of the SOUND command are 
given in program two .

The Genie has in fact been sold 
prin cipally as a machine for serious 
progra mmers and any Genie ow ner of th at 
ilk will ce rtainl y want somethin g like Zen . 

It has been available on tape for some 
time. but a cartridge version and a disk 
version were issued o,-er the Christmas 
holiday. 1 tested th e cart ridge and , for 
compari son. the latest version of the iapc. 

Features 
As the program is being upgraded all the 
time it should come as no surpri se 1ha1 the 
cartridge has a couple or new commands. 
but the \'ery substantial core is the same in 
both versions. In foci . this program started 
life as a bare-bones assembler writccn by 
John llawth orne (one or the original Z80 
gurus) and was C\'entually incorpo rated 
into Zen packages ror other micros. 

Laurie Shields, a hobbyist from Cheste r· 
field with a penchant for serious work . got 
permission to rework I lawthom e's origi­
nal ror the Video GenieffRS-80andov er a 
couple or years has added so much for the 
Genie (and the Lynx) that he reckons the 
guru would find it hard 10 spot any or his 
origmal code. 

The cartridge . a robust plastic casing 
contaming a single board with two chips. 
sits snugly in the expa nsion socket a1 the 
back of the Genie . Once installed 11 as 
always available from the keyboard 
through a CALL OX)() from Basic. 

Zcnca,ibe used Wlth Basic-a program 
of about 4 K '-"Ould be possible - but it is 
really int ended for use on 11s own. for 
assembler source files gobble up memory . 

Memo ry availab le for th is when using 
the cart ridge is from SB4EI I to BEFF I I.

The commands could convcnicnlly be 
split into three groups: Edit or . Assembler. 
Monitor. Because of one \'Cry useful 
non-standard instruction . •~OAD, which 
loads assemb led code direct into memory. 
you can edit , assemble and debug prog· 
rams without a cassette in sight. all at great 
speed. 

In use 
Program s arc loaded from the keyboa rd. 
from system tape s or from source file tape s. 
Source files and objec t files can be saved. 
and in both cases they can be veri fied (a 
delightful featur e). But one thing I found 
that maybe due to mycassc t1c player was I 
had to tum up the \'Olume 10 re-load or 
verify a tape I had just saved . 

I should add that I found both cart ridge 
and tape \-Crsions crash-proof and bug­
frce. I had in programs of up to IOK and I 
was overJOyed co see Ze n avoided the 
dreaded problem thal made me throw 
away my Ta ndy EDT ASM for my Video 
Genie . Then . the symbol table for labels 
'-"OUld fill up \-ery quickly and . once full . 
that was the end of your program . Wuh 
Zen you jusl increase the space allocat ion 
for the 1able and continu e. 

II sort! all the symbols, though only on 
the first letter, and a cross·r cferencc or all 
symbols and their occurenccs can be 

printed, on screen or hard copy. 
The Genie screen width is only 40 

columns and if you include longish com­
ments in your source code the scree n 
di.splay can look peculiar . 

All ope rations arc very fast. To a large 
extent this is due to the way the editor has 
been written - line numbering is done 
automatically by the machine and is 
readju sted automatically whenever you 
add, inscr t or dclete. Multiple filesca n al.so 
be merged end 10 end because of this 
forma l. so you can. for exam ple. ha\·e .a 
library tape of common routines and just 
tag it on the end or your current progra m. 

The editor , though . is not adequate for a 
cheap word processor . 

The monitor is adequ ate but limited . 
The memory fill and display sectio ns arc 
very good. giving hex and ASCII output . 
bul the debugging port ion is limited 10 
jump and brea kpoint. A single-steppin g 
rout ine a nd a disassembler may appear in 
later vers ions but for the lime being they 
have been excluded to save space - and 
with the big program s I saw the sense in 
that. But for smaller ones I couldn' t resist 
loading in my own single-stepper and with 
1hat I felt ready to take on 1hc world . 

Verdict 
With Laun c Shields ' Zen I have certainly 
seen the light beyon d the end of my well. 

Zen is only available from Lauri e 
Shields . Both tape and cart ridge assume a 
32K Genie . Write to Laurie Shields for 
informatio n on disk versio ns or versions 
for TRS -80 and Lynx.

School for Spectrum 
PMtiliM~!I ~~cc pr~rams a,c;; 
on lhis casscuc to provide 
practice an add11ion and sub­
tractio n of numbers up to 20 for 
pre-school and primary chil­
dren. To make the task more 
fun. the sums arc presented in 
both picture and standa rd 
numerical form. 

These programs teach or test 
a child who is learning the basic 
concepts of addi1ion and sub­
traction . by both completing 
compute r-set sums and by set­
ting their own que stions. 

The first program displays a 
numbcr of blocksa 1 che bottom 
ofthcscrcen . An engine pulling 
two l rucks enters and halt s in 
the ccncrc of the screen . Some 

blocks arc loaded onto each 
lruck . and when the player has, 
correct ly counted them and has 
pressed the relevant number. 
the wri1tcn form of the sum is 
displayed.

There is 
also a high score record . 

If you're proving to be good 
at 1he game the space ship mes 
lower and lov.-er demanding 
quicker responses. 

Robot Tabla is naturally 
enough a test of the mulliplica ­
tion tables. Th e five skill levels 
range from two times tables 
only through 106. 7. 8. 9and 12 
timestablesat the hardest level . 
The seuin g is a robot factory. 
with the raw material for a 
robot appearing on a conveyor 
bel t at the 1op left of the screen. 
Each piece of material has a 
nu mber on it . and you must say 
if that number is the next one in 
sequence for the table being 
tested . which is shown on the 
side of one of 1he machines . 
Only two ke)'S are needed for 
this game, I if you accep1 the 
number and SPA CE if nol. 

If you correctly spot the 
wrong numbers this raw mate­
rial disappears in one of .several 
ways. and if you're correct with 
the right numbers then a perfect 
robot pops out at the end of the 
sequence of con\'eyor be lts. 
mincers and machines. You' re 
aiming to get ten good robots in 
a row at the foot of the screen. 

but if )OU get a v.Tong answer 
then the robot produced is of 
distinctly inferior qualit y. The 
game sounds easy enough. but 
it is a good test of your 
knowledge of the multiplica­
tion tab les. There isn' t much 
time in which to enter your 
answer. 

Thi s is an enJoyab le package 
of two games. good value for 
money. and a welcome attempt 
to bring a lit I le learning in10 the 
mass software market.
