Compared with eve n th e Vic 20 (of 
fond memory), t he QL sound system 
looks archaic and crude - a single 
channel, no volume cont.rol and a 
picw-electric transd ucer. 

To make matters worse, the controll· 
ing commands from Basic are clumsy 
and unpredictable, and the proceu of 
extrac t ing useful aounds is largely a 
matte r of t ri al and erro r. However, all is 
not lost and we will try to illustral.ehere \l-d~;,::\"..-
tha t it is possible to produce some 
exciting sounds on the QL, assisted by 
two programs - Sound Explonr and 
MusicMalrer .

As the QL user manual implies , the 
only way to lea rn abou t the workings of 
the system is to experiment. The prob ­
lem is tha t the DEEP command , the only 
eound command on the QL, can be 
followed by up to eight parameters 
which results i n exper imentatio n being 
a tediou s and unsatisfactory process. 
What is more, most parametet'S are not 
t ruly independen t , so changing one 
a1tel"tl t he effect of othera. The answer is 
provided by Program 1, which I have 
called a Sound Explorer. 

It start& by setti ng aH the DEEP 
parameters to 1 and produces the 
resultingsou nd. All the parameters may 
then be changed by press ing the 
appropriate keys while the screen dis­
play• the curren t value& and the 'lou ds­
peaker' emits the corresponding noise. 
The progra m can be used lo see how 
changes in specificparameten,affect the 
overall sound and fordeve lopingspecific 
sounds - when you find one you like , 
simply make a note of t he parameters. 

In one sense the range of aounds is 
almost infinite , although all the sounds I 
have found so far are of similar type -
rath er non-musical and very electronic 
sounding , Neverthe less, if you can bear 
the noise a half-hour's experimentation 
will produce some surpris ing sounds, 
and there ia always the 'peace' facility 
within the program.

You will see that the program should 

give a conti nuous high pitched tone , 
pitch 10, butactuallyso undslikea n out 
of tune police sire n. This illustrate s the 
fact that SEEPing duration O affects the 
specified pitch - all othe r va luc,s for 
duration give the correct tone . All in all 
the duration parameter could do with 
more developme nt. 

The second and th ird parameters of 
BEEP are pitchl, the main pitch and 
pit.ch2, the secondar y pitch . The sound 
wilJ move between these levels if en­
couraged by grade x and grad y, the 
fourth and fifth parameters. The pitche s 
can take values between O and 255, 0 
being th e highest frequency . Values 
higher than 255 can be u.sed, but the 
pitch produced seems to be pit.eh MOD 
255. The range ofnotes produced is qu ite 
wide, but the lower notes are rathe r 
unmusical.

Program notes 

QL Sound Explorer (the fint listing 
give n below) works by setti ng up a loop 
in which key presses are detected and 
the appropriate changes made to the 
aclectcd OEKP pa rameten. The loop 
(lines 2 10 to 490) is entered after 
introd uctory formali t ies have been com­
pleted , and eonsistaof an INKEY instruc­
tion (line 230) to wait for a key press, and 
a SELECT ON instru ction (Ii ne 240) to take 
the appropriate action. 

Although the method of actua lly 
displayi ng changes to t he parameten 
appears rather length ily coded the idea 
has been to 'hide' as many inst ructions 
as possible behind the ON instructio n , 
thus speeding program execution. PRoc­
edure instruc t ions simply display in­
structions if required.

One final point on pitch- it is possible 
to produce subjectively hi gher tones 
than th at produced by a pitch value of 
zero by using appropriate values for 
oth er parameters. The sound explorer 
will let you find out how - try all 

of the parameters being cha nged, and 
PRoced ure pa rameter, which use s 
values passed from the main program, 
displays th e actual value of the para­
meter. This method was choeen rather 
t han a complete reprint of para meter 
va lues to maximise speed around the 
loop. As PRocedure paramete r is widely 
used in the progra m, it is suggested it is 
given a shorter name when typing in , for 
e:r::ample'p'. 

The program is large ly self-explana­
tory in use . The 5even para meters 
pitch t, pitch 2, grade_x, gracLy, wraps, 
fuzzy and random are increased by one 
by pressing th e key s 'q-w-e-r-~y-u', and 
decreased by one by the keys 'a-s-d-f-g·h · 
j' (note lower ca.se). l n addition the 
parameters which have a large of values 
- pitch 1, pitch 2, grad_x and wraps 
have a fast forward and rewind in t1'le 
keya 1-2-3·5,z..x~·b. 

Reference to the keylx,ard will show 
that the keys are logically and conve­
niently arra nged. The only oth er key 
necessary is 'F l ', which in the interests 
of sanity of the user, mutes the sound .

fifth parameters of the BEEP command. 
The idea is that the pit.eh moves in stepB 
of size grad_y between pitch 1 and 
pitch2, the rate of this movement being 
controlled by grad_x. That is the theory 
but in pra ctice it proved difficult to see 
the paramete rs working as expected. 
Experimentation with the sound explor· 
er is the best policy here . 

Wraps, Fuzziness, and Random are 
the sixth , seven th and eighth para · 
meters. Wraps is mysteriousl y named in 
that)t is difficu lt to see how the sound 
wrapsorwhatitwrapsround. The effect 
on the sound is quite dramatic in most 
cases and seems to be a kind of repeating 
sound at the end of each movemen t 
between pitc.hl and pitch2. Lower 
values of wraps give more comprehen­
sible resulta. 

Fuzziness and Random serve to furth ­
er modify the sound and to further 
complicate the situ ation. Neither is very 
predictable and they appear to have very 
littl e effect until they near their maxi­
mum values , when both tend to produce 
'noise' rather than t.onea. 

lf you have followed this article so far 
and have tried the sound explorer , you 
hopefully will have discovered that 
sound on the QL can be interesting, it 
can also be infur iat ingly convoluted and 
perverse, in which respect it i.s quite in 
keeping with the whole computer. i,'i

It 
allows the playing and display in 
convention al musical notation of a short 
tune and is intended to be a demon.stra· 
lion of the (rather limited) musical 
capabilities of the QL. The program can 
play along quite nicely wiLh someone 
trying to learn the descant recorder, and 
would make a useful training aid- one 
of the more difficult a.spect& of learning 
an instrument is kn owing how the music 
should sound. 

The program works by loading arrays 
with pit.eh and duration in the loader 
loop (lines 220-520). It passes the pitch 
and duration values to PKOCdrawnote , 
which drow s the appropriate note in the 
next ava ilable Position; PRocdra wnote 
also calls Pttoc:stave, which draw s the 
five line stave when required. For 
program brevity bar lines and a time 
signature have been omitted, but could 
be included by odding an INPUT state­
ment and a counting device in the 
PROCdrawno te. 

Once the arrays have been loaded and 
terminated using pitch •.,_•, they are 
played using the FOR·END FOR at lines 
560 to 620. As the notes are played a 
white marke r line is drawn under the 
note being sounded.

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•1125 your headphon es or hi·fi to the one 
marked 'out ' the sound from the Enter· 
pri se will be replayed in gloriouastereo. 

Both the left and right.hand sides or 
the machine have connectors. On the 
right is the expa nsion bus which will be 
used to connect t he Enterprise to disk 
drive s, etc when they appear. J udging by 
the amoun t of time it took for the 
machine to make an appearance we 
could be waiting a very long time. 
AroundtheleO.-hand sideof themachine 
ia the cartridge slot. The machine has no 
Basic built in and a cartridge ia supplied 
forinsertionintothiseoeket . When(orif) 
any othe r languages become available 
you will be able to insert them instead of 
the Basic, thereby saving valuable 
RAM. 

Examining the keyboard more closely 
shows it is exactly the same type u the

much criticised keyboard on the Sinclair 
QL. Unlike t he QL keyboard, this one is 
actually quite good to use, even if the 
first touch does make you cringe. 
Though the keys have a spongy feel, 
there is an option to have a click sound 
eminate from th e built-in loud speake r 
(and headphones if connected) so that 
you can teU when you have pressed a 
key. Thisfacilitymak e&it mucheasjerto 
touch type. 

The joystick to the right of the 
keyboard work.a on the same membrane 
principle as the keyboard. When you 
move the joystick to the left. it pushes 
down on the rubber mat. However , the 
joystick has no feel to it and is rather 
reminiscent of the old Atari type, the 
onea you couldn't tell if you had made a 
contact with. But with this model, 
whenever you move the joystick a click 
emanates from the speaker. 

Fir&t impre ssion of the Buie is that it 
i11extremely long-winded. Most versions 
of Basic now use abbreviations for their 
comm.and words . En te rprise , however, 
has gone back a few years and just as 
with Cobol, everything has to be typed 
out in ful l -cLS has been replaced with 
cu:AR SCREEN. This does have one good 
thing going for it - programs are 
extremely readable. There is no mention 
of abbreviat ions in the manual. Even the .. 

Commodore and BBC whose Basics 
aren' t anywhere near u long.winded 
allow abbreviations of the keywords to 
be entered , so why not the Enterprise? 

Documentation 
This certainly falls a long way short of 
perlection . A quick glance through the 
229 pages is enough to put even the most 
hardened computer buffofTusing it. My 
feeling is tha t it is written for people 
with a master's degrees in a.stro physics 
rather than a computer novice. 

Yea, the manual does at tempt to teach 
you how to use the machine, it ju.st 
doesn't do it very well. The information 
iA in there eomewhere but finding it i11 
anothe r matter . For example, the sec­
tion that deals with grap hics could do 
with a table that tel ls you the number of 
colours and the reaolution of each mode. 

Instead this information is buried with · 
in the text. 

Anyone who wishes to use the Enter­
prise with machine code can simply 
forget it. A grand total of three pages is 
given over to this subject and all t his 
does is explain how to reserve memory 
for your program and how to call your 
routine.Nodoubteomebrightspark will 
makequitea bit of money by producing a 
beginner's guide to machine code on the 
Enterprise. To be a little faire r to 
Enterprise, there is a sect.ion at the back 
of the book that lists all t he available 
commands and the ir functions. If you 
can already program on another compu­
ter it i11 probab ly advi1JSble to read this 
section rather than the front of the 
manual, only moving furt her back if 
something is not clear.

Nowhere 
in the manual could I find how to connect 
a printer, external joystick or monitor . 
Nice one Enterprise, everyone will have 
to buy their leads from you. 

A word processor is supplied on ROM 
and a chapter is included which explai ns 
its functions. The foUowing chapter 
describes the function keys that can be 
used with it. But if you are n't given the 
pin out for the print.er connector, what 

are you going to use the word processor 
for? 

In use 
For a start, the power supply produces a 
very loud buuing eound. I can on ly hope 
that thi s was: th e transformer supplied 
with my machine and is not going to be a 
common problem. 

Power up greet.a you with the name 
Enterprise flashing in multi-colour 
characters on the screen. Unfort unate ­
ly, on my Fidelity portable TV whleh 
works perfectly well with every other 
computer the colour promptly dis­
appeared never to return. The TV sti ll 
works with other compuleni; in colour. A 
second TV proved to work perfectly with 
the compute r and the picture and colours 
are extreme ly clear. 

Ente rpr iae boasts 256 different col-

ours on the machine . Obvious ly it is not 
possible to get every colour totally 
different and most of them are simply 
different shades of blue, red etc. This is 
extremely useful when producing games 
and pictures because by using the 
shading carefully you can create the 
illu.sionofdepth. 

A demonstration cassette is supplied 
with the machine and this will probably 
be the first thing that new owners look 
at. According to the description there 
should have been numerou s sound , 
graphic and progra m examples on it . l n 
fact 1 could only load a couple of the 
programs and the only way I could hear 
anything on the second side of the 
cassette was to replace the cassette i n my 
hi-fi and then tum the volume up full. 
Somewhere along the line something 
went wrong with the du plicat ion. How 
many people are going to get duff tapes 
this year? 

My first reaction to th e non­
functioning cassette was to Q&ume that 
it was caused by a bad cassette interface. 
Saving and loading my own programs on 
to cassette aoon proved thi s to be untrue 
as it worked very well. One extreme ly 
nice touch is the level meter which 
appeani at the top of the screen when 
loading. Thi s consists of a green and red 
block. When the green block is lit the 
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... load iagoi ng okay, if the red block is lit 
your cassette volume needs to be ad ­
justed. The manual says that an occa­
sional flash of the red bar is all right; in 
fact I found this to be the best level for 
loading programs. 

One feature that has been hyped up 
about the Enterprise iB the provi sion of 
no fewer than four sound voices and a 
stereo sound facility. I was SUJl)rised to 
find that no sound is output through the 
TV speaker, instead a speaker is built 
into the machine. This gives a sound 
quality more reminiscent of the beeper 
on the Spectrum than a four channel 
synthesizer. 

Theonlywaytogetdecentsoundoutof 
it is to plug the output into your hi-fi. 
Here , again, I got into problem s. The 
stereo BOund out put is present on the 
cassette output 80Cket. Thi.a means that 
if you wish to save programs and li sten to 
the sound you will have to keep swap­
pingtheplugsatt herearofthemachine. 

Unlike aome other versions of Basic 
the one on the Enterpri se does have 
eommand.s to control sound output from 
the machine . As previously mentioned , 
the Buie Js long·winded and the &0und 
state ment takes the form: 
SOUND Pn'CH no., LEPT leftvol ,RJOJIT 
rightvo),DURATION length, ENVELOPE 

number, SOU RCE voiceno, SYNC voice 
Though it would have made more sense 
if it could be abbreviated, it does make a 
change to have a Basic that gives a 
statement for all available funct ions 
without having to rely on pokes. 

Commands to contro l the graphics are 
al&0 in abundance. There arc separate 
commands for setting the graphica 
mode, choosing the colours you wish to 
uae and plotting a rang e of different 
shapes. Logo style commands are pre· 
sent for those wanting to draw lin es. 
Thet1e are PLOT ANGLE, PLOT f'ORWARD, 

PLOT BACK, PLOT RIGHT and PLOT LEFT. 

These are extreme ly useful for drawing 
axes and graphs. PLOTPAJ.NTiS used to fill 
in areas of the acreen whil e the ROB 
commands allow you to &elect which 
quantities of red, green and blue a 
speci fic colour numbe r is going to be 
made of. This command has ,trange 
paramete1'8a.sfull red, green and blu e is 
ROB (1,1,1) and if you want to use any 
leu the numbers should be leSB than one. 
Surely it would have been easier to work 
in hundredssothatyo u could build upa 
colour of say 30 per cent red, 30 per cent 
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green and 40 percent blue . 
Probably the greatest omission on the 

graphics side of the machine is sprites. A 
machine with such st unning graphic 
facilities should have come with at least 
eight sprites to make games program· 
mingmucheasier . 

The Enterprise is actually a nice 
machine for programming on. Line 
syntax is checked whenever a key is 
preued so you don't have to wait. until a 
program is run before you find you 've 
made a.n erro r . Con-ection of a line is 
made very simple by the inclu sion of a 
full screen editor under control of the 
joystick. lf an error is present on a line 
you simply zip the cursor up to the 
offending error, insert or delete using 
th e keys to the top right of the keyboard 
and the n hit Return. Unfort unat.ely,you 
have to preaa Return to correct the l ine 
and if you don't the changes will not be 
made . If the corrections were made to the 
line stored in memory while you were 
editing , it would be a lot easier to use. It 
is quite easy to forget to press the Return 
key if you are con-ecting a number of 
lines. 

The joystick is also used for editing a 
document when you enter the word 
proceNOr. Entry to thi s is made by 
typing the word TEXT , but this erases any 
progra ms that are held in memory. On 
entry th e word processor is in 4Ckolumn 
mode. This is easy to read and is probably 
the only way to use the program on a TV 
set. One of the functi on key s will switch 
the program into SO-column mode. This 
isn't very clear on a TV but no doubt will 
be readable on a monitor . 

Most of the functions that you would 
expect from a basic word processor are 
there . Nearly all of the commands are 
available from the function keys . To 
make life easier for you the names of the 
command s given to each key are at the 
top and bottom of th e screen. Once you

get used to using the word processor you 
can remove these so th at you can see 
more text. 

There are a couple of major gripes 
about the progra m. The first may seem a 
little trivial but is actually most impor· 
ta nt whenproducingdocumcnts -there 
is no provision for putting headen and 
footers on each page of printed text. The 
second problem concerns switching be· 
tween 40 and 80 columns of text. Sinoe it 
is hard to read 40columnsoa a TV set it 
would make aense to input the text in 40 
columns and then switch to 80 columns 
f!IO that you could see what you r docu­
ment would look like on paper. Unfottu· 
nately switching between display mode s 
erases all of the stored text. 

One area where the Enterprise wins 
over some of its competitors is it.a 
st ructured program ming statement.a. 
These include procedures , if' • .. 1uEN • . 
ELSE loops, etc. The y are a great plus for 
anyone who would like to move up to a 
higher level language at a later date 
and, together with the very long Basic 
statements., should make a program as 
easy to understand and follow. 

Verdict 
A year ago the Enterprise would have 
1toodoutasamarketlead eT. Today, with 
Sinclai r, Acorn and Commodore and 
perhaps MSX all becoming household 
names, it will probably have a much 
harder time making an impact. Even so 
it's not a bad machine. The Basic, for all 
its length, is extremely good and shou!d 
prove easy to use e11pecially for the 
beginner. 
However , if the Enterpri se is going to be 
a first computer I would wait until 
aomeone produced a beginne r's intro· 
duction, which nodo ubtthe ywi ll . l don't 
th ink I'd save up to treat mysel f to an 
Enterprise, but ifl had the spare cash it 
would be well worth considering. ,.-

Orie 1 and Atmos micros have two 
modes of acreen display, a text 
mode of 40co lumns by 28 lines and 

a high-resoluti on mode (HIRES). This 
high-resolutio n display allows a~s to 
48,000 pixels, 240 pixels by 200 pixel s, 
with each pixel individ uaJl y addre8&­
able from Basic.

This respectable resoluti on ia well 
supported by a comprehensive list of 
Basic commands. However , there is one 
function miasing , a PAINT command . 
Thi s article attempt.a to fill that gap by 
supply ing a machine code routine that 
will paint an enclosed shape in the 
foreground colour. 

Fint, the high-resolution cursor is 
positioned within the shape to be 
painted using the CURSET command in 
Orie'• Bas ic. The routine then interro­
gates each pixel to the left of the cursor 
5X)Sition until the shape boundary is 
re ached., colouring each pixel with the 
foreground colour as it moves. The 
exercise is repeated for each pixel to t he 
rig ht or the cul"90r posjtio n until th e 
rig ht han d boundary i1 reached. 

One line or the shape has now been 
painted with the foreground colour . Th is 
process is repeated unti l th e whole shape 
is coloured.

The packag e conaiats of a circuit board 
which plugs into the same alot as an 
Epson expansion interface . The board is 
then acrewed firmly into place and is 
rea dy for use. The software is on one 
2764 SK EPROM, u in the BBC, and 
with the cable provided , it plugs in 
easily. 

With the board inatalled, you musuet 
the printer' s dip switches, depending on 
whether you a reusing an RX, FXor MX 
printer . The controlling soft.ware use1 
the four printer operation commamh ­
OPEN, CMD, PRINT, and CLOSE, all fol­
lowed by a logical file number . All data 
aent to the printer aft.er one of these four 
command• i1 eaailyco nt rolled by secxm· 
dary addresses. These are numben 
which set such featu res as line• per page 
and the definition of programmab le 
characters. 

Oneofthebestfeature softhesoftware 
ia the complete control you have over 
formatting the printed output . This 
includea left and right justification, as 
well as the posit.ioningo f decimal pointa. 
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Another nice feature is the way the 
soft.ware provide s complete emulation of 
a normal Commodore printer , such as 
theMPSSOl or 802. This means that.the 
EpsoncanprintallCommodoregraphi ca 
and, using th e BCreen dump from Simons 
Basic, produce higher qualit y du.mps 
than from a normal Commodore printer 
(the print quality of which is not as 
preci.He as an Epson). 

In use 
It isimpreuive ly easy to produce all the 
available print types, such as enhanced 
and programmable characters, in any 
combination.

Verdict

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MOUSE 
WORK 

Using a mouse as a keyboard 
alternative to make computers 
more user friend ly is not a new 

idea. Apple's Lisa was the first and the 
smal ler , cheaper Macintosh is th e most 
famous implementation or mouse tech· 
nology. Theee system s. however , are 
much too expe.naive form oat home micro 
usenJ. Now all th is has changed, because, 
for under £100 Advance Memory Sys ­
tems is offering a mouse for the BBC 
Micro. 

Features 
The AMX Mouse package consist. of the 
mouse , two manua ls, two software 
packages an d one 8K EPROM. Because 
of the popularity ofEPROM soft.ware for .. 

the Beeb, most seriou s Users will already 
have fitted a ROM board in th eir 
machi nes. Unfortu nately, th e EPROM 
in this package need s to be inserted into 
the highest priority socket , and thi s 
generallye nt.ailsmovingth e BasicROM 
one slot to the left.. 

Once the ROM haa been fitted , you 
need only plug the mouse into the user 
port, load the software and yo u' re away. 
The aoftware is availabl e in three 
formatl - 3in and 5.25in disk and 
cassette. 

The mouse it&elf is a small black box 
with three red button s on the sloped 
front. Each button can be progra mmed 
to contro l a variety of functions such as 
Return, Copy, Delete and the cunor 

keya. You ca.n incorporate these controls 
in your own progra ms using the •a1.Tf­
ross command . In fact , incorporating 
any of the mouee features in your own 
programs is made remarkably easy by 
the provis ion of several •command.a in 
the ROM. 

To write your own progra ms using all 
the functi ons of the mouse you have to 

u.seMode 4 , Thi s uaee Jess memory th an 
oth er modes 90 that detailed programs 
can still be wri tten wit hout havi ng to 
reeort to machine code . Althou gh onl y a 
twocolour mode,AMShasusedditTerent 
shades of grey to good effect. Combi ned 
with the 64 icons provided , this shading 
constitutes a dist inct improvement on 
wha tcou ldh avebee n doneusing Mode 1, 
despite the lack of colour . 

Icons are small shapes drawn on the 
screen to represent particular functions 
of theeoft.ware,egabinmearu1 teraae ' or a 
d isk drive gives access to 'di sk utilities' .

Verdict 
In my view the AMX Mouse is th e 
leadin g contender for th e title of 
Peripheral of the Year.

Software 
One of the most impreuive aspects of 
the AMX system is the supplied 
software - not so much because of 
what it does, but the promises it holds 
for future programs. 

In addition lo the hardware , you 
receive two programs: AMX Art and 
Icon Designer . As its name suggest.8, 
the latter is a utility prognm that. 
allows you lo design icona for use in 
your own programs . 

You can work on two seta of31 icons 
using the mouse as a graphic pointer . 
The &ereen display shows both sets of 
graphics, with a largewindowcontain­
ing the icon currently available for 
work.

In all the brouhaha caused by the 
development and launch of inte-
grated software over the past few 

months, integnting software looked 
like it wa.&goingtobe lost in the shuffie. 

But the recent appearance of several 
new integrating packages could be the 
start of a reversal. Although these won't 
be on the scale of the now dubious­
looking Microsoft. windows or Digital's 
popularconcurTent DOS OEM , they will 
have an impact . 

One of the packages leading this new 
assau lt is Quantec's QED (Quantec 
Executive Oe11ktop), a concurrent integ­
rating package which includes a diary, 
dayboo k , event file, address book, tele­
phone list , calendar, text processing 
facility, form design option, as well as 
project planning and calculator func­
tions. But in the concurrent version of 
QED (selling for £295 ), all those are 
subsidiary to the main task orintegrat­
ing your existing so~ware. 

First impressions 
An 'integrati ng' package is first and 
foremoet a tool for allowing you to 
combine and mix-and-match stand­
alone eoflware. Second, it 's a way of 
giving you lotsoflittleexttas that might 
not ordinarily be worth puUing on a 
computer (such as a desk diary and an 
address book). But if it doesn't handle 
the former properl y, the attraction s of 
the latter become aomewhat trivial. 

Taking an insta lled version of QED 
(with my preconceived notion.s about 
inlergrating eonware firmly in place), I 
booted up the program and waited. After 
selling the time and date (something 
you should only hav e to do once as you 
would theoretically only have to boot up 
QED once a day), I wu presented with 
something purporti ng to be a d~ktop 
representati on.
