There 
are many relat ively unknown com­
panies (which you might expect, given 
the diverse and specialist eoftware 
headings) an d while ACTt support may 
provide a good indication of the quality 
of the product.I, you'd do well take the 
usual precaut ion of a test-drive before 
buying. 

The programs listed in th e 'Gold' 
booklet are 'for use with ACT personal 
comput.en '. Thit meaOJ Sirius as well as 
th e Apricot PC and Xi models. In theory 
at leut, any 10ftware which run s under 
CP/M-86 on an Apricot should work on 
the Fl and Fle .

Uploading and down­
mer. The only gripe is that the limited loading should be a fairly simple 
introductio n to Basic. A whole manual is procese. 
devoted to principles , primitives and 
examples of Logo, but ACT hu no plans 
for a separate. de tailed and instruct ive 
manual for Personal Ba.sic. 

Input/output 
Apart from the light pipe, most of th e 
Fl e'a UO i1I round the back , as usual.

Verdict 
Our test model was pre-production :

I ( a manufacturer want.a to produce a 
modem for all popular microe, it can be 
an expensive busi ness - which is 

reOected m the cost to the user. Even 
though the modem can be th e same for 
all mak es of micro, t.he interfaci ng 
between the micro and the modem. it 
usually different for each machine and 
to differe nt model s have to be produced. 

Protek has overcome thi s problem by 
producing one modem with different 
interf ace packs for the BBC Micro, 
Commodore 64 , Spectrum lSpectrum 
Plus,Oric/Atmosand the Electron . Each 
inte rfa ce pack contains the cab les/ 
hardware to connect the micro to the 
modem as well as software to drive it . So 
you simply buy the modem and interface 
pack for your particular machine. 

Features 
The particular model (called the 1200) is 
a battery powered acol15lic coupler 
operating at 1200/75 and 1200/1200 
baud rates . making it eminently suit­
ab le for acces.sing viewdata databallff 
such as Prest.el. The interface packs 
include eoflware to do this. 

Bulletin board fans can also use it to 
connect up to the growing number of 
boerda that now support 1200/75 -
CABB, MOBB and METRO to name a 
few. Howeve r. you'll need your own 
eoftwa.retodrivethemodembecausethe 
software included with the interface 
packs is on ly viewdata compa tible. 

The modem ia alto capable of operat ­
ing at 1200/1200 half duplex, which 
mak es it espec:ially useful for file 
transfer . 

Powered by four AA batteries , it 
should have a 30-to 50-hour lifespan, .. 

The batteries are placed in two holders 
which are situated in the modem's 

earpiece and mouthpiece. and the se 
areas al.90 contain the electronics that 
work the modem. 

A sma ll front panel of controls can be 
found at the earpiece end of the modem. 
Itconais ts ofa small battery indicator, 
the baud select switch , female RS232C 
socket and an ea rpiece aocket. 

An earpiece (like the ones supplied 
with the 'old' transisto r radioe) is 
sup pl ied for mon itoring the call without 
diatu rbing the accou3tic link - a nice 
touch. 

Each interface pack contains instruc­
tioru, the interface il8elf and eoft.ware to 
driv e the modem. The Spec::trum inte r­
face, for example, attaches to the back of 
the edge connector on the Spectrum or 
Interface 1. Note that the modem cannot 
use the RS232 port on the Interface I. 

For the 64 , an edge connector it 
plugged into the user port, while the 
BBCpack aimplyconsist.sof thesoR:ware 
and cable (because the Beeb has an 
R$423 in terface built in ). 

Once the interface has been attached 
to the micro , the cable leadi ng from it is 
plugged into the modem. 

Although the modem-drivers 1up­
pl ied with each interface pack differ 
between machine, they offer the same 
basic facilities- accessing Prestel and 
user-to- user communicatioru. A main 
menu display & varioua options which 
include auto-l og on;off and savi ng and 
loadin g of fram es . 

Hat.& off to Protek for producing an 
aecou.stically sou nd modem. First I 
tested the modem with my own software, 
hoping to determine how prone the umt 
was to vibra ti on and external back­
ground noise. The results? Well, even 
when I used the modem with a low· 
volume phone , results were above 
average. 

This is because the cups are well 
designed and allow the handset to be 
firmly inserted. Unlike other acoustic 
couplers, theconneeti on between th e ear 
and mouthpiece is nexible , so it is 
pot&1ble to 'twist' either end of the 
modem when maertmg the handset. 

The Spectrum software gave details 
on how it could be saved to M1crodr1ve, 
but when I tried, it crashed. There were 
nodetail 1 on how the software could be 
saved to di.sk for the Commodore and 
BBC vennons, which was a pity 

Accessing Prestel required the use r 
ID to beenteredbeforeconnecting. With 
no facility to save it to tape or disk, I 
thoughtth11wa.sratherpointlns. Worse 
sti ll , on many occasions Prestel refused 
to accept the ten digit code once 1t was 
transmitted, and I had to enter my ID 
manually . 

The Spectrum eoftware 'build s' an 
incoming frame within memory and 
onlyd isplay aitoncet hewholefr amehas 
been sent. This is normally okay, but 1l 
mea ns thaldynamic frames (ofthe 'd', 'o' 
and 'n' type) cannot be viewed properly. 

The Commodore 64 aoftware wa.s not 
much better. It appeared to 'forget ' to 
clear the &ereen. The result was a very 
messy display . No teleeoftware down, 
loading racility was provided .

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Microcommunications are fast be­
coming one of the most popular 
uses for persona l compu tera, and 

the moet integral part of the hardware 
needed to grab a slice of t he action is a 
modem, the device which effectively 
conveys th e signals sent between com­
puters from the acutal phone line to the 
micro itse lf. 

Getting on-line 
One of the major uses for modems is for 
contacting bulleti n boards - (genera l­
ly) free public acceu compute r systems 
run by ent husiasts tha t allow you to 
communicate, play games, load free 
sof\:ware, and generally hack arou nd. 

Having acquired the necessarie1, 
here's a brief look at the proce8&e8 of 
actually getting 'on-h ne' , and at what 
you might find when you're there, 

Getting in touch with a bulletin board 
system is easy: all you need it a 
telephone, a computer, a modem, and 
some eof\:ware to dnve at. Many compu· 
ten these day, have an RSZ32 inte rface 
which enables you to link up to most 
modems. and using thit, it's poui ble to 
uaeoneo ft he many modems available. If 
your comput er doesn't (the Spectrum, 
Armtrad and C64 don't, for instance), 
you must buy an adaptor. Most boards 
WM! t he 300/300 baud sta ndard, but a few 
run at 1200,75 (receive-tra nsmit) and 

to download, 11pecial interest groups, 
(SIGt), informatio n on thesystem, and a 
chance to chat with the sysop - the 
person who runs the eyste m. 

Loggmg on (connecti ng your compu­
ter to the system) ia done by preparing 
your computer to receive and putti ng 
your modem to origmate, ie start the 
call . Dial the number and wait for a tone 
from the modem at the other end of the 
line, telling you it 's ready for you to log 
on. 

As soon a.a you hea r it, the phone 
shoul d be placed into the cups of the 
modem if it is an aco\litic connectio n . or 
11imply placed 10 its cradle ifit isa direct 
connection. For the latte r ,you will need 
the new standard phone eoeket from 
Briti sh Telecom and a double adaptor 
(ava ilable at most Tandy stores) eo the 
phone and modem can be connected at 
th e same lime.

There are three pack ages altogether: 
an extended Ba.1s1c, Fort h and an 
a.ssembler. Jtdocsn 't end there though as 
each package gives the user access toan 
astonishing num be r of graphic and 
sprite routines . 

If you're wondering how anyone can 
possibly gel 255 sprites on a machme 
that offers only eight as standa rd, plu s 
th e controller chip can' t use any more, 
rea d on. 

First, we mu st return to when spr ites 
were in1t1ally used on home m icros and 
a ffeet.1onate ly called MOBs. The te rm 
stands for Movable Ob~ t Blocks . A 
MOB is essentially what the lightning 
packages mea n by a sprite . Any shape 
th at can be moved,o r man ipu lated at all 
is kn own asa sprite. Si nee the ecree n can 
be manipulaled , 1tisalsorefe rred toasa 
sprite- 11.$ spr ite number being 0. 

Obviously, treat ing each ob~t as a 
sprite i.sa new idea and it certai nly takes 
some time to understand. To complicate 
matters a sprite can be up to 255 >< 255 
cha racters. which is large r than can be 
shown on the screen at once. 

Documentation 
Each package comes with 11.s own 
me.nual, Wlute l &ghtrung <Forth ) and 
Madine Dwlit,1111/J (asse mble r} come 
with Bcuic Lrghlnul/I and 1t.8 manual. 

Probably the worst th ing about the 
documentat ion i1 the grolly red paper 
1t '1 printed on. In no we.y does th is make 
it any caster to read th e already &mall 
pri nt . Oasis apologi&et for thi s, but say& 
it i1 to prevent ph otocopying. 

The Basic manu al describes in detail 
all the new commands that have been 
e.dded to the Basic . Unfortunately, the 
grap h ics docu mentation is nowhere 
near clear enough and could have done 
with a few more examples. fo~or a package 
th at is mainly for graphics th is is a real 
shame. 

What is reall y needed isa ste p by step 
introductio n to using th e graphics. 
lncluded with Ba,ic lightning is a 
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Spri te F.chtor program . This is also 
docu mented in the Basic manu a l and 
does have a fairly competent step by step 
user guide. 

The manual for WluteL,ghtni nggives 
only a bnef re.fresher course on the 
niceties of Forth. Nevert heless, if you 
have ever used this language this is at 
least a quick refresher . The Forth 
supplied is atanda rd Fig Jo~orth to which 
over 100 additional graphics and sound 
commands have been added. A list of 
keywords and thei r runctions provides 
the bulk ort he manual- I referred to it 
repeatedly when using th e software . 

Machine L&lfhlrung has the smallest 
manual of the three but al l the informa -

tion needed i1 there a ll the same. The 
fi nt eection deals with the compre hen· 
sive set of commands that can be used 
with the aasemblerl monito r. Next comes 
a list of th e 6502 instruction seL Quite 
1imply thisi sa listo n ly, with no hint.a to 
teach you how to use the commands at 
all. The gra ph ic routines have a section 
of the ir own, which does u.se of a few 
comma nds , but not all . 

It may see m st rang e that the hitter 
tw oma nu alsdon'texplainhowtousethe 
new command s. But th is is not a 
problem. B<Uic lwhtnmg is supp lied 
with both packages e.nd th e same names 
a re given to the routin es in each cue. 
This is very handy as a program can be 
developed in Basic and th en tra nsferred 
to anot her package without too much 
difficu lt y. 

In use 
The packages are excellent. At first, 
getting the hang of usmg them is 
awkw ard, but once you have, th e possi· 
bility to create some astounding 
graphics is a t your finge rt ips.

REPEAT-UNTIL allows a loop to be 
repeated until a spec ified cond1t1on is 
met-grea t for games where a pf"OKram 
could be PE P EATed UNTIL dead 
WIIJ LE-WENO is similar but allows 
you to repeat a loop while a cond1t1on is 
true. Procedures have been added 
These rese mble subroutmes, but with 
t he added feat u re that not only can you 
cal I them but you ea n pass para metens to 
t hem It is possible to use variables 
inside a procedure which are being used 
elsewhere m the progra m wit hout 
eJfectmg their value. That meens you 
cou ld build up a li brary of rou t ines for 
use in all you r programs wit hout having

Good news for machi ne code program· 
ers is t he ava ilabili ty of hexadec ima l 
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numbers and ot:EK and OOKt: which 
allow you to read and write a 2-byte 
number with none or the usual 
ma t hematics. Disk users will welcome 
OLOAO&nd OSAY£ which load and saveto 
the disk and a 01K command to get a 
directory from d isk w1thoutdeletmgthe 
existing progra m. Useful for anyone

To say t hat there's merely a large 
number or graphic statement.$ is an 
u nderstatement. It is possible to define 
t he height and width of a sprite in 
charac ters.and sprite.scan then be saved 
to disk or casse t te. Using the sprite 
generator program makes deMgmng 
the m easie r. Colours are now reforl"ro to 
by name or by number, whicheve r you 
prefer There is no more poking of 
memory to &et the colours in uo;e as 
va riat ions on 1•A1•ut and noKout are 
used to .set the colours in text and hi res 
modes, and INK sets the text colour for 
text mode.
