Peanut 
fever (Peanut was its code 
name) swept the US as other­
wise sensible people waited 
with bated breath for the 
launch of IBM's home micro. 
But the actual syste m was a 
disappointment .

When the pr ice came down 
from $ 1,269 to$800(with a real 
keyboard , a colour monitor, 
more memory, and $200 of 
software thrown in) the Jr at 
last began to make an impact. 
But thi s was only four months 
ago, and its days were al ready 
numbered . 

The PC Jr never made it 
ecroas the Atlantic to the UK 
and it will not be mourned here .

UK industry moves 
to take on Japanese 
The Government and the UK 
micro industry have joined 
forces to meet the threat of the 
Japane se MSX stan dard . 

Under the wing of the 
National Economic Develop­
ment Corporation (NEDC) a 
committee of UK manufactur ­
ers has been formed to create a 
home-grown alternative to 
MSX. 

The committee was formed 
secretly last Septem ber and its 
meet ings have taken place be· 
hind hermeti cally sea led door . 
The NEDC's co-ordinato r re­
fused to talk about it last week, 
and members were equa lly dif-

~~ .t i~ C~nmt°i7d~/no~:cli~~ 
to maintai n the cloak of secrecy, 
nobody involved would discuss 
the committee's work. 

MSX at the moment is more 
of a nuisance than a menace and 
Government committees are 
usually a prelud e to inact ion, 
but the NEDC is ta king MSX 
very seriously . The sect ion of 
the NEDC playing host to the 
committeei s theconsumerelec­
tronics department, and it is 
certain that the committee is 
looking at MSX in the widest 
sense, beyond the existi ng 
home micro implementation . 

MSX is inten ded eventua lly 
togointodomesticappl iancesof 
all kinds asa versa ti le contro ll ­
ing intelligence. It is in this 
context that it might th reate n 
UK suppliers who, in home 
computers , show every sign of 
going on paddling their own 
canoes . In the best t raditions of 
Cambr idge, some of these 
canoes have already gone into 
the dolphin effect and others 
are finding barges littering 
the ir paths. 

The involvement of Acorn 's 
Chris Curry on the committee is 
cruc ial. Acorn is looking for­
ward to a future for home 
compute rs in control applica­
t ions, and Curry has been 
preaching th is gospel for sever­
al months. 

'Sto rie s about home compu­
ters being a passing craze must 
be proved wrong ,' he said to 
PCN in August last year. 'It is 
now tim e to sta rt showina- that 
where they can perform tasks 
... they will only become an 
essential part of the home if 
they do practica l things .' 

More to the immediate point , 
he was warning last summer 
th at UK manufacturers had to 
work together to produ ce a 
sta ndard inte rface for their 
home machines. 'One way to 
stop the growing in teres t in 
MSX is to mak e sure the re is a 
level of compatibili ty between 
products, ' he said . 

Since then, in terest in MSX 
has wavered and UK manufac · 
turers have shown no incline-

tion to work together. A stan­
dard interface of the kind pro­
duced formerly by ITL Kath· 
mill is still a poeaibility, but 
compatibility at the more fun­
damenta l level of operating 
systems is out of the ques tion. 

The other option for t.he 
committee in theory concerns 
futu re systems - but the abs· 
cnceo f Arnst.rad and Enterprise 
from the committee's ranks 
suggests strongly that it isn't 
talking about micros in the 
usua l sense of home entertain­
ment machines. The abse nce of 
Amstrad from the committee is 
odd in itself - Amst rad prob­
ably haB more experience of 
consumer electronics th an th e 
rest of the UK micro industry 
put togethe r . Alan Sugar, 
offered the opport.unit y to put 
the boot into th e NEDC for this 
oversigh t , polite ly declined. 

Another sign ificantomission 
from the committee 's mem­
bership roll is Digita l Research . 
DR might be disqual ified on the 
grounds that it is America n -
but Microson' s nationality 
didn't deter the designers of 
MSX. DR's Gary Killdall is 
another long-time champion of 
the 'useful home micros' lobby 
and the company itself is very 
active in the UK - witness its 
developin g association with 
ACT. It would form a useful 
counte rbalance to Microsoft. 

The committee 's cloak-and­
dagge r approach is in marked 
contrast to th e MSX cadre. The 
Japane se (and Microsoft) have 
been completely open about 
their business, publishing de-

On-line hosts 
On-line services were the first form of 
electronic publishing: a series of big 
storage computers act as hosts to a group 
of individual databases by providing not 
on ly mass data storage and the appropri­
ate 'eearclt language' to access it , but 
also the means for registering, logging 
and billing users. Typically, users access 
the on-line hosts via a phone number 
which links into a public data network 
using packet switching . 

The on-line business began almost by 
accident; large corporations and institu­
tions involved in complicated technolo­
gical developments found that their 
libraries simply couldn't keep track of 
relevant new scientific papers , and 
decided to maintain indices on compu­
ter . One of the first was the armaments 
and aircraft company. Lockheed. 

In time the scope of these indices 
expanded and outsiders were granted 
access. Other organisations with similar 
information-handling requirements 
aoked if apace could be found on the 
computer for their needs . Eventually 
l.ockheed and others recognised th e 
beginnings of a quite separate business; 
in Lockheed's case it led to the founda­
tion of Oialog, which today acts as host 
and marketing agent for almost 300 
separate databases . 

Originallyon-Jinehostswereaccessed 
by dumb terminals rather th an by 
VDUo. Today the trend is to use 
front-end intelligentsoftwareon an lBM 
PC which allows the naive user to pose 
his/her questions informally while 
offiine. The software then redefines the 
information request into the formal 
language of the on-line host and then 
goes on-line via an auto-dial modem to 
extract th e information as swiftly and 
efficiently as possible. 

On-line services require the use of a 
whole series of pas.swords: the usual 
NU! and NUA for PSS, another to reach 
the host , yet another for the specific 
information service required . 

The categories of on-line service 
include bibliographic. which merely 
indexes the existence of an article or 
book - you must then find a physical 
copy to read ; and source, which contains 
the artic le or extract thereof. Full-text 
services not only contain the complete 
article or book but will, if required, 
search the entire text. 
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Financial semces 
The financial world can afford more 
computer aids than any other non­
governmental sector. 

Over ten years ago Reuters put 
together the first packages which gave 
some questioni ng power to the end user. 
Each Reuters Monitor is intelligen t , 
contai ning a mini and some firmware 
which accepts and selects the stre am of 
data from the hoot at the far end of the 
leased line, marshalls interrogation 
requests and takes care of th e local 
display. There is little point in eaves­
droppin g into a Reuters line unless you 
know what the termina l firmwa re does. 

The first sophisticated Stock Ex­
change prices 'scree ns' used modified 
closed circuit television technology. But 
London now uses Topic, a leased line 
variant on viewdata technology, though 
with its magazine-like arrangement 
and auto-screen refresh, it has as much 
in common with teletext as Prestel. 
Topic carries about 2,500 of th e total 
7,500 shares traded in London, plu s 
se lected analytical material from 
brokers. 

Datastream represents a much h igher 
level of sophistication: using its £40,000 
plus pa terminal s you can compare 
historic data-price movements, move­
ments against sector indices etc - and 
chart the results . 

The hacker 's reward for getting into 
such systems is that you can see share 
and other prices on the move. None of 
these prices is confidential. However , 
thi s s ituation is likely to chan ge as there 
will be electron.ic prices services givi ng 
privileged information to specialist 
share dealers. 

All these services are only available 
via leased lines; City professional s 
would not tolerate the delays and 
uncertainties of dial-up facilities. 
However, dia l-up ports exist for demon­
strat ions, exhibitions , engineering and 
as back-up- and a lot of hacking effort 
has gone into tracking them down. 

Business infonnation 
Business information is usuall y about 
the credi t-worthin ess of companies, 
company ann ual reports, trading oppor­
tunities and market research. The 
biggest electronic credit data resource is 
owned by the international company 
Dun & Bradstreet: during 1985-86 it is 
due to spend £25m on making its data 
available all over Europe . 

In addition, all UK companies quoted 
on the London Stock Exchange and 
many others who are not, have a report 

and ana lysis available from ICC (lnter­
Company Comparisons) who can be 
accessed via on-line dial-up through a 
viewdata interface 8nd also by Data­
stream customers. Dun & Bradstreet 
also have an on-line service called KBE 
covering 20,000 key British enterprises. 

Prodigious quantities of credit and 
background data on US companie s can 
be found on several of the major on-line 
hosts. A valid phone number, password s 
and extracts from th e operations manu­
al of one of the largest US services, TRW, 
sat on some hackers' bulletin board! for 
over twelve months during 1983 and 
1984 before the company found out. 

According to the Washington. Post, the 
password and manual had been obtained 
from a Sears Roebuck national chain 
store in Sacremento. Some hackers 
claimed they were able to alter credtt 
records, but TRW maintains that tele­
phone access to its systems is designed 
for read-only operations alone, updating 
of files taking place solely on magnetic 
tape. 

University facilities 
ln complete contrast to computers that 
are used to store and present data are 
those where the value is to deliver 
processing power to the outs ide world. 
Paramount among these are those 
insta lled in universitie s and research 
institutes. 

Although hackers frequ ently acquire 
phone numbers to enter such machines. 
what you can do once you are there 
varies enormously. There are usuall y 
tiers and banks of passwords, each 
allowing only limited access to the range 
of services. It takes considerable know­
ledge of the machine's operating syste m 
to break through from one to anothe r. 

However, th e hobbyist bulletin board 
system quite often provides passwords 
giving access to games and the abil ity to 
write and run programs in exotic 
languages . 

In the UK, many important univer­
sity and research instit ution compute rs 
have been linked together on a specia l 
data network coiled SERCnet . SERC is 
the Science and Engineering Research 
Council. Although most of th e compu­
ters are individuall y accessible via PSS, 
SERCnet makes it possible to enter one 
computer and pass through to others. 

Banking 
Prominent among publi c fantasies ab­
out hackers is th e one where banks are 
entered electronically , accounts ex­
amined and some m'oney moved from 
one to another . 
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Most 'remote steali ng> from banks or 
illicit obtaining of account details touch 
computerson ly incidenta11y and involve 
straigh tforward fraud, conning or brib· 
ery of bank employees. For hackers, 
however , the very considerable effort 
that has been made to provide secur ity 
makes the systems a great cha11enge in 
th emse lves. 

ln the UK, the ban king scene is 
dominated by a handful of large corn· 
panies with man y branches. Cheque 
clear ing and account maintenance are 
conducted under conditions of high 
security with considerab le isolation of 
key elements. 

In the United States direct attack s on 
bank s have been much eas ier because 
th e technology adopted is much cruder 
and more use is made of public phone and 
telex lines. One of the favourite techni· 
ques ha s been to send fake autho risa­
tions for money transfers. 

The tric k is to spot weaknesses in the 
cryptographic syste ms used in such 
authorisations . The specificatio ns for 
the systems themselves are openly 
published; one computer securi ty ex­
pert , Leslie Goldberg, was recently ab le 
to take apart one scheme and show that 
much of the 'key' that was supposed to 
give high level cryptographic security 
was techn ically redundant . 

There are, however, a few areas where 
banking is becoming vulnerable to the 
less mathematically literate hacker. A 

number of internationa l banks are 
offering their big corporation customers 
special facilities so that their Treasury 
Departments can have direct access to 
their accountdetails via a PC on dial-up. 

Telebanking is now ava ilable via 
Prestel and some of its overseas imita ­
tors. Although such services use several 
layers of passwords to validate trans­
actions , if those passwords are mis­
acquired , the bank account becomes 
vulne rable . 

Electronic mail 
Electro nic mail serv ices work by stor ing 
messages created by some users un ti l 
they are retrieved by their intended 
recipients. The ingredien ts of a typical 
syste m are: regist ration/logging on faci­
litie s, storage, searc h and retrie val, 
networking, timing and bill ing. 

Electronic mai l is an easy add-on to 
most mainframe installations , but in 
recent years various organi sations hav e 
sought to market services to individual s, 
companies and industries where electro­
nic mail was the main purpose . 

The system software in widest use is 
that of ITI -Dialcom. It's the one th at 
runs Telecom Gold. 

In the Oialcorn/l'eleco m Gold serv ice, 
the assumption is made that most users 
will want to concentrate on a relatively 
narrow ra nge of corresJ)Ondents. Accor· 
dingly , the way it is sold is as a series of 
systems, each run by a \manage r': 

someone with in a company. The mana · 
ger is the only person who has direct 
contact with the electron ic mail owner 
and he in turn is responsible for bringing 
individual users on to his sys tem - he 
can issue mailboxes direct , determi ne 
tariff levels and put up general mes­
sages. 

In most other services , every user has 
a direct relations hip with the electron ic 
mail company. 

The basic systems tend to be quite 
robust and hacking is mainl y concen­
trated on second·guessing users' lDs. 
But increasingly their cutomers are 
using PCs and special software to 
auto mate logging-in . The software 
packages, of course, have the IDs nicely 
pre·stored ... 

Government computers 
Among ha ckers themse lves th e richest 
source of fantas ising revolves around 
official computers like those used by the 
tax and nat ional insu rance authori ti es, 
the police, armed forces and intelligence 
agencies. 

Although I know UK phone freaks 
who claim to have man aged toappearon 
the internal exchanges used by Century 
House (M 16) and Curron Street Hou .. 
(M 15) and h ave wandered alon g AUTO­
VON, the US secure military phone 
network, I am not aware of anyo ne bold 
or clever enough to have penetrated the 
UK's most secure computers . ~

get out a soldering iro n to make their 
own add-ons, but don't know where to 
start . 

In Workbench we will take you 
throu gh the fundam enta ls of building 
projects for many home computers, and 
show you how easy it is. 

It is very important to have a decent 
toolk it; bad tools lead to badly built 
projects which won't work . A decent 
tool k it costs about £30, and will last for 
years. 

So what tools shou ld you buy? The 
centra l piece of equipme nt is a solderin g 
iron . The one you choose should be fai rly 
small and around 17 watts. A soldering 
iron tha t 's built like a poker and has a 
high wattage will only damage your 
componen ts. Expect to pay around £7. 

If th ere isn't a small bit on th e end, buy 
one. Iron clad bits are th e best value as 
th ey last longer . Using a wet sponge to 
wipe the soldering iron bit is also 
esse ntia l as it not only cleans excess 
solder off the iron but also makes the bit 
last longer. 

Of course th e type of solder that you 
use is also important . Don't buy the 
solder that is used in metalwork , the 
type that has to be dipped in flux ;a lW<lys 
use solder made from 60 percen t ti n and 
40 per cent lead tha t con tains its own 
non-oorrosive Oux. This is u sually in five 
cores that run through the solder . 

A decent pair of cutters are also 
needed to cut your components, wire etc, 
rath er than scissors or pliers. Don't buy 
the cheapest pair of small side cut ters as 
they don 't last long. Pay as much as you .. 

can afford - you won't regre t it . 
As well as th e cutters you also need a 

small pair of snipe nose pliers for doing 
fiddly work. Again, buying a decent pair 
pays off in the long run. 

Sni,e noN pliers allow JOU to hancnt small -Wire str ippers are handy but not 
essenti al as it is possible to cut your wire 
using th e cutters, but wire st rippers do 
make life easie r . You can buy wire 
cutters th at not only cut the insulation 
from your cable but pull it off as well.

A selectio n of good scre wdrivers also 
helps . A set of sma ll jewell er' s screw· 
drivers is extre mely handy, and the ones 
with alien keys and small spa nners are 
even better.

J ust as handy isa multimeter. In fact , 

it is often essen ti al as you will have to 
check voltages to make sure tha t every· 
thin g is working correc tly.

The sta ndard of solder ing in an electro· 
n ics p roject can mak e th e difference 
between success and failure. One dry 
joint and the en tire project is likel y to 
function incorrectly or not at all. 

The first few workbench projects are 
deliberatel y simple: this is to allow you 
!o get used to handling a soldering iron. 

Preparing components 
Make sure th at the leads are clean and 
free from grease for a good connecti on. 
It 's also a good idea to tin the connec­
ti ons: simp ly place th e iron on the leads 
or wire to be soldered and apply a first 
thin laye r of solde r to the area to be 
soldered . 

The leads of the componen t you wan t 
to solder should the n be carefully bent so 
that it will fit into place. Place the iron on 
the joint. Next, th e solder should be 
offered up to the lead of th e componen t, 
not th e iron. As soon as the solder starts 
to flow around the joint , the solder, and 
then th e iro n should be removed. 

Once th e joint has cooled down it can 
be inspected, The solder should com­
pletely surroun d the joint and look 
brigh t and shi ny. Ifit ha s a crystalline 
appearance or looks dull, you probably 
have a dry joi nt, which must be remade'. 
Somet imes reap plying the iron for a 
couple of seconds does the tr ick . 

Mistakes to avoid 
Don't leave the iron on the component 
too long- it may get damaged . The iron 
should only touch the component for a 
coupl e of seconds before you app ly the 
solder . People often put too much solder 
on the joint; use only enough solder to 
cover the joint completely. 

Always make sure th at your iron is hot 
and kept clean as a cool or dirty iron 
won't ma ke a good connecti on. Keep a 
damp sponge on hand so tha t you can 
clean the tip of the iron as you go.

First decide how you are going 
to place the components inside the box 
and then drill the holes where neces.sary . 
Next , lay out the component.a as they 
will fit inside the case and cut the 
length.a of wire necessary for them to 
connect inside . 

I t is probably a good idea to make the 
wires s lightly longer than neceSBary aa 
thia makes it easier to manoeuvre the 
components once in the case . 

The wires should be connected as 
shown in the diagram. Be careful to get 
the wires the correct way round, as a.n 

incorrect.connection could damage your 
computer . 

Connect the resistor to the socket . Uae 
o bit of the sleeving from the cable to 
cover the legs of the resistor so it won't 
touch any component it shouldn 't. The 
LED should be the last component to be 
connected as it is the one moat likely to be 
damaged. Make sure you get it the right 

way round . The leg nearest the side with 
the flat should be connected to the 
resisto r . Again, cover the leads with 
s leevingbeforejoiningittothecableand 
resistor. 

It 's a good idea to check the wiring a 
couple of times before you install the 
components in the box.

The Demon has three wires coming out 
of the back: one for connection to a 
telephone socket; one to a 5-pin domino 
for the Beeb's RS432 socket; and the 
th ird is the power supp ly lead which 
connects to the mains supply via a 9V 
tran sformer . Demon seems to have 
saved its money on plugs and sockets. As 
none of these leads are detachable from 
the modem, moving it around can result 
in a tangle of tra ilin g-wires. 

Connecting up was easy apart from 
getting the RS432 plug into the BBC the 
right way round {due to the plug' s dumb 
des ign ). Afte r inserting the ROM and 
turning everyt hing on, a boot me888ge 
tells us that the lucky old Beeb now has a 
Demon Zromm V.1.0. Sadly, *HELP 
Demon Zromm V.1.0 display s nothing 
about the star commands availab le. 

One of the nice things about the 
system, as it stands, is the numberofbits 
and piece s hidden inside the system for 
would-be hackers to find. 

Work on the obvious sort of project­
such as a Ba sic program to phone 
bulletin boards until it gets through -
or , in fact, most others is easy. The 
facilities are instan tly available with 
the star commands (see box). 

Documentation 
The review syste m came with the 
customary photocopied manual that 
appeared to be incomplete . Not in­
cluded were •H OST and • GET but 
Demon says these will be in the fina l 
version . 

The manual has three sections: a 
simple overview of how to get st&rtedi a 
complete breakdown of the comma nds 
with examp les for most; and a set of 
technical notes on control of the modem. 
This involve s pulsing the RTS line of the 
RS232 port to control the baud rates and 
autodia lling. There is also a section 
showing how to program th e system 
from machine code. 

Verdict 
The Demon modem is an exceJJent buy 
for the BBC. Versions for the Commod· 
ore 64 , the Spectrum, and th e Amstrad 
should be available soon. 

The only problems I had were genera l­
ly caused by entering confusing com­
mands which, perhaps, mucked up the 
timing . Fortunately, the syste m is 
flexible enough to get around almost any 
corn.ms problem you might have. ~

I was excited by th e prospect of being 
able to have all my favourite reviews, 
art icles and progr am listings transferr­
ed into my micro withou t th e tedious 
typ ing bit. I even had visio ns of selling 
th e filing cabinet . 

Oberon lntemational's Omni-Reader 
is an under £500 optical char acte r 
reader (OC R) wh ich runs on any micro 
fitted with an RS232 seri al commun ica­
tions inte rface and a terminal com­
munications progra m. I t ried it with 
several micros: a Compa q portable IBM 
compatib le, the Tandy Model JOO Port,. 
able and the NEC PC-820 1A Portable . 

Features 
Expecti ng somethi ng sturdy and pre­
cise, I opened the box to find a plastic 
table t , supporting a plastic hinged ruler 
with a plast ic read head and a series of 
somew hat confusing LED lights run ­
nin g along th e top of the device . There 
was a whiff of Heath Robinson about the 
thing. 

Moving to th e back , I noted the 
'interfaces' and functio n switches. The 
device has a socket at the farrightfor the 
mains (an external power suppl y gene r­
ates the necessary voltage), a socket for 
the read head lead and a full-spec 25-line 
RS232 0 -plug socket. There are al so two 
sets of DIP switches; the first sets baud 
rate, the second sets commu nicat ions 
functions (pitch of type , hand shak ing, 
beep on/off, inte rnat ional character set 
selection ). 

In use 
Aft.er fruitl ess hours tryin g to use the 
Omni-Reader I sent out for another -
the original review machine's read head 
was defective . With the new machine, 
my original frustration soon t urned to 
fucination. 

The read er was still hard to use, and I 
had to move the head across th e text at 
exact ly th e right spot and at the ri gh t 
speed, but I did get it work ing, and for a 
mach ine costing under £500, I consider 
that a major achievement. 

Using the Omni -Reader is initia lly 
like drivin g someone else's car; you 
know what you're supposed to do, and 
what the car shoul~ do, but you don't 

30 

know you mu st stick your finger in th e 
dashboard and wiggle it to get the turn 
signal working . It' a a matte r of get ting 
the knack before you can use th e device 
properly . 

The Omni -Reader works off a sta n ­
dard RS232 serial interface and should 
operate with any machine with a 
full -specification RS232 or RS423 (t he 
Beeb's se rial interface ). The manufac ­
turers, Oberon, kept the system 'open'by 
not supplying any cable as standard 
equipment . But this leaves it up to you to 
make up your own ca ble, with e ither a 
standard D-p lug or a BBC.sty le DIN 
plug on the other end. 

The commun icat ions protocols are a 
littl e un usual, but they seem to work ; No 
Parity, one start bit, eight data bits and 
two stop bits. Most commu nicat ions or 
'terminal' progra ms let you set these, 
bu t ma ke sure yours does before you 
invest in the Oberon syste m. 

The difficulty of in terp reting the 
mean ing of the LE D indicators at the top 
of the machi ne could possibly be simpli­
fied with a little embedded LCD d isplay, 
to give an English langu age reading 
telling you what's going on at any give n 
moment . And guide rails on both sides of 
the Omni-Reader, along with a more 
sturd y rule r , would make the syste m 

much less somethi ng you have to get the 
hang of. 

I'm sure that ha ving developed this 
technology for the curren t machine , we 
can look forwa rd to an enha nced or more 
upmarket OCR soon. The basic compon­
ents are there . 

Verdict 
The Omni-Reader is a good idea in need 
of a few refinements. Because the price is 
comparatively low, it's hard to complain, 
but I wouldn 't mind paying up to £100 
more to mak e ita littl e more stu rdy and a 
bit easier to use. 

I see the Omni -Reader as the ZX81 Of 
the optical characterreaderwo rld -i t '& 
cheap, it works, but it 's difficult to use 
and lim ited in its power . I can hardly 
wait for the 'Spec trum '. ~

m the moment the Macintosh was 
nveiJed its outsta nd ing grap h ics 
1ents - typifi ed by the icons and 

Macpainl - received a ll th e at tention . I 
suspect the re are many who are un­
aware th at the Mac has considerable 
sound facilities too. Now, afte r several 
pictoria l software packag es, comes 
Musicworks and , as has been the case 
before , th e Mac has brought out the best 
in its programmers. 

Features 
M usicworks a llows you to compose an d 
play back music compositi ons for up to 
four voices , adding a choice of n ine 
instrum ents and a variety of ADSR 
enve lopes. The bulk of th ese a.re preset 
with two exceptions - on th e instru ­
ment list are two synthesisers and you 
can define your own waveform for th ese. 

The choice of instrume nts is a little 
unadven tu rous - fairly easy wave­
forms like piano, trumpet , flu te and 
ch imes - bu t the sound outp ut is of 
exceptionally good quality - as the 
catalogue of dozens of class ica l pieces 
demons tr ates. 

The real power of Musicworks comes 
from the composing faciliti es where the 
control is in keepi ng with the Mac 
philosophy of icons and mouse move· 
men ts. Using an on -screen stave and a 
toolbox of notes and rests , you simp ly

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select the type of note you want , position 
it on the stave using the mouse, then 
draw in the next one. There are compr e­
hen sive editing facil ities, too - Music­
works is a tmusic processor' in the way 
tha t Macwrit e is a word processor and 
Macpaint is a picture processor . 

To wrap things up, you can also select 
a variety of time and key signatures. 

In use 
If you have any facility for music, 
Musicworks is extreme ly easy to use. lf 
you don' t , th en th e going is a bit toug her. 
The major crit icism of the package is 
that there is no way to sound a note 
immediately , so those of us who like to­
or must - play it by ear are at a 
disadvantage. There are ways around 
the problem : you can select the current 
bar and have it repeat while you edit so 
you can hear what you're creat ing, but 
it's a fair ly clum sy process. 

If, however , you can rea d music, 
composing is a dream. M usicworks takes 
all the hard work out of th e job , 
automat ica lly making your piece fit th e 
measure by inserting spaces where 
necessa ry , or tying notes across a bar . 
Using the cu t and paste facilities makes 
repeated sections - especially bass lines 
- easy . Simply write the section once, 
copy it to theCl ipboard, then paste it in to 
your score where you like . 

You work on one of the four parts ata 
ti me, but you can choose to hear either 
that voice alone , or any combina tion of 
the four togeth er. 

Hav ing got th e music r ight , you can 
then fool around with different inst ru · 
ments and envelopes to get the sound 
you want , and you can change your mind 
at any tim e. The Mac multi.task s to a 
certai n exten t too, so you can have the 
music play while you edit. 

The different instruments sound like 
their namesa kes, and the preset ADSR 
envelopes are useful. They are presented 
in non·techn ical language so if you don't 
know anythi ng about attack , decay , 
sustain , release , you can make sense of 
Soft...Short, for example. ln additio n , 
th ere are two percussive sounds. 

If you 're a non. music· reading musi· 
cian , a second composing opti on might 
be bette r . Th is is the Grid , which works 
like the tradi ti onal stave but doesn 't 
requ ire knowledge of crotchets , dotted 
minims and th e like. Down one side of 
the gri d is a piano keyboard and fi I ling in 
a square next to your chosen key will 
create the correct note. lfyou know your 
way around a keyboard, the Grid will 
work well for you. · 

Fina lly, when everyth ing is the way 
you want it , you can print out th e score 
showing all or any of th e four parts. 

Th e illu strations on this page were 
prod uced using a Brother Ml 0009. The 
Mac is only designed to drive Apple's 
lmagewrit.er , bu t various products allow 
you todriveEpsoncompatibles . We used 
Epstartfrom P&P Micros (0706-217744 ) 
asa software dr iver . However , we've not 
beenabletoge t other applications on th e 
Mac to drive th e Brother with EpsUJrt. 
Th is may be because there are two 
versions of the printer; one doesn't 
support the no-parity protocol deman· 
ded by the software. 

P&Palsosellsthe Hanzonserial board 
for the Epson RX-80 and MAC Epson 
Connection for all dot-matrix Epsons . 
We'll be ta k ing a much closer look at 
these in the near future . 

Verdict 
While th e actual sound outpu t of Music­
works doesn't compare with what can be 
achieved with some of th e music pack· 
ages availab le for the Commodore 64 or 
the BBC, as a way of using a computer to 
create music it is ou tsta ndin g. The 
combina tion of the Mac's hardware 
facilities and the imagina ti on of the 
programmers has created a program 
tha t is fun to use, and a powerful tool for 
se ri~us musicia ns. ~

New software for the VTX5000 
means Sinclair owners can access 
bulleti n boards, electronic mail 

services, databases and even The 
Source. 

Before Prism's demise, the vrxsooo 
had al ready dropped from£99.95 to £70. 
When Pris m's old stock comes onto the 
mar ket, the VTX will probably be one of 
thechea pestmode msyet . The drawback 
to a vrxsooo was that it could be used 
only for accessing Preste l serv ices (Mi­
croneVHomelink) or syste ms that had 
adopted the Prestel format(ICL Bulletin 
and Communitel). Tha t has all changed: 
new 'scrolling' software allows it to be 
used for accessing systems whic h don 't 
use pages to display informatio n but 
scroll text continuously across the 
screen. Bullet in boards are a prime 
exa mple of a 'scrolling' syste m. 

In fact, one new pac kage,Specnet, was 
designed specifically to allow vrx 
owners to access the growing number of 
bullet in boa rds wh ich su pport 12oons 
baud rates. The program is a modified 
vers ion of Andrew Glaister's SpecU!rm 
which turn s any Spectr um into an 
inte lligent term inal for telephone com­
munications use. Specterm was pub-­
lished in Sinclair Answers but Stephen 
Adams' version for the VTX never 
appeared. He is now selling Specnet 
himse lf. 

Features 
The most interesting feature is the 
facility to download or upload files, be 
they Basic, machine code or text. This is 
possible th roug h the use of error check­
ing protocols. The protocols go under 
various names - Xmodem, Christen· 
sen, blocksum or CP/M - but they all 
amount to the same th ing. 

A numbe r of Specnet featu res are 
availa ble when you go into EDIT mode. 
A good example is the ability to stop 
what you type on the keyboard being 
sent to the screen (EDIT+ N). When you 
want to see what you are typing again, 
j ust press EDIT(shift + I ) and E to make 
the screen echo the keyboard input. 
These commands are conta ined in the 
instru ctions, but I found thi ngs were 
self-explanatory, except when it came to 
file transfer. 

Xmodem protocols require certai n 
communication settings. These are: one 
start bit, eight data bits, no pa rity and 
one stop bit. All UK bulle tin boards 
curre ntly suppo rt th is protocol, so Spee · 
net defau lts to this setting. However, 
there is anothe r common sett ing used by 
BT Gold, among others. That is: one start 
bit , seven data bits, even parity and one 
stop bit. To change Specnet, go back into 
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I Basic, POKE 26603,123 then RAND USR 26600. 

Specm,t can then be used with BT Gold. 

Xmodem explanation 
The Xmodem method of file transfe r 
breaks data down into blocks. lf any 
corru ption occurs, the program detects 
th is and asks for the defective block to 
be sent again . Ten retries are allowed 
before the whole tra nsmission is 
aborted. The effect is that if the 
download is completed the file must be 
error free. Using Xmodem protocols 
takes a good deal longer tha n tra ns­
ferri ng files by other methods. Text 
files where any corru ption is easily 
spotted need not be tTansferred using 
error checking. However, Xmodem is 
an extremely reliable form of transfer­
ring software, which is what 90 per 
cent of VTX owners will want to do 
anyway. Incidental ly, as files tra nsfer­
red with Xmodem protocols are held in 
toke nised form, it is possible to store a 
program for say a BBC Micro on the 
Spectrum , then tTansfer it to the BBC 
Micro at a later date.

In use 
Going on-line with Specnet was quite 
straightfo rward. Power up the Spee· 
tru m with V'rXSOOO attached. Take the 
option (7) which ret urns the micro to 
Basic. The program is then loaded in the 
normal man ner ILOAD -i after which 
an introductory menu appears. This 
contains the numbers of four bulleti n 
boards to try. Keep the modem switched 
to the Mnet sett ing and phone the 
required nu mber. When the board's 
modem answe rs , flick down the line 
switch and the gree n carrier detect light 
should come on. The bulleti n board's 
welcoming message should the n appear 
on the screen, allowi ng you to sign on as 
usual. When accessing a bulletin board 
such as CABB London it was necessary 
to ask for ten nul ls to see the text 
perfectly. Nulls are a strea m of zeros 
designed to give a slow ter minal time to 
catch up. Otherwise th ings operated 

very much the same as any other 
terminal. 

Specnet was also used to access BT 
Gold, the electronic mail service. First, 
it had to be poked to alter the setti ngs. 
Then the correct phone numbe r , Gold's 
12oons, has to be used. Once the 
system's modem answe red, I had to flick 
the line switch down an d send a couple of 
carriage returns (press Ente r twice) 
before the familiar PAD> prompt 
appeared on the screen. Again, the VTX 
needed nulls before the text would 
appear perfectly , but it is easy to get BT 
Gold to change th is or set them up when 
you first subscribe. 

Specnet can be used to access popular 
on-line services in the US such as The 
Source or Compuserve. However , it is 
first necessary to subscribe to Packet 
Switch Stream (PSS). This is a service 
which allows th e user to make a local call 
to what is known as a node. From the 
node it is possible to hook into data lines 
all over the world. The big mainframe 
data services are all on some form of PSS 
system. Naturally , this all sounds very 
complicated for the ordinary Spectrum 
user but it works out much cheaper than 
phoning the US direct. 

Software such as Specnet cannot tuin 
the vrx into a 3001300 baud modem. 
This is because baud rates are fixed in 
hardware . There are no supressed fre­
quencies eithe r , despite what some 
owners persist in believing. 

Verdict 
Spee net has the facility to save programs 
to cassette, Microdrive and certain disk 
interfaces which follow Microdrive pro· 
cedure. It does not allow the use of a 
printe r on-line. Specnet's instru ctions 
are pretty primitive , and changing 
protocol setti ngs requires a poke instead 
of a menu option. 

Notwithstan ding these gripes, Spec­
net is still ahead of its rivals. 

It is unfortunate that the VTX works 
with only !6K , 48K and Spectrum 
Plusses because the RS232 interface 
needed to drive a modem is built in to the 
modem and cannot be accessed. Because 
Specnetissonew,on lyCABBcarrie sany 
Spectrum software , alt hough all the 
bulletin boards could. "1 

A second software package for 
V'rXSOOO owners , by Stephen Gold, is 
avai lable to Prestel/Micronet subscri­
bers for £2.95. Go to page *6006 14988# 
to download. It is scrolling soft.ware 
and has a menu option to allow you to 
select communicat ion sett ings. The 
main difference between this and 
Specnet is that there is no software 
download facility . It can, however, be 
used for BT Gold and bulletin boards.
